Impair tho Olillxntlou of u Contract.
Toi.edo, 0., Sept. 30..Yesterday eveningJudge Lemmon, in the common

pleas court, rendered a natural gas
decision of importance. Tho North-
western Natural Gaa1 Company, which
is controlled by the Standard Oil Company,obtained a franchise to lay pipes
to furnish natural gas to citizens in the
fall of 1SS(J by ordinance of the city
council, in which certain rates were
fixed to be binding until January 1 last,and it was provided that future rates
should be fixed by agreement between
the city and the gas company. In
March, 1SS7, the Ohio Legislature passed
an act empowering city councils to ;iix
the price of natural gas to consumers.
On August 4,1890, the city council, by
ordinance, fixed the price at a rate the
gas company refused to accept. The
city solicitor then obtained a temporary
injunction restraining the companyirom furnishing gaa at any higher than
the ordinance rates and applied for a
mandatory injunction to compel them
to furnish gas at ordiuance rates.
The case was argued at length yesterday.Judge Leminon decided againstthe city on the ground that the originalordinance of 1SSG and its acceptance by

the company was of tho nature of a contractand the subsequent law could not
impair the obligation of that contract
