Omicaco, Nov, 21,—This evening Gen-
cral Miles was in receipt of a telegram
dated Ttosebud, Indinn Ageney, Bouth
Dakola, in which the oflicer making the
ofliclal report from thnt ageney has the
following interesting communication,
which he made to his supérior officer,
e vays: f

“In advance of my formal report, I
gend youthe ssrmon of Short Bul), the
so-called prophot of the Messiah, at this

ageney, delivered by him b Red Lonf|

camp:
THE ORATION,

My Fiuexos asn Revarivesi—I will
goon glart the thing in running  order,
1 biave told you thut this would come to
passin two seasons, but sinco the whitea
ara interfering go wuch, 1 will advance
the time from what my Fatlier above
told me. The time will be shorter,
Therefore you must not be afraid of any-
thing, Fome of my relatives have no
cars, Bo I will have them Dlown awny,
Now there will be a tree sprout up, and
then all the members of our religion and
the tribe must gather together. That
will be the plnes where we will seoe cur
relatives.  Dut befors this time we must
dance the balanee of the moon, at the
end of which time the enrth will ghiver
very hard. Whenever thia thing oc-
enrs I will start the wind to blow,

Wo are the ones who will then see our
fathors, mothers and evershody, We
are the tribe of Indiaps and the ones
who ureliving the eacred life.  God, our
father, bimeeli, hog told and command-
ed and ehownme to do these things.
Our Fatherin heaven has placed a mark
at each point of ke four winda. First,
a clay pipe which lies ot the setting of
the gtin and represents the Sioux tribe;
gecond, there in a holy arrow lying -at
the north, which representa the Choy-
enne tribe; thind, at the rising of fhe
gun there lies bhail, representing the
Arppuhioe tribes; and, fourth, there lies
apipe and nice feather at the south,
which represents the Crow tribe,

ON WITH TIE DANCE,

My falhier Lins shown me (hese things;
therefore we must continue the dance.
Thero may be soldiers surround you,
but pay £o attention to them, continue
the dance, If thesoldierasurround yon
Iour deep, three of you upon whom 1
have put holy shirta will sing a song
which I have tapght you, sad some of
thewm will drop dead, then the rest will
tart to run, but their horses will siak
into tho earth. The riders will jurgp
from their horses, but they will eink
into tho earth and you can do what you
desire with them, 3

Now you must know thig, that &1l the
soldicrs and that roce will be dead.
There will ba enly 5,000 of them left
liviog ou the carth. My friends and

FOREIGN TMIGRANTS.

Why Further Restrictions Seem
to Ba Necessary.

SOME INTERESTING FACTS

In Burgeon General Hamilton's 1le-
portof His Investigations Abroad.
Somo \'c-ry Linoso  Methods
that Should e Remedled,

Wasmixaroy, D, 0, Nov. 2L.—8urgeon
General Hawmilton bas mpde n ropart to
the Becretary of the Treasury giving Lthe
reanlts of vigits paid by him to the
prineipal foreign ‘ports of embarkation
of immigrants bound for tho United
Btates, 1Te gaid e visited the ports of
Napleg, London, Liverpool, Glaagow,
Bremen, Triests and  Hamburg and
found that there §s at present no pys-
termatic medieal examinalion’ of etni-
grants at any vort of embarkation, It
may positively be nsserted without fear
of successful coutradiction that the
immigrants bound to the United States

“So far na my observation extends, and

eo far a8 1 can learn from the liternture
on this subject there is no country in
the world in which citizenship i eo
cheaply ottained rg in the United States.
The general question of restrictive mens-
nreg as against the incoming mass is one
of the most important that ean Le con-
sldered from an. cconomic or political
stand point and viewed from an Ameri-
can standpoint, there 18 no doult that
the welfnre of the country demand more
restrictive measares than the pregent
lawa seem to be able to furnish,

The ndyocacy of restrictions npon im-
migration deea not necessurily iroply
liostility to foreigners, nor lepislation
adverse to the interests of thoss naturals
ized vitizens now in this conutry. On
the contrary, itis believed to be for the
general interest of those now on theeoi},
who, having been invested with the
rights of citizanehip, are enlitled to all
the protection that our lawa can give,
and it is in their interest not less of the
natural born eitizen that lurther jnflux
of persons not_bringing skilled labor or
muterial weslth Lo the country should
b restricted, It onght to be o privilego
to b an American citizon, and s nat-

the immizrant, the immigrant shonld
be of euch a character, mora]li)',
intellectaally und ph ‘siuaI!fr,ma would
weke bim a more or lesy valuable addi-
tion to tha body politic and it would ap-
pear the lesst the immigrant conld do in
return for this coocession would be to
render.chiecrfnl obedience and conform.
