All old but good story is told ot Tom
Marshall, tho brilliant Kentucky lawyer,
who nourished in tho time ot Henry
Clay. One day an old friend ol Marshall
got into sorno Bortot trouble, and be wrs
hauled up before tho nearest Justico of
tho I'caei', nn old fellow who barely
knew enough to inako out u peace war|runt. But what lie lacked iu legalI) knowledge ho made uj» in dignity andt wo <'»rrip<l out pompoBity.Marshall took up the case lor hisfriend and astonished the court with his
clear reasoning. He was very young atthe time, and the old lawyer who was
pitted against liiin grew very indignnnt
ut the effrontery oi sucli a youngster."Your honor," he said, after Tom had
llnlslied his argument, "in Kent, 207,you'll find that tho Supremo Court has
held that the very selfsame evidencewhich I have offered is thoroughly
proper, though this young man from
uie city asaumco to deny it. I have
practiced law before lie was born, and
am thoroughly conversant with the
many intricate pointa involved in the
matter at issue. Tho Supremo Court bus
held, I oay, that the evidence I have of:lered is admissible, imd in reference 1
ijuote you Kent, 207."
