oi the bute, will certainly excite a more
active inquiry into the extent and value
of our iron ores. The present knowledgeconcerning them may be presented
by a brief mention of the varieties of ore
found, grouping them under the heads
of carbonates and oxides.
Carbonates, more or less oxidized by

exposure extend across the entiro State
from and including Preston county to
Big Sandy river, the Kentucky State
line. Thoy are found in many formskidney,nodular, beds of different colors,
from greenish gray to black of the black
band; of varying thickness, from six
inches to 0 feet, and yielding from 30 to
40 per cent ot iron of high grade, cspe*
daily when made with charcoal or high
grade of coke. These carbonates, par*
ticularly the limestone ore, can be
mixed to greatad vantage with the oxides.
Elk river and sixty miles of the Great
Knnawba may be said to divide the
State into two nearly equal parts, and
among iron men it is well known that

Sulphur, a mountain some 40 miles long,
which we mav collectively call the
"Beaver Lick." This mountain, has
throughout its whole length due veins
of red fossil and red shale and, intertnittingly,pipe ore. These red oris are
understood to be equal in uuality and
iiuantity to the red ores of East Ten- ]
uesaee. It is claimed also by those who
ought to know that the brown hermatite

ihe organization of a company atCharlesown,and other similar enterprises are
eportcd in vari oue stages of progress.

THE OIL I'KODl'CTION.

Rich 98 ill West Virginia in coal, iron
ind timber, tho past two years have
lenionstrated that she is no less rich in
leposits oi petroleum oil. Tbero are now
hree well-defined producing fields along
parallel lines having a general northeast
ind southwest direction, and the activity
>[ the operators, the millions of capital
ilready invested, tho extent and charac;erol the territory make the State the
;hief rival of Pennsylvania as the source
>t futuro oil supply ol the country.
Tho newer developments embrace the

Eureka and Belmont fields in Pleasants
county, and tho Mannington and Doll's
Run field in Marion and Monongalia
:ountics respectively. The two lastgamedare an extension of the Mt. Morris(Pa.) field. The source of productionis the "llig Injun" sand rock, found
it a depth of about 1,900 feet. The first
important well in the Mannington pool
was struck early last spring, since which I
lime ninny producing wells have becu !
brought in. The devolopment is going 1

an at the same rapid rate. The oil is a '

eood grade of light premium, command- !
ibg 20 cents a barrel above quoted mar- '

ket prices. The amount ofcjpital now
invested in the industry at Mannington
is estimated to bo little short of $1,500,000.The "Big Injun" oil line is sup- i

nosed to extend south to below the
Kanawha river. Test wells have been
drilled and are drilling along this belt
of territory with moro or lets favorable
results. i

The Belmont and Eureka districts in
Pleasants county derives its oil from the
Berea grit, an extremely rich sand, at a

depth of about 1,200 feet, though a good
grade of "heavy" oil is also found In
limited quantities in the shallow sands.
In this field the development has been
nvun more ranid than in the Mannina-
toa region, aud the production much
greater. The average cost of the wells Is
13,000, and the average yield iBunuau'
ally good, many of the wells coming in
with a How of from 600 to 1,000 barrels
per day. The head wells (n this field
are now as far north as the town of St.
Mary's. I am unable to report the productionof this district. It probably exceedsseveral times that of the Manningtonfield.
A very Important development is that

in the horizon of the well-known Gordonsand along a lino extending southwestfrom Little Washington and Ninevehpools in Pennsylvaniathrough Wetseland other counties in this State.
Experienced oil men predict that this
will be the great oil field ol tho future,
The first producing well in this saqd
Within the State was brought in a month
or wore ago near Littleton, Wetael county.It is variously reported at from 300
to 600 barrels. A rapid development
may be expectod to follow, and if the
prolific character of the Gordon und

rock is maintained, an mormons productionfrom the new field may aafely
be anticipated.

WHAT WOT VlliCllKIAXS A1IK ItOISC.

Let It not be aacumed that West Virginian)are awaiting in idleness th» inlluzof foreign capital and enterprise to
develop the immense resources I have
attempted to describe, nor that the State
has made no considerable progress in
that direction and in many respects
vhat might in popular phase be Btyled
"a back number." The industrial channelsinto which they could direct their
energies are so many that they have
found it impossible to occupy all. but
they are leading in every enterprise
of magnitude. They have brought
to a condition of fine cultivation a great
portion of the State, bnilt railroads,
cities and towns, established manufacture!1,created a splendid system of
schools, erected creditable public buildingsand have kept out of debt. The
