Hearing at Squire Uavle'e Court.One of
the Aiulluti Identified and Sent to Jail*
The cue of the State vs. "Bee" Miller,

charged with being one oi the men who,
early yesterday morning, assaulted and
robbed J. P. Sullivan, on tbe Pewiky
track, waa'beard yesterday by Squire
Davla.
Two girls testified that Solliran, accompaniedby Miller, had been in Kla

Walton and Ada Foster's houses of ill
fame at ten and eleven o'clock Wednesdaynight. Mr. Bishop, the taloon
keeper above Tenth street, on Market,
teatifled that Sullivan, Miller and anotherman had left bis aaloon abont
twelve o'clock.

Officer Jacob Wataon said that he had
eeen Sullivan, Miller and another man
enter Blahop'a saloon before twelve
o'clock Wednesday evening.
An employe of the water works testifiedthat about 1 o'clock a man bad come

to the pumping station, with his head
badly wounded and covered with blood,
who stated that he had been knocked
down and robbed. A coupling pin, with
blood on it, was shown to the witness,
who identified it as one he bad found
alongside the Pewiky railroad track.

J. P. Sullivan atated that he bad been
working for tbe J. C. Gibney Company,
below Moundaville. That he bad come
up to Wheeling, met Miller and another
man, and went with them to two bonses
of ill fame; thence to a saloon. That
alter taking a drink at the saloon all
three started down street the men saying
they would take him to his hotel, where
he had already paid his lodging upon bis
arrival in town. They Btarted up a railiroad track, when Sullivan suddenly felt
