THE COLOMBIAN EXPOSITION.
Ifow the His Fair Will Look When Opened

to VUlture.
The arrangement of the principal

building of the Columbian Exposition
at Chicago has .been made and a birdseyeview of the site and the ground
plans of the building will soon be issued.
The Chicago site is four times as large

as that'of the Paris exposition, and has
a frontage of two miles on Lake Michigan.The buildings will cover twice the
Area and coat twice as much as did
those at Paris in 1880. Alone they will
coat nearly fifty per cent tiore than the
total expense attending the Paris fair.
More than $4,000,000, exclusive of the

cost of the land, has been spent on Jack*
son and Washington parks, in laying
them out and beautifying them. Anothermillion will be spent in their improvement.A ride of six miles on the
lake -will take the visitor to the fair
grounds.
The northern portion, comprising a

hundred acres, will contain the buildingsof foreign natious aud the States of
the Union; how many it cannot now be
predicted. In the western part ot the
group will stand the Illinois building,
400x150 in size, and costing $350,000. In
this portion of the park will staud the
fine arts building, which is to bo a magnificentpalace costing half a million.
Just south of the foreign and State buildingsmay be observed a considerable expanseof th^ lagoon, with inlet to the
lake, and incompassing three islands.
On the largest one will stand the United
States fisheries building.

THK GOVERNMENT EXHIBIT.
A little farther south, across an area

of the lagoon, will be the United States
government building, measuring S50x
420 feet having a dome 120 feet in
diameter and 150 feet high. It will be
constructed of stone, iron and glass,
classic in style, cover four acres and cost
CinniWl Tn It will Ita a uurv nnmnlati*
exhibit from the several federal departments,dec..-war, treasury, agriculture,
interior, post office, navy, Smithsonian
Institution and National museum. On
the lake shore east of its building, and
in part" in the intervening space, the
government will have a gun battery,
Me-saving station complete with apparatus,a light house, war balloons and a

full size model of a$3,000,000 battle ship
of the first class. This will bo constructedon piling alouside a pier, being
thus surrounded by water and apparentlymdored at a warf. The "ship" will
he built of brick and coated with cement.

TUB LARGEST BUILDING.

Steaming bv the government exhibits
the visitor will come abreast of the largestbuilding of the exposition.that Of
manufactures and liberal arts. It will
rneasuro 1,700 by 800 feet, with two iateriorcourts and its center a great dome
350 feet in diameter.
Two parallel piers will extend from

the shore about 400 feet, where, taking
out-cuives, they will partially inclose a

circular harbor, from the center of
which will rise, on a great pedestal, a

commanding statue of Columbus or of
the Republic.
On the embracing portions of the

piers will stand forty-four exquisite isolatedcolumns, representing the foityfourStates, each one bearing over its
capital the coat of arms of the State it
symbolizes.
To the left of the grand avenue, extendingwestward through the park,

will be the agricultursl building, 800 by
500 feet. It will cost $500,000. Paesing
the agricultural building the visitor will
come to the great machine^ hall, which
lies to the westward of it. It will be
uearly identical with it in size and cost.

TIIB ADMINISTRATION BUILDING.

Opposite machinery hall and north of
it, in the center of the long "long
walk," will stand the exposition admin-
istration building. It will cost $050,000,
be adorned with scores of statuary
figures and he surmounted by a gilded
dome rising 250 feet, or about the height
of the auditorium tower.
To the uorthward of the administrationbuilding, on either side and facing

the grand avenue, win ue iwo more immensebuildings, one for the electrical
and tbo other for the mining exhibit.
These will be about equal in size, coveringeach a little more than five acres
and a half.
To the southward of the line of buildings,which are ranged along the south

side of the grand avenue, is a vast open
expanse which will be devoted to the
live stock exhibit. Here immensestock
buildings and whatever else will contributeto the succesaofthe live stock
featuro of the exposition will be constructed.
Turning to the north the visitor will

find the transportation building, which,
with the depots, will cost a million dollars.
North of this will bo the horticultural

buildinsr, another immense structure,
1,000x150 feet, with three domes, one at
each end and a larger one at the center.
This will be constructed chiefly of glass
and iron, and will cost $250 000. Still
farther north will stand the women's
building, which is to be 400x200 feet in
dimensions, two stories high and will
cost $200,000.

HIOUKB THAN TUB EIFFEL TOWBR.

Turning sharply to the west the visitorwill ascend the Proctor tower. This
will bo constructed of steel and be 1,050
feet high, or about 100 feet higher than
tho Eiffel.
West of the tower will be a large and

curious aggregation of structures, includingprobably some of the foreign
and State buildings, and many of semiprivateconstruction, and qf a nature
which cannot yet be described.

All the important buildings will stand
on terraces four feet above the general
park level, thus greatly improving the
general landscape eflect and rendering
their own appearance more imposing.
Ample railway facilities will enable

the crowds to re&ch the paik from the
city. 8ix parallel tracks will sweep into
the grounds in a huge circle at the extremesouthwest portion, entering and
leaving at nearly the same point.
Aronnd this loop the trains, in arriving
and departing, will sweep at intervals of
a few minutes, and the depot accoinmo?
dations will he so extensive and well arrangedthat it is believed there will be
almost no confusion or crowding.

A SOLDIKK'S FAMILY.
ted can* of a V«t Virgluia Widow an

11er FatUarloM Chlldrsa.
To the Editor ol the Intelltoenccr.
Sir:.In almoat every issue of the lit

tkllioinckr I read a list of pension
granted to West Virginia aoldiers. Ia
variably my mind reverts to the case o

Martha E. McDaniel, which, with yon
permission, I will briefly state. Mrs
3IcDaniel ia the widow of Valentine W
McDaniel, a soldier who entered the aerviceas volunteer in the Third Weat Vir<
ginia Infantry, a good eoldior and a

brave man; was captured and lodged io
Andersonville prison and survived the
terrible ordeal of starvation and priva|
tion endured iu that long to be rememberedaoldiers'hell.
These are all matters of record. Mr.

McOaniel lived to reach home, a broken
down and badly ahattered constitution.
He applied, made the necessary proof,
and was allowed a pension, He was at
intervals not exactly in his right mind
and told his friends he feared hie furnily
would come to want, and in one of tbuBe
moods on the 25th of October, 1880, he
procnred a rope, attached it to a limb of
a tree, jumped oil and hanged himself.
Very aoorn thereafter Mrs. McDaniel
made application for a widow's pension.
A Washington attorney took the case,

and from bad management or entire
negligence four years have elapBed and
the matter seems no nearer -conanmma*
tion. Noto these facta. When Mr. McDanieldied Jie left ten children living,
all of whom are living yet, the eldest, a

daughter about nineteen years of age,
now rapidly going down with consumption.Mrs. McDaniel is paralyzed on
one side and confined to her room, nothlugwith which to hire help, a terrible
struggle to keep the little ones from
actual suffering through a long and in
clement winter. The smaller children
that can be spared from home are at.
