lienersl Manager Lynch, of the Frick
Company, says ot tne seventeen wor*s

in which they posted notlcefl yesterday,
ten are working to-day, notwithstandingthe shortness of ootice to their employes.Among the works in partial
operation are the Moorewood, West
Leisioria?, Bedstone and Jimtown,
four of the largest plants of the Frick
Coinpanv. The Mutual works of the
United Coal and Coke Company started
in full, as did the Coal Broolce works of
the McClure Company. Mr. Lynch says
they did not post resumption notices
and the sliding scale on eight of the
worlcp, because they have not sufficient
orders as vet. It wilf be remembered
that butfifty percent of the ovens were

in blast when the strike was ordered.
It is ciaimed by the operators that

they are paying 20 per cent more v a;es
than is paid in any other coke revio'i;
that they will run their works, and will
brook no interference from the strikers
The tirst shipment made by these companiessince the strike left, to-day.
Labor leaders are in diBmay at the reportsof tho unexpected desertion of so

many men, but roundly deny their
truth. They soy that np until this
evening they havo received notice of
but one works in operation.atJimtown
.and a mass meeting is in progress
there to-night, to induce tho men to
quit work. Later reports indicate that
tiie labor officials are poorly informed
as to the disastrous eflecta of
tho resumption notices. ss n

riot occurred at the L-isenring
works owing to the resumption there.
The strikers held a mass meeting at
which resolutions were passed to force
the reluctant employes to quit and rejointhe strikers. Accordingly between

, seventy five and a hundred strikers,
armed with clnbs and carrying stones,
raided the yard, putting theworkmen to

flight. Several of them were slightly
injured.

General Manager Lynch immediately
wired Sheriff McCormick for officers to
protect his property, and an ample force
of armed deputies are now on tho
grounds to gnard against a further out-

with apprehension as to the result of
this most determined and unexpected
attempt at resumption. The operators
are firm, confident, and will com*
mand a regiment ol deputies if neceB-
sarv. The strikers are also determined
auu the great majority are united, while

no fear of the strikers* or men who are

actually driven to work by poverty, and
perhaps hunger. These three foices
control the region to-night and the most
dangerous crisis of the long fight is fully

He saw it was very evidentthat the agent-had deceived the
men in regard to the hours of work, and
the character of food to be furnished,
but that ho himself had observed no

The head men of the show were Dr
Uenninga and au alleged pbyaician
whoae record waa once diecueeed at
meeting of the Huntington Medical
Society, a letter having been received
from a man in Golumboa inquiring
about him, and which atated iu substance,that he waa a bigamist and bad
served a term in tbe Ohio penitentiary.
Trouble arose between the fraudulent

aawbonea and an actor of the affair, who
went under the high-sounding name of
Lawyer Bum, The latter ran the doctor
off of the commons with a revolver, and
waa arrested, placed in jail in default of
bail but afterward escaped from prison
and haa not been heard of since; it is
supposed that he la working at a variety
theatre iu Cincinnati, hut no effort haB
ever been made by tbe authorities to
get him. The traps" of the medicine
show were levied on and sold for
numerous debts.

The Ohio River Bailroad Company won

an important suit'yesterday, and one

that may have an important bearing
on other damage suits. In September,
1880, old Mr. Gatts and bis wife, two
very well known people of Marshall
county, were killed at the Narrows, belowMoundsville, while attempting to
cross the track in a boggy. Mr. Gatts
was seventv-one years of age. and his
wife was about that sge. Their executorsbrought suit against the railroad
company for$10,000 damages each. The
case came on to trial at Moundsville be*
fore Judge Bpyd. Messrs. Earing, MelrinandRiley, of Wheeling, and Messrs.
I. A. Ewing and J. L. Parkinson, of
Moundsville, were the counsel for the
plaintiffs. The railroad company waB>
represented by Chief Counsel Archer, of
this city, and its local attorney, Mr. 0.
R. Oldham, of Moundsville. The evidenceehowed that Mr. and Mrs Gatts
bad taken no precautious whatever, but
bad run into the danger. The court
held (bat the rights of a railroad erasing
ire as much tho railroad's as they are
Dther people's, and that persons using
railroad crossings must take as much
precaution as the railroad company. On
this ground the Ohio River road won a
complete verdict in the caso, no dam*
ages whatever being allowed.

