RELICS OFWASHlXUTOy.
High Prices I'ntd for Mementoes or the

Flnt I'reildeut*
The final sale of Washington's relics

and mementoes owned by Lawrence
Washington, Bashod 0. Washington,
Thomas B. Washington and J. R. 0.
Lewis, embracing a largo number of
personal relics of the first President and
a rare collection of Americana, intendingbroadsides, Revolutionary letters
and parly maps and viewe of America,
wflu begun at Philadelphia Tuesday.
The priccs brought by the various articleasold were remarkable, and ranged
high above the average generally real*
iz»d at sales of Washington relics.
The heaviestbuyera were several New

York dealers, who secured the best of
the collection. The first article offered
at the Bale was one of the rarest oi Americandocuments, being the original will
of John Washington, George Washington'sgreat-grandfather, dated Washing*
ton Parish, County of Westmoreland, in
Virginia, September 11,1075. The autographof John Waahington is the rateat
of any notable American, and as the
will ia a holographic one, the bidding
was spirited from the start, the documentfinally going to a Mr. Collins for
$700. The will of Augustine Washington,father of George Washington,
brought only $300.
The only attested copy of the original

will of Washington himself, to which is
appended the schedule of property com*

prehended in the will, was sold to W. E.
Benjamin, the New York dealer, for
$1,400. This was one of the gems of the
collection, and is a verbatim copy, signed
at tho bottom'of every page but ono by
the testator himself, of the original will
now on record at Fairfax Court House.
W. E. Benjamin also secured Washingtnn'amanuscript prayer-book, entitled

I "The Daily Sacrifice." The book is entirelyin the handwriting of Washington,when he was about twenty years ol
age, and is n email volume of twenty
foor pages, with a prayer for every morn
ing and evening of the first five days oi
tho week. Thore wes great rivalry amoof
tho dealers and collectors present at the
sale to possess this rarest of Washington
relics, and the bidding went rapidly uf
from §500 to $1,250, when the book wai
knocked down to W. E Benjamin. The
higbwt price brought by any o!
the Waahington inemtntos was an en
g»aving of the celebrated portrait bj
Gullet of Louis XVI of France, given bj
the unfortunate monarch to Washing
ton. It wns sold at tho smal
price of $1,800. One of the swordi
of Washington was sold to W. B. Benja
min for $1,100. Washington's violii
wm sold for $355; his shoe-buckles foi
$250, and bis cane for $50. A monrninj
ring that he wore went for $130, and hii
mantel mirror, that hung in hia parlo:
at Mouut Vernon, brought $500. Wash
ington's account-book, kept by bis sec
retary, Mr. Dandridge and others. Iron
March 4. 1793, to March 25, 1887, wa
sold for $775. An old portrait of Henr
Clay, 4x5 feet, three quarters length
painted bv Samuel F. B. Morse, (o
