alao. Ponr thereat of the waterin which
the aoap bark wu soaked into the rimingwater, wring well and hang ont of
door* where the?-will dry rapidly.
When nearly dry iron on the wrong
aide. The aoap bark not only deanaea,
bat gives a little body to the material,
inch a* new goods bare.

night. A piece of ice in a refrigerator,
covered with a en tig, white blanket, will
cheat the greedy Ice man every day, and
oap fancy fingers at the milk that doe*
not dare to get sour, or the beefsteak
that daree not fail. These things are
admirable In their way and should be ,
in every hat-band. Bat the greatest ,
trick of all is newspapers. With plenty
of newspapers above, below and on <
ever aide, the way a piece of Ice will
keep is a joke.

The Philosophy of Boiling an Egg,
American Aorku'turUt,
The white ol the egg Is albnmen, and

the yolk also, bat containing a peculiar
oil. It ia the albumen that, heated at
100 degree* F., coagulates and renders
the egg delicious, tender, and digeatlble.
But if the temperature is raised beyond
the perfectly coagulating point, the albumenwill dry, shrink, and become
leathery and indigestible. Large eggs
plsced In boiling water will not properly
"jellify," or coagulate the albnmen ol
either the white or ol the yolk in three
andahalf minute*. Then, to secure the
desirable degree of cooking or coagulationof the albumen of the egg or of a
steak, the temperature should be just
sufficient when longer continued to perfectlycook, and not to sear and homily
ihn nntrativn nlement of food. Iintilcook-
iag impairs digestibility rather than, as
it should, promote it. A meal presup-'
poses preparation, calculation and forethought.Then why not aa well apply
these to uniform, cortaio, and perfect
cooking of eggs. Ten minutes before
the meal bonr pnt the eras into a vessel
into which boiling waterlias previously
been poured, cover and aet aaide, and
when the meal is ready to be served the
eggs will be perfectly cooked. If some
of the family desire their eggs harder,
two or three minutes longer will gratify
the wish, but still the eggs will be perfectlydigestible. Too much fuel is
wasted in spoiling food that should be
made deliciousand digestible, bat which
too often is uuuutritioas, indigestible,
and tasteless.

Goblets, pitchers and vases
of the delicate red Samlan ware added to
the glow of color; they were eo fragile
that only fragments of the finer kind
have been preserved. In the midst of
bis luxurious home sat the London
cnrial, or alderman of the Roman time,
on bis curnle chair, surrounded by wife
and children, clothed in the richest
fabrics of the day, and all glittering with
rings, jewels, armlets, bracelets, some of
which liavs been left behind to tell their
tale. On tbe bones oi a woman's arm In
Mr. Roach Smith's collection are seen
three bracelets of gold, with gems and
rare chasings.
To complete the picture of the home

of the Roman period, we must add a
great number of articles of convenience
or comlort that would seem to us almost
exclusively modern. Chairs, lounges,
sofas, bedsteads, chMts, closets, drawers,
curtains, glass vessels, mirrors and vases,
bnnches of keys, and a great variety of
l^lchen utensils, gold and silver ornsmeats,bssksts sad urns for money, grest
amphora filled with wine, and the
well-stored kitchens of the wealthy,
made np tbe requirements of Roman
Ufa. These the bsrbarlous Saxons
plundsred or destroyed, chiefly from a
tear that magic lay in all objects of art
A garden In the front of the villa, filled
with roses from Pteitum and lllliss and
violets, was nsver forgotten by a people
so fona of flowers; baths, hot ana oold,
were atUabed to every large house.
Fourteen centuries and the ravages of
Saxon and Dane have covered Roman
London with a cloud of mvsterv that no
one bu been able to remoro.
