Proposed Fisheries Hxhibit at the
\ World's Fair.

THE MAGNIFICENT  EXHIBITION

Outlined by Captain J, W. Collins, of
the Fish and Fisherles Department,
A Briof History of Fishery Exposl-
tions of Other Lands.

Onoof the most interesting exhibits
at the World's Columbian Exposition
will be the Fish and Fisheries. Thercin
not only will visitors of piscatorinl in-
clinations find much to engage their
attention, bt others who haye been
wont' to regard “fishy’’ and “incredi-
ble" ns synonymous snd equally in-
consequentinl termg will undoubtedly
lievo reason to change their minds ns
to the intoresting features of afish dis-
play after visiting this department of
the Exposition. The fisheries building
will be a corner where the public will
wish to linger, a spot whero it will be
wousible to realize tho words of John

unyan when he wrote:

You see the way the fisherman doth take
To catch the fish, what englnes doth he make!
Behold how he engagoth all his wits, v
And his suares, lines, angles, hooks and nets.

Much hes been said and written of
tlie magnificence of the Werld's Coluim-
binn Exposition, by way of comparison
with previpus expositions, which it is
proposed to eclipse, The immensc

‘strides made in every department of
art, scicnce and industry during the
second half of the present century have
boeen filly illustrated at the various in-
ternational’ expositions held since
the Princo Congort. of Lngland in-
+ gugnrated the great London lﬂxrusitlon
of 1851. Humun ingenuity and the in-
ventive genius of the age have well
nigh blotted ont the word "impossible’
from the vocabulary of material sci-
enee,  Steam and electricity have been
harnessed to the will of man until it
hing become a question how far will hu-
maon seience truvel, not how far can it
yesoh. But while the seerats of earth
and air have been explored and their
forces bent to do man’s bidding, the
mysteries of the ]§mnt deep huve not
been neglected. But inasmuch ag the
field of exploration, if such nferm ma
be used in speaking of the ocean, 13
three times larger than that whorein
researches by land  are practicable, it
follows that'the result of subagueous
rescarch still Jeaves almost immeasur-
ible possibilities to be explored.
NOTHING OMITTED.
Everything that gclence has rescued
from the depths of ocenn, sca, lnke or
river will be displayed at the fortheom-
ing fisheries exhibit—inhabitants of
deep sea grottos, the coral animal—
huiﬂler of Islands and continents—sen
anemones that blossom miles helow the
surfaco of the ocean, monstrous devil
fish, eharks and other terrors of tho
deop will be seen, beside the speckled
beanties of stream or lake, the plebian
cntfish, perch and sucker, suggestive of
the hoyish angler and the shallow
Trom ocenn depths will be bronght
‘specimons of subaqueons life so maryel-
onsly dellcate, and g0 richly beautiful
that the microscope will only reveal in

art their wondrous beauty and flln-
Fikc trucery. The methods, too, by
which the mysteriea of the deep are

enetrated, the paraphernolin of the
Enited States Figh Commission, the in-
ventions by which the finny tribe is
cultured,, the wonderful progress made
in the art of fish farming, in addition to
the implements of commercial ﬁshiuf
and the Intest tackle for ungling—all
thiese will be displayed to theirfallest
extent. .

In s‘penkin%ol the general dotails of
the World's Columbian BExposition, it
has grown cmstcmnr{lxtu make cou?mri-
gons with previous Expositions of the
kind, in order to extol the expected
merits of the forthcoming enterprise.
In making such comparisous the fact
hias, to n lnr§m extent, heen lost sight of
that the Fisheries display must neces-
garily be of expectionsl merit, in order
to eclipee previons exhibitions of a pis-
catoriul character.  The idea of n fishery
exhibition seems to have originated
with the Dateh, and to them bulongs
the honor of Imvlng inaugurated dis-
plays of this kind. 'The first exhibitldn
of this description was held at Amster-
dom in 1801, and for soveral years this
was reputed to have been the best dis-
play of its kind, though, in the menn-
tims, thers had been several similar
ones elsewhere. Much eare wasexercis-
el in drawing up the programme,which
all things considered, was & coniprehen-
glve ong, and the display, go far as it
went was a thoroughly practical pre-
gentation of the flsheries, nnd the sev-
erul arts connected thorewith. It was
considered a success, though, owing
probnblﬂ the small size of the country,
and to the fact that people had mot at
that time really learned to know what
fishery exhibition was like, it wns com-
;m;iu'wely speaking, scantify patron-
zodl.

