TO THE EARTH'S CENTRE.
Wlmt Scientist* Expect to Find There.

IJorlng Deep Wells.
Washington Star.
A scientific scheme of much importancelins been nutated in Washington

recently, so a Star reporter learned.
During the Inst two congresses there
havo been a nuinbotof Representatives
and two or three Senators who have
used their influoncc in favor of an appropriationfor boring a holo in the
earth several milea in depth. It has
long been recognized that an inconceivableamount of value in the shape
of precious metals and other mineral
substances is locked up out of reach beneaththo crust of this planet. All the
riches dug out of it represent merely the
most superficial and ineffective scratchingof the surfacc. Onco render accessibletho internal recesses of the
pphero antl it is plain that every human
being misfit be a thousand times a
Monte Cristo. Surely, the problem presentsno insuperable obstacle to that
most ingenious of animals, man, who
may be said already to have all but reducednature herself to subjection.

WHAT C.KOJ.OC.I8TS THINK.

Geologists are agreed that the interior
of the earth is largely composed of
metals. Whereas tho surface matter of
the nlanet weighs only about two and
one-naif times as much as water, it is
known as a fact that toward the center
the average weight ot things is eleven
times that of water. This is due to the
circumstance that while this sublunary
orb was cooling and condensing the
heavier particles sought the middle.
Therefore it h probable that the great
mass of the sphere is iron. But there
are other metals more heavy than iron,
am. thescwould naturally form an accumulationimmediately about the
center of the globe. Among them uiav
bo mentioned most importantly gold.
Geologist Gilbert of the geological surveysaid the other day that he would
rather exnect to tind a vast accumulationof gold at that point than anywherecl.se, his notion being that such
of the yellow metal as is found on the
surface of the earth is only an accidentaldetritus. However there are two
or three substances known even more
weighty than gold, ami one of them is
platinum, which has doubled in market
value within the last year or two, owing
to the increased cost of production.

.NOT UNREASONA BLK.

So it is not unreasonable that certain
members of Congress and other persons
of keen judgment should consider the
advisability of boring a hole in the
earth for the purpose of extracting
some of its metallic contents. For scientificpurposes a pit has recently teen
sunk at Speling, Germany, to the dentil
of a mi'e. Unfortunately, water has
been struck, and no results which add
very materiallv to human knowledge
have thus far been obtained. Another
well has beenxlriven at Wheeling, \V.
Va., as far down as three-quarters of a
mile. It is dry, and the boring process
is proceeding at the rate of about ten
feet a dav.. The management will be
disgusted if oil or something is not
struck before the hole conies oilt at the
antipodes and somebody tumbles into it
ut.the other end. All that has been
learned from those works up to date is
that the heat of the globe increases one

degree for every eighty feet in depth.
NO COMMERCIAL JIESUI.TS.

Xo really scientific person has been
so foolish as to imagine that possible
results, commercially speaking, could
be secured without dipging much furtherthan this. Estimate is made that
at twenty inilcs from the surface of the
earth every known substance.metals,
rocks and all.becomes fused and
liquid. Once let this point bo reached
and naturally whatever is below must
spout up of its own accord, without
expense of mining. Jnunediatelv the
price of metals in the market would be
reduced to little or nothing, and a new
age would dawn upon civilization. It
has been suggested that such an artificial

ART AND SCIENCE.
Some of the most prominent iron

founder* lire introducing a new ami
simple practice in ortler to secure
stronger castings, the inethoil in questionconsisting in placing thin sheets of
wrought iron in tho centre of the mold
previous to the operation of casting.
This method was first reported to, it uppears,In the casting of thin plates for
the o\\'ns of cooking stoves, it being
found that a sheet of thin iron in tho
centre of a quarter-inch oven plate renderedit practically unbreakablo by lire.
