
THE FLEMING FAMILY
Holds a National Reunion ofMomboraat Fairmont.

OVERJONE THOUSAND PARTICIPATE
And Nearly Half tho Staten in the

Union, Jtepreaented.A History of
tho Family Prepared from Data

Carefully Collected.Four Generation*on tho Ground.A IJnse Ball
Gaino in 'Which JJoth Club* were

Composed of Flemings*.A l'loasant
Event.

ShiJ Corrrtpottftrnce of the InleUlgrnerr.
Fairmont, W. Va., Aug. 10..This has

been a great day in Fairmont, and the
like of the scenes that have been witnewed was never before equaled perhaps
in West Virginia. Tho occasion was the
annuul reunion of the Fleming family
of the United .States, and it brought togetherhundreds of representatives of
the family from all parts of the Union.
Delegates Mere present from twentyfiveStates to the number of more than

a thousand, tho largest delegation being
from Indiana, and arriving on a special
train of five cars this morning. This delegationalone numbered about three hundredneople, and was received at the
depot by an enormous crowd of waiting
relatives and citizens headed by the Lccustavenue band.

Delegations from other States had arrivedlast night and yesterday, and the
streets of Fairmontjwere already literallycrowded with visitors.' The arrival
of the Indiana contingent completed
the assemblage and the festivities of tho
day commenced without further delay.
Tho scene in the town was remarkable
in tuany respects. Tho crowds of Strang*
crs wearing handsome badges imtdo for
the occasion suggested the idea of a

general holiday occasion.
Everybody was in gala attire, and

everybody's name seemed to be Fleming.One had but to call the name ot
Fleming on the street to witness liearlv
everybody in hearing distance turn Ins
bead and "acknowledge the salutation.
It would occupy too much space to
name all the prominent members of the
family who are here from different portions'ofthe Union, or to trace in anythinglike a satisfactory manner the relationshipsthat exist between tiiom, as

they represent so many different
branches of the original family.

PltOM IN EST FLF.MIKGS.
Among those most prominent in the

immense crowd that was congregated in
N the grand stand on the Fair Ground

this afternoon at the formal opening of
the reunion proper, were: Governor
Fleming, of this State; Hon. Thomas
W. Flemiug, Mayor of Fairmont; lion.
P. 8. Fleming, of Shinnston, and many
other representatives of the West Vir*giniabranches, who are prominent in
public and social life. From other

hundred representatives of the Indiana
branch of the family; Dr. A. 0. Pitcher,
of Iowa, and a number of other Iowa
representatives; members from Kentucky,Pennsylvania, New Jersey, Maryland,Illinois, and many other .States.
The family now has a complete chain

to the seventh generation from William
Fleming, who was born early in the
eighteenth century. The seventh generationwas represented in the stand by
several children ranging from three or
four vears of aao down to a very few
months. The Indiana special was delayedsomewhat and did not arrive until
after ten o'clock, und it was almost noon
before the great crowd followed the
Avenue banu to the fair ground, whero
the reunion was to occur. The grand
stand at the fair ground was packed
with the hundreds of the delegates from
from all parts of the country, a large
proportion of whom were ladies. A
glance over the throng revealed at a
glance the fact that it was a thoroughly
representative gathering. tlieir appearanceindicating every walk of life.
The lawyer, the merchant, the

teacher, tho*journalist, the laborer, the
man of aftlnence ami the one in moderatecircumstances, though all showiutf
evidences of prosperity ; the natriarch
bent with ace and the child of the
younjicsf generation; more than a
thousand of them, all of one family and
one blood, gathered from all sections of
the country to exchange greetings,
trace kinship, compare notes as to

family history and to form ties of
friendship such as should properly existamong those whose blood and name
are the same. It was a scene grand to
me, who took into consideration its
significance.

GOVERNOR AND MAYOR FLEMING.
No formal programme was observed.

