1'auldiko, Ohio, Aug. 27..Senator

John Sherman, of Ohio, than, whom
there is no more authorativo person in
the United States, so far as finance is
concerned, made his first speech in the
McKinlcy-Cantpbell campaign to-day.

It rained in the morning, but no such
little matter as that could keep Pauldingcounty's intelligent people from
hearing what the great financier had to

say.
Jt was by a crowd of 0,000 people that

he was greeted when he rose on a coveredplatform, decorated with flags and
bunting, and upon which sat nearly a

hundred of the notable business men,
farmers and public spirited men of this
county. His movement to the front of
the platform was the signal for a burst
of applause that lasted fully five minutes.The old man hardly knew whether
to wit down and wait for the audience
to quit or to stand and bow.
Senator Sherman is not an orator, and

he knows it, and never attempts to say
anything flowery. He has a head full of
solid, business-like facts which he can
put in the most logical form, and,which
given out in his plain, almost convcrsationnltone, carry great weight with
them.

It was three o'clock when he began
to Hpeak und he talked nearly two
hours. In the evening, after dinner at
tlie Thompson house, he was tendered
a reception which was attended by peopleof all parties, the business-man clementpredominating.

It was the universal verdict that his
clear exposition of the silver question
did himself and Major McKinley untold
good. s

purt of the political canvas in Ohio in
the county of Paulding. I nm fully advisedof your resources and your remarkablegrowth within the past ten
years. Your population has nearly
doubled during that period, showing "a
larger percentage of increase than any
other county in Ohio. You now have
ii representative in the Legislature all
to yourselves.

It has been said by many persons of
both political parties that this is to be
a campaign ot education. 1 !>elieve it
ought to be so, for the leading questionsinvolved are purely business questionsaffecting muterial* interests commonto men alike of all parties.
Upon two great measures of public

policy the Republican and Democratic
parties have made a formal and distinct
issue, and these are to be submitted to
the people of Ohio In November, and
your decision will have a marked effect
upon miblic opinion throughout the
Unite*l States. One is whether the
holder of silver bullion may deposit it
in tho treasury of the United States and
demand and receive for it one dollar of
coined money for every 371 grains of
line silver deposited. The market value
of so much silver bullion is now about

The other
question is whether the policy of taxing
imported gdods by the government of
the United States embodied in onr existingtariff lav known as the McKinley
tariff is a wise public policy or whether
it should be superceded by what is
called a tariff for revenue only as embodiedin what is known as the Mills
bill, which passed the House of Representativesin 1883 and was rejected by
the Senate.

Now, you all know that the money in
circulation in the United States.all of
it.is good, as good as gold. It will
pass everywhere aud buy as much as
the same amount of uny other money
in the world. Our money is of many
kinds.gold, silver, nickel and copper
are all coined into money. Then we
have United States notes,or greenbacks,
gold certificates, silver certificates,
treasury notes and national bank notes.
JJut the' virtue of ull those many kiuds
of money is that they are all good. A
dollar o? one is as good as a dollar ot
any other kind. All are as good as gold.
Hut, and here comes the first difliculty,
the silver in the silver dollar is not
worth as much as the gold in tho gold
dollar. The nickel in that coin is worth
but a small part of five cents' worth of
silver. And the copper in the cent is
not worth one-fifth of the nickc'in a
live cent piece.
Tho reason of all this is that tho

United Slates limits the amount of all
the coins to be issued except gold,
which, being the most valuable, is
coined without limit. If coinage of all

incse melius were iruo, uiui uuy iiuiuit

of coppor, nickel, silver or gold could
carrv it to the mint to ho coined, we
would have no money but copper anil
nickel, because they are the cheaper
metals, worth less than ono-fourth of
what, as coin, they purport to be. For
the same reason, if the coinage of silver
was free at the ratio of sixteen of silver
to one of gold, no gold would he coined,
because sixteen ounces of silver are not
worth one ounce of gold. A holder of
boih silver and gold would take his
silver to the mint and pet a dollar for
every :>7l grains. He Would hell his
gold in the market or export it ami get
25 per cent, more dollars lor gold than
lie could mint. As a matter of course
lie would not take his gold to the mint.

BKPURLICAN DECLARATIONS.