Tho crime for which George W. Mobb

waa executed waathe murder of his wife
Rhoda, on the night of the lOih of October,1889. Moaa, who had not been Been
bv hiB family for aeveral days, came to
hia home about 7 o'clock at night. Hia
wife waa preparing aupper for her sons,
who had juat returned from work, and
when ebe looked up she saw the muzzle
of a revolver pointed at her. "Oh, don't,
Waab 1" she cried, and acarcely were the
worda spoken when three shots werel
fired in rapid succession, and ahe fell to
the floor.
The sons ran into the house juat in

time to see their father point the muzzle
of the still smoking revolver towarda
himaelf and fire three more ehotB. With
tbe weapon still in his hands lie fell to
the floor, but immediately got up and
ran out of the house and disappeared.
Tbe wife lay dead upon the floor until
neighbors arrived and carried hor into
an adjoining room. A ballet had torn
away the It ft eye and tbe ball taking an
upward course entered tbe brain, A
second bullet entered tbe forehead. Tbe
third ahot did not take effect.
Mra. Mobb wae fifty years old, and the

murderer waa fifty-two. One of the presumableinspirations for tho crime was

thought to be the humiliation Moaa lelt
for beiog sent to jail by hia son Frank,
for drunkeanee8 and abuaing hia wife.
He waa an exceedingly sensitive man,
and though his release from prison was
brought about through the woman he
murdered, he believed that she was at
the bottom of the scheme to jail him.

8TAKQLKY PaM Tilt, PENALTY
For the Awful Crime Hli Temper Led Him

to Commit.
Macch Chunk, Pa., March 20..Abont

500 people crowded in tbe jail this morn-

ing to witness the hanging of Oliver
William Stangley. Ex-Sheriff Baudenbuech,who hanged several of the Mollis
Maguires, superintended the execution.
The condemned man was attended by

two Lutheran clergymen. He walked to
the gallows with a filtering step, being
very weak from the effects of disease. It
was necessary to assist him np the steps,
lie said he was ready to die, and expectedto meet his brothers aod sisters
in heaven. The drop fell at 11:04.
Stangley's neck was broken, and he died
without a straggle. He wis pronounced
dead at 11:19.
The crime for which Oliver William

Stangley suffered the death penalty was
committed in Weatherly on Saturday,
October 12,1869. Stangley was a boarder
at the residence of Albert A. Walbert.
He was employed in the Lehigh Valley
car shops there, with Walbert. Several
days before the murder he quarreled
witu Mrs. Walbert, during which be
theatened to take her life. Mrs. Walbert
had bim arrested, but the suit was a few
days later withdrawn.
On the morning of the murder Stangleyrefused to come to breakfast, saying

that he had a headache, and would not
go to work that day. Mr. Walbert and
his son had breakfast at the usual time
and went to the shops without any suspicionof whst wa9 soon to take place,
After they had lefc the bouse Stangley
went to the kitchen and the old quarrel
was renewed. A desperate struggle fol-1
lowed, during wbion Stangley broke
Mrs. Walbert'aarm, blacked her eyes aod
shot her in the head and body. All this
took place without the knowledge of any
one in the neighborhood. About 8
o'clock the eight-year-old daughter, Ida,
camedown stairs and found her mother
dead on the lounge in the kithen, where
the murderer had placed her.
Stangley fled to tilatington, where his

parents lived, but was arrested the same
afternoon. He soon after made a confession,acknowledging that ho had
committed the deed, but claiming that
Bhe had angered him. In bis confession
he said that he had always liked her,
but that she did not like him any more.
He said that she was at the sink in
the kitchen washing the breakfast
dishes; tbst she was scolding him bemnRHhrt did not ira to work that morn-
ingi thit be got angry at what (he aald
and knocked her on the floor with bis
fist; that be then polled hta revolver
Iron bia pocket and fired twice. The
firat ballet pawed through the body,
pierced the heart and killed her Inietantly. He then picked her up, carirled ber Into the parlor and yu making
preparations to leave the home when
little Ida oame down stairs.

Stangley'e trial took place In April
laat, and he waa convicted and sentencedto be hanged, but the date (or
hie execution waa not filed nntil near
the cloee ot Governor Beaver's term.

. Stangley'a mother, brothera and aiaters,
owing to bia wayward disposition, gave
him do sssijtance, and refused to cos'tribute towards the expense ol taking
hia case before the Board of Pardons to
try to have bia sentence commoted to