A NOVEL BPITIT.

At the present time there is gome-
thing decidedly novel and attractive in
& display of this kind, which i inter-

esting even to the uninitisted. Thero
ard alwnys many curiosities in the
shape of plleicultumlupimrulnu, models
of bonts and vessels, singular shaped
basketa and pots for the c:li\:tnre of eols
and crustaceans, and a thousand and
one other appliances, whicli go to make
up a collection of fishing implements.
The second Fisberies exposition was
o{nunod at Bergen, Norway, on the 1st
of August, 1805. In arranging their
progrumme the Norwegians copled
closely after the Duteh; all kinde of
fishing apparatus for. the capture of
rquatic animals, from the whale to the
ghrimp, being included, besides models
of fish-curing establishmonts, and vari-
one forms of wea products. In
the {following wear (I1566) n  third
fishery exposition was n‘penod at
Archachon, France, and it scoms
that the French were determined to
Jeave no stone unturned to render flsh.
ing popular in their country, for a llttle
lnter, in'the summer of that vear, there
wis also a similar exhibition at Bou-
logne, the latter place, however, being
{arlosa favorably sltuated than Archa-
chon for a display of this kind, ‘Ber-
tram, in his “Harvest of the Sea” gays:
“Tho ambition of the directors
of the exposition at Archachon,
was to show & little of everything
connected with the scienco of the seas,
even to specimens’ of the ground,in-
labited by mussels as well s bits of
rock freqnentad by the larger crusta-
cenns, ’&m nses of the gop-weed were
demonstrited; tho guano made from
thosa inedible flah with which the sea
abonnds, could also be tested at the ex-
position of Archachon, Various other
sba products were likewise to be scen

And better than all; at the
Archachon exuosition the beat fishes of

The affair at Boulogne wa#, howeyer,
onwmuch grander! seales, aromarkable
foature of the inuuguration being s
grand procession, which; as it tnrned
out, was an agustic. ong, for nheavy
rain fell while it was enroute. At this
exhibition, Npﬂﬁay took ithe leading
position, ns migh¥be ‘exXpetted, fora
country having such important tisher-
jes, and depending chieﬂﬁ on gouthern
Europe for 2 market, conld not aflord to
nu;lglm:t the oppnriunitg’ thus aflorded
of bringing its productions to the notice
of the world,-"The suceesd of the ex-
positions at  Archachon and’ Boulogue.

and the industries connected therewith
Compnratively little wns shown, how-
aver, besides apecimens of fish, and the
Danigh affair was not, gt;i@t_li- speiking,
n success, Bweeden Was the nextto
follow, n display of this kind being
opened at Gothenburg in 1807,

The exhibitions which have been
mentioned, though they containe
much which wns interesting to_at least
a certain portion of theepublic, had,
nevertheleas, failed to reach that'de
of comprehensiveness which it is désir-
able to obtain in a display of this kind,
but, bevond all question, these efforts
paved the way to the remarkable sue-
cess which hus been attained of Inte in
the Hlﬂnniugnud manngement of flshery
exhibitions.” In 1868 Franee again too
the lead, the Havre exposition being
innugurated in June of that year under
favorable ausplees. ” Strange to soy, so
far ne is known, pickled mackeral were
ghown for the first time on this ocea-
sion, and “:;‘%lo_q!mg_g' nsinnoyelty.
Far the nexgdotteyears thingsfycre at
rest, bot in'1871 the aliank entored
tho fleld, n fishery exhibition being
held at Naples thint year, This was,
however, comparatively unimportant,
and after its close little was dono by the
promoters of fishery displuys until 1578,
when the pisolenltnribixxchibition wag
held at the Westmingter - Aquarimm,
London; but, owing to the haste jwith
which the affair was gotten up, the re-
sult wns unsatisfactory. During the
BAINg {uar (1878) the Germnng begun to
talk of holding-an international fisheries