After music by the hand, Hon. Thomas
W. Flemimr, Mayor of Fairmont, from
u stand in the centre of the grand stand,
delivered a brief address of welcome to
hi? kinA-folk on behalf of the citizens of
Fairmont in general ami on behalf of
their relatives in ami about Fairmont in
particular. Mayor Fleming sustained
his double capacity of a welcoming
mayor and the chosen speaker for those
whose name ho is prowl to bear, in
splendid stvle. Ho spoke feelingly tho
words whfch were evidently straight
from the heart, and gavo the guests of
the occasion a genuine old-fashioned
Virginia welcome. At the conclusion
ho introduced Governor Fleming, who
in a few brief words heartily welcomed
tho citizens of other .States, and read
several letters of regret from distinguishedmembers of the Fleming family
who wore unable to be present. Among
thorn was a cordial letter from Hon.
Frank Fleming, Governor of Florida.
The most interesting letter was from
the aged Archibald Fleming, of Urbana,
Ohio, and as it contains some valuable
historical imorraauon, x give u as 101lou'd:

"Uriiaxa, Ohio, Aug. 7,1801.
"Mv DEAR FRIENDS AND HKI.ATlONf*:.I

sincerely regret that 1 am not permitted
to meet with you and mingle in vour

society nt the" grand reunion at Fairmont,theplace of mv birth and the
home of my childhood, as many pleasinsassociations cluster nroijnd the
place. These, however, are partially
shadowed bvsad remembrances brought
about by the flight of time. I find that
age and infirmities are stealthilv creepingon me, and I think it prudent not
to venture too far irom home. I trace
the nnme Fleming as far back as the
eleventh century. It is said that Williamthe Conqueror, Kingof Normandy,
invaded England with a powerful army
composed principally of Flemings, inhabitantsof Flanders, and that his wife
was a Flemish princes*. In 181ft I visitedthe home of William Fleming, of
Itoss countv, Ohio, who gave mo his
version of the drigiri of the name. He
sard that in Scotland there was a place
called the Flaming-way, and that a

strange family settled near the placo

and were called bv common consent
tin* Flemings, and they finally adupicd
the name,

''There is scarcely any doubt but that

Scotland was the home of our ancestors.
In cominp to this country the lirst settlementwas made in the State of Delaware.Old Uncle iienaith remained in
that State, while itis brothers, Matthew,Nathan, lioozand Benoniu, came
to the State of Virginia. One of the
sisters married a Mr. Thorp, ami their
son John served two terms as Governor
of Delaware. Mattnew married June
Frame and Nathan married a Miss l(»n>*
sum. One of the Frames became a distinguishedlawyer and (statesman. 1
saw old Uncle Jienonai in 1810. Though
then old, he was a fine specimen of
physical manhood. It has been titty
years since I visited him at Middleton
aim speiu aix weens hi me moai, uuppy
manner. The friendship ami hospitalitymanifested made such an impres-1
sion that time has never obliterated it
I suppose that among all tho-»e loved
ones there are but two who live to rememberme; Cousins Joseph and
llarrv. I love to cherish the memory
of Uncle Archibald and family^Captain
Matt ami the three Johns, the two
Uenjamins, Allison, .Marshall, Henry,
Albert, Shore ami many others. 1 feel
inspired by the light of hope that as
one by one passes away they go to join
those that have passed on before, where
after while we shall have a grand reunioniu the Paradise of God that shall
never end.

where fully one thousand of them did
justice to a royal banquet made up of
the good things from the. splendidly
kept Fleming farms in the vicinity of
Fairmont. The afternoon was spent in
social enjoyment of a nature nuch as

only those who have participated lit a

family reunion oil a large scale can appreciate.
THE FLEMINGS WON*.

Various amusements .were indulged
in by the younger Flemings. One strikingfeaturo was a game of base ball betweentwo nines, composed entirely of
men of the family. It is unnecessary
to state that the Flemings won the game.
The only casualty was a severe injuryreceived*by Mr. Hale Fleming, the wellknownFast Liverpool, Ohio, druggist,
lie tried to catch a ball on the tips of
Ills fingers and the result is at least one
broken digit and several others badly
lacerated. Uno of the most interesting
features of the day was the display of a

complete record of the Kerning family.
The immense chart hung in a conspicuouspart of the amphitheatre and was
surrounded by crowds all day studying
their genealogy. It is one of the most
complete family charts I ever saw. It is
the work of Mrs. Annie Sweeney Fleming,well known to Wheeling people.
She is the charming wife of Mayor
Fleming, and the record is the result of
about live years of patient untiring researchby her of the family records for
the past two hundred years. Jt containsnearly seven hundred names of
the family,with their genealogy trained
back to the founder of the family in
America, William Fleming, of Delaware,
nnd represents an immense amount of
careful work on the part of Mrs. Fleming,who has taken an enthusiastic interestin the matter and in all that has
contributed to the success of the re-