The Republican party declares that:
"Thoroughly believing that gold and

silver should form the basis of all cir-
diluting medium, wo ondorsn the
amended coinage act of the last RepublicanCongress, by which the entire
production of the silver mines of the
united States is added to the currency
of the people."
This act was passed by a Republican

Congress and was voted for by every
Republican member and Senator, includingevery one from the .States producingsilver bullion.
Wo were not legislating for gold nor for

silver, Both are essential tor use as

money. Wo wanted to frame the law
so that both could be ueod as money.
The bill declare* "the establishedpolicyof the United States to maintain tfietwo
metals on a parity with each other upon
the preseut legal rutio, or such ratio as

piay bo provi<Je4 by Uwt" U wf h&d

provided that all silver brought to the
mint should be coined into dollar*, no

gold would be coined, for an ounct> of
gold in worth more than sixteen ounces
of nilver. (void would cease to he money
and would he hoarded or exported. No
mun would be fool enough to deposit an
ounce of gold for coinage into sixtoon
dollars, when his ounce of gold he could
buy enough silver bullion and have it
coined without cost into twenty dollars.
Therefore, Mr. Stewart was quite right
in saying that free coinoge is impracticable.it is all nonsen.se ami men were
dishonest who wanted it. To avoid this
and to keep both gold and silver as

money we provided that the United
State** should buy silver at its market
value ami coin it only as the people
needed it.
Under this law the United States is

now purchasing monthly?noretftnn the
entire product'of silver bullion in the
United States, and all this bullion is

silver coin or le^al-tender treasury
notes of the United States. Wo expendedunder (hid net in tlie purchase
of wilver bullion prior to August 1 of
this year, $55,11)1,821, and issued that
amount of treasury notes which are
now in circulation.

3IAHKET VALUE ONLY.
'The one distinctive, striking feature of

this law is that the^yuitcd States will
not pay for silver bullion more than its
market value. And why should we?
What is there about hilver bullion tliut
distinguishes it from any other product
of industry that the government needs?
When the government needs food and
clothing (or the army and navy it pays
only the market price to the farmer and
manufacturer. The value of silver producedis insignificant compared with
the value of any of the articles produced
by the farther, the miner and the manufacturer.Nearly all the silver producedin tho United is by rich
corporations 'ih a fi»w new' States, and
its production at market price is far
more profitable than any crop of the
farmer, and yet it is the demand of the

troducer of silver bullion that the
nited States should pay him 25 nor r

cent inoro than its market value. That i
lies at the foundation of the dillerence ,
between the Kupublican and Demo- j
cratic parties. .

What is the Democratic, position? I
will read it precisely us siaieu m uivir
Ohio platform.
"Wo denounce the demonetization of |silver in 187.'! by the party then in

power as an iniquitous alteration of the
money standard in favor of creditors
and against debtors, taxpayers and producers,and which, by shutting oil' one
of the sources of giipplv of primary
money, operates continually to increase
the value of gold, depress prices, hamperindustry and disparage enterprise,
and we demand the re-instatement of
the constitutional standard of both
gold and silver, with the equal right of
each to free and unlimited coinage."
The act of 187tf was the act of all

parties. It was voted for by Republicansand Democrats after full consideration.It substituted the trade dollar
for the old silver dollar which had not
been coined for thirty years. This was
done at the request of the Legislature
of Califarnia and on motion of its Senators.The silver dollar was then worth
more than tho gold dollar, for the productionof gold was then greater than
the production of silver. The silver
dollar had been ctl'eetuallv demonetized
i .1 » _* « o:u 1 I i» ^
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erotic Congress, which substituted for
the silver dollar the fractional silver
coins with which we are familiar.
Neither gold nor silver was in circula|tioti in 18/3, hut only greenbacks and
fractional notes. In 1875 the Republicanparty, by a party vote, provided for
the resumption ot specie payments,
llret by substituting silver coin for the
fractional notes, and on January 1,187!),
"by the redemption of greenbacks in
gold and silver when demanded.

The question then came beforo Congresswhether the United States, then,

as now, in favor of the use of both met,als for money, should buy silver bullion
for coinage a'tita market value and cover
the apparent profit into the Treasury
for the common benefit of the people or ;

the ratio adopted fifty yeans ago, thus
giving to the producer of silver more ,
than its market value. This was the {

TO BEAR THE WORLDS LOAD. (

amounts of silver from all parts of the
world. If that is the effect of limited
purchases at $1 aa ounce, the market

AX INCONSISTENCY.
Cut it is suid if we adopt the silver

standard we will get more money for
)ur labor and productions. All experienceproves that labor and the produciensof the farm are lust to advance in
price. Even if, after a long struggle,
tvages and wheat should advance us
diver falls, what benefit does the farmer
>r laborer get? None whatever, lie
ivill get more dollars with less purchasingpower. Silver dollars worth 77
jonts in gold will buy no more food ami
lothing than 77 cents of our money
low. The capitalist and speculator can
rotect themselves from.loss by stipulatingfor gold payments. This is almostuniversally done now in California
und other silver countries and is generallydone in all railroad and other
securities running for a longtime. The
jwner of land and other property can
ulvance his price as the silver* falls.