5 exhibition at Berlin, and inyitations

were sent otif'to all Conntries 1o fartici-
pate,

After two years of preparation and
inderatignble effort on the err. of sey-
eral influentinl members of the Deuts-
cher Fischerci Verein, the exhibition
was opened. on, the 20th day of, April,
1880, <by the Crown Prince of Germany.
Among thoge who give prizes were the
Ewmperor, Empresg, the Crown Prince,
the King of Snxony, and several of- the
archdukes of the empire, It is now n
matter of history that the digplay made
by the Unifed Skatess on this ocogsion,
far exceeded that of any other nation
in comprehensiveness and in’ the vari-
ety of the objects shown. The first
prize of the Ilmperor was awarded to
America for the completeness of its dis-
play, while a,large’ number of medals,
cte., were mecived By peivato American
exhibitorg Tt Brae . A5y -

TR INTEREST.

The intercst in fishery expositions,
which, during all these years had been
growing slowly, butb, gurely, was now
complete, the ‘silccess! at Berlin giving
new courage to the promoterd of such
enterprises,  Curionsly enough, the
English, from being, apparently, the
Jeast interested, became the most zeal-
ous advoente of fighery displays, and
April 18, 1881, tﬂu ml;ﬁi_ggc of }\'nilug
opencd o nation ibitign of this
k&nd at Norwiel. 'Tiiis proved so suc-
cessful that it wns followed the next
year by the International Fishery Ex-
position at Fdinburgh.

Even while the lutter wns in embryo,
&0 to speak, plang were lnid and action
taken which “resulted in the:Great In-
ternationnl Fisheries Lxposition held
at London, in 1883, It was perlinps ono
of the most important ovents in the
history of the fishieries of the world,
and did more toadvance these interests
than had been done in many' yenrs
proviousiy.is & b e

But on mp+ provit otic%ﬂan has
thera been such o bedatifolnind fitting
sotting for a fiahery exposition al that
which has been  designed for the Expo-
gition at Chicago, in 1803, where it is
hopeil there will be gathered such a
display ‘s had" never lpen geen in
Americn, and'one that will eclipse all
preceding fishory expositions.

He wns o wenlthy young man, born of
rich purents, und she wasreceived every-
whera, Shewas thoonly danghter of
D, 0. Fomey sl PIOBHBEE ot ithe
Washington Sunday.Chomiels, Bnd John
W. Forney, journalist, “lobbyist, poli-
ticlun and’the personal {riond of many
}mblic men, was her uncle,  The family
wiled from Philadelphin, and were in
the best gogiety al Wnshington,

Walter . Comstoek mot Miss Forney
ni one' of | the Atlintic 'ctast resorts.
Ier nume was Clara Sherk Forney, but
she wos always called “Dovie," from her
then sweet disposition.  There Is no
garcnsm in that statement, for in per-
ponal munner she was o partienlarly
agreeable woman, The name “Dovie!’
wins e\‘elﬂehgraiaa onhar wedding invi-
tations. ' Bhe was a little the senlor of
lier husband, who was about twenty at
that time.

Mrs, Com-
stock was at the rink regularly in the
cvening, She found a number of other
gay young married women thers and
gradunlly the public began to talk
nbout her,

It was not long beforo hgr husband
became suspicions of her.® He came
home late saveral times, it is said, and
tound the honse turncd topsy turyy,
wine bottles lying aronnd and the fur-
niture dismantled. He upbralded his
wifo, and she, getting angry, instend of
defending herself, played the whole
battery of a depm\'eg woman's tongue
on him. Hao etood it as long as he conld
and then left the hose. :

He was greatly affected, but he aimiﬂ_y
kopt awsy from her, went on with his
buginess and eaw. that neither herself
nor the child suffered. She had the
pretty mansion to herself, and for a time
there were carnivalg in it every night.
A number of the gilded young men of
tho town wnited on her ani made her
life pleasant for her. According-to her
wighes sne was atill allowed money
enouﬁh to dispense a liberal hoepitality,
he did it.