The record traces the family of \VilliamFleming unto the foiirtii generation
and from him all the Flemings in the
United States have descended, lie was
driven from Scotland to the North of
Ireland by religious persecution and
with three brother* emigrated to
America early in the eighteenth century,settling" in Delaware. There is a
slight discrepancy in some particulars
between this genealogical map and the
historical sketch which 1 append to
this dispatch for I secured ii from a
different source.
Mrs. Fleming assures me that her rer

cord is authentic, and all those who have
studied the family history agree with
her. Lithographic copies of the record
will be made. The following sketch
will be of interest to the Fleming family
and their tKousands of friends, among
the Ixtbllioexcer's readers, as it is correctiu the main.

The followim: otlicerswere elected: Capt. T. A. Fleming,
Fairmont, West Virginia, president;
Mr. Harrington, of Delaware,
George K. Fleming, of Indiana,
Miss Amanda Fleming, of Fairmont,
vice president; Mrs. Cynthia Fleming,
of Delaware county, Indiana, correspondingsecretary; U. S. Fleming, of
Buchanan, recording secretary; AndrewJ. Fleming, of Indiana, treasurer,
and an executive committco composed
of one member from each State. A
historical committee was appinted consistingof Mrs. Anna Sweeney Fleming,
of West Virginia; Mrs. Cynthia Fleni-
ing, of Indiana, and'Win.' 1). Thorp, of
Delaware.
The permanent officers were empow-1

ered to select the place of the next
meeting. The local, committee here as
well as the visitors are loud in their
praises of Mr. Thomas liough, propriet-1
or of the Fair Grounds',for his action in
contributing to the success of to-day's
afTair. At considerable expense he preparedthe grounds, placing them in
magnificent condition. The Flemings
feel thattliey owe nun a (loot ot gratitudoand have asked tho Intem.UiENcko
to make public their appreciation.

IHSTOmCA!. NKETOJ.

Tho Floming family, tho national reunionof which was held to-day, is one

of the most numerous in tho United
States. The American branch of it is
directly related to tho ancient Scotch-1
Irish family bearing that name, and is
descended from four brothers who immigratedfrom Ireland in 1080 (211
years ago) and took up land under
NVillinra Penn in what is now Kent:
coutitv, Delaware. The private records
of the family are few and limited. No
one at the time of the Hrst settlement
took any account of passing events for
the benefit of generations to come, and
the only soureo left from which can be
gained anything like a reliable history
of the<e ancestors of the Flemings',
which have since become so numerous
in Delaware, Pennsylvania, Virginia,
Indiana ana oiner esieru ana i*ouiui»rnStates, are the public records of
survevs, deed* and wills to \te found on
record in the respective offices at Dover
and for Kent county in Delaware.

It there appears that the first emigrantsby tho name of Fleming were in
lttot), as above mentioned* The land on
which they nettled was in what U now
known as Mispillion Hundred, Kent
county, and embraced a tract of country
three'")ilea square. The four families

settled neat tojwther, p> >bably for selfprotection,ami to be near and to asmst
each other.
They were all, ai far a« known, of the

Presbyterian faifeli, ami were anion#
those dissentera from the church of
England who sought freedom from persecutionby emigration to the new
world. Of this there can bo little
doubt, though the ovidenco id circumstantial.

* FAMILY ItnCOItDS.
As above remarked, the county recordsin Delaware furnish the only

reliablo data of a historical nature.
Though tradition tells of the fact that
the four brothers mentinne settled in
Kent countv and founded the great

they cultivated large estates aud grow
wealthy, Ac., it in not until 17ol« miny
years after their lauding that, tho lirat
uuthentic roconl appears oil the court
books, in the shape of tho will of Robert
Fleming, who die 1 in that year. He
left to survive him a widow, Alice
Fleming and several children. Among
other things he gave liobert Fleming,a
son of Alexander Fleming, ISO acres of
land. This was probably his nephew
and godson. He also left David, a Hon
of John Floming, another brother, a
farm of 180 acres.

four original brothers, George Fleming,
who died May 2">, 17ofl. lie left his
widow, IClizabeth. and four children a

large lauded estate. Two of Georjje
Fleming's children were daughters. One
of them, Martha, married John Cox,
and tho othftr married Alexander King,
and from them have descended Home of
the numerous branches of the Cox and
King families in Delaware and Pennsylvania.These daughters and their
descendants lived and died in tho old
Fleming liomustead in Delaware, which
is still standing occupied by lineal descendantsof the original Flemings.
Of this landed estate, tho present

Delaware railroad rum through a portion.Upon it is built the town of
Farinington which is named after Farmingtou.West Virginia, a village situated
near Fairmont, West Virginia, which
latter town w is foil titled by members of
the Fleming family who emigrated from
Delaware, as hereafter shown. A quarterof a mile east of Farinington, Delaware,is the old Flemingburyingground
where the remains of the early Flemingsare resting.

Fleming, jr., died June 7, 1784. He left
a wiilow, Ann, and five Hons to survive
hiin, from some of whom have descendedthe Flemings in West Virginia and
other western localities, and whose
name is* legion. The names of these
live sons were Nathan. Boiz, ltenaiah
and Bunoni,-sons hv William, junior's,
first wife, Jane Frame, and Thomas
Fleming, a Hon by his second wife, Ann
Hudson. Henuiah remained in tho old
homestead, hut the others emigrated to
Western Virginia, settling in tho vicinityof Fairmont. They liked tho country,and in Docember, 180S, they returnedto Delaware and Hold their interestin their father's estato to IJonainh.
The latter lived till 1845, and, dying, left
a will lo.iviir* the homestead" to his
sons. On their deaths it passed into
the hands of Henjamin II. Thorn, husbandof Mary K. daughter of Nathan
Fleming. The Thorps are also one of
the oldest and best families of Delaware,anil, like the Flemings with
whom thov are connected, have furnishedto tho State many distinguished
men, Governor Thorp being one of tho
most distinguished, and connected by
blood ties with the Flemings.

and also moved westward. They were
sous of the Robert Fleming mentioned
above, who died in 1784, and they settledin Ohio, nenr Chillicothe, and their
descendants are now scattered throughoutOhio and the West. Other membersof the Delaware family moved to
Maryland and their descendants arc
numerous in that State, the original
Fleming settlement being in the vicinityof Vienna.
From the four sons who aottled about

Fairmont in West Virginia the boats of
the people in that section of the State
by the name have descended. The
four branched of the family have greatly
multiplied. As the generations have
come and gone the blood relationship
between the branches has become
'further removed, until now intermarriageshave hoeomo common. The
estates of the brot hers arc in some cases
still in the hands of their dascendants.

Fairmont's origin.

Upon the farm of Boaz Flotning, one

of the four who came from Delaware,
wna l.n51» fita fftwn ri( Voirmnnf nnn nf
tho most prosperous places in West Virginin, and the centre of the coal and
coke operations of Northern West Virginia.It is known as the Conuellsville
of the Upper Monongahela eoko region.
Until a few years ago the old log house
of lJoaz Fleming stood almost in the
centre of Jhc town. Tho descendants
of tho four brothers are among the
leading citizens of Marion county.
From one of the branches comes tho
present Governor of West Virginia;
from another tho present mavor of the
town, Hon. Tlios. \V. Fleming; from
another tteneral U. K. Fleming, whose
distinguished services during the war
won him honor. Captain T. A. Fleming,another veteran, who is well known
in it. A. K. circles, is at present justice
of the peace, while all the lending membersof the various brandies of the
family are prosperous and prominent
citizens, who stand high-socially and iu
business circles, while many are well
known in politics. Most of the Flemingsin this .State are l'opublican*, the
Governor being ono of the few Democratsof the name.
The family name is even more numerousin (Indiana than it u here. They

are also numerous in the Southern
Mates, having drifted there from variousparts of the North, Governor Fleming,of Florida, bein* a runresuntAtivn
