committee last Sight Commissioners
Jcpson, Dobbins,"-and Hughes, of the
Main street bridge? loan, turned over to
the cominitteo tho bonds remaining
unsold oi the lirstissue at -U per cent.,
and they were burned.
Tlio request of tlio Water Beard that

it lie relieved of the payment of interest
on city bunds for six years, tho revenue
heretofore diverted to that purposo to
bo used in purchasing now pumpingmachinery, then camo up and was dis¬
cussed at some length. It was soon
learned that the present Council could
not legally release the board from pay¬ment of interest for more than tho one
year of its remaining existence, but it
was the general opinion that if tho re¬lease was agreed to for ono year, suc¬
ceeding Councils would be compelled to
protect theirboards and appropriate tho
revenues toward paying for machinerycontracted ior.
The committee finally resolved to

recommend to Council that tho Boardbe released from tho pavmcnt of inter¬
est on city bonds, and authorized to
contract for needed machinery, provid¬ed that this machinery could bo paidior out of the revenues of the Boardheretofore used in paving interest onother city liabilities, If this action isconfirmed by Council it is understoodthat the machinery will bo bought at
once.

Yesterday the annuai election of offi¬
cers was held, with the following re¬
sults: Rev. Ivan Dietrich, President;
Rev. Paul Zicgelnieyer, Secretary, and
Rev. Carl Mildner, Treasurer.
The report of tho treasurer of tho

Conference paper, Monalsbolc, which is
published at Reading, Pa., was submit¬
ted and read by tho secretary. Tho re¬
port showed that the paper had been
nighly prosperous during the past Con¬
ference year.
The secretary read the report of

tho Home Missionary Society. Tho
society's work for tho year had been
considerably beyond that of any other
year in the socioty's history. Tho socie¬
ty disposed of about $3,000 during tho
year, and it is believed that tho collec¬
tions will exceed that amount verylargely the coming year.

THE REAL HISTORY
Of Henry Floorehoim'n Ooal Con¬

tract anil his Aatlon

IN GRANTING THE ADVANCE ASKED
III tho Wiigrn of IiIn Men.An Attempt
to Mako u Sonnatlon out of a Very
l'lnlu l)u*ihcs3 Arrangement.'Tho
Giih Hoard's Contract Iuih not Varied
In ten Years except as to ltntcn.

In ycsteiday's Pittsburgh Dispatch ap¬
peared a story which is of ho much local
interest in Wheeling that it iB repub¬
lished in full. The Ditpatch says:
A sensational featuro developed .iii\tho miners' strike vestorday, which in¬

volves tlio contract of the WheelingCity Gas Hoard. Ah previously stated
in tho Dimitch, Henry Floersheim, of
Findleyvillo, granted tho advance to
his men. This put the oporators on
tho run after him. lie was taken into
a meeting of operators tho latter part, of
tho week, wliero an agreement was
made with him to tho oll'cct that if ho
withdrew liis consent to pay the K>
rents additional for mining, tho re¬
main intr operators who wore workingunder tho 74-cent arrangement would
see that ho did not "got stuck" on his
big Wheeling contract.
Mr. Floershoim agreed to this at first

and notified his men that on Monday of
this week they might expect to goback at 70 cents. In tho moantimo
tho numbor of mines that were in
operation grow woefully small in tho
eves of Mr. Floersheim and he grew*fearful that tho other operators could
not keep their olcdgo with him. Ho
had about, macto up his mind to con¬
tinue paying 02 cents and run the
chance of losing a little money on tho
Wheeling contract when ho reccivod a
letter from tho Secretary of tho Wheol-
ing City Gas Board, which read:
"Wo want your coal and will have 110

other. If you are compelled to pay the
advance, pay it by all means and wo
will reimburse you."This settled it eo far as tho agreementbetween Mr. Floersheim and tho other
local operators were concerned, and his
mines havo been in continuous opera¬tion ever since the strike connneneod.
Mr. Floersheim is In good spirits, and

does not seom to care much how longtho strike continues, because ho sayshe is repaying some of tho operatorswho endeavored to take the Wheojingcontract away from him this year. This,lie says, was dono in tho following man¬
ner: When the Gas Board of Wheelingawarded*tho contract thcro was acom-
'bination formed among tho operators
to havo the price on this as well as on
similar contracts fixed at about the
samo as last year, or perhaps a shade
higher.
Mr. Floersheim refused to go into tho

compact, and succeeded in carrying otf
the prize at his bid of $1 31, as against$1 -Jo per ton last year. Thoro is natur¬
ally a good deal of disgust, he 6avs,
among those who were trying to manip¬ulate the market so as to tako tho largo
contract from him. But he proposesto run his mines and pay the advances,because, lie says, they can pay 02 cents
without losing" very much money, and
futuro contracts can be made accord¬
ingly.J.'Morton Ilall was asked about the
alleped combination of operators, and
he denied that any compact had ever
been entered into. He said: "That
Floersheim matter is entiroly foreign to
the present case. I take notice that Mr.
Floersheim has not told how he got tho
Wheeling contract, and if the Gas Board
of that city is to pay tho advance for
him I cannot see how they are ahead on
having a lower contract than last year.It has only been made about threo
weeks. I .-aides, Mr. Floersheim ha.s
done the naaie kind of business himself.
There i* no change in the situation, and
the operators are still willing to stand
bv the agreement."'Stories appeared in other Pittsbuagh
papers so similar to this that it was
ovidentthe inspiration of all came from
the same source. In the licyuter yester¬day also appeared a card from Fairmont
asfcing why the Wheelinc gas board
had let theVontract to Floraheim when
another company hadoflbred to furnish
as good coal at a less price, and inti¬
mating that the provision allowing for
an increase of wages was something un¬
heard of.
An Intklligenckr reporter yesterdaycalled at tho gas office and asked Secre¬

tary Franzheim: "Will you tell mo
about tho coal contract .with IlonryFloersheim ?"
"I prefer io let the documents tell

it," said Mr. Franzheim. He Showed,
first, three bids, llenrv Floersheim
otFered to furnish coal at $1 34 a ton 011
the terms and conditions of last year's
contract. Lewis &. Hazlett, represent¬
ing fivo mines adjoining Flocrshcim's,
ollered to furnish coal at $L 34, subject
to changes in freight rates or wages.Tho Monongah Coal Company bid $1 30,with the same conditions.
The contract made with Floersheim is

a mcro renewal at a lower rate of one
made ten years ago, which has re¬
mained in force by renewals ever since.
When asked why the MonongahCompany's bid was turned down, Mr.

Franzheim said tho board had tested
the coal and preferred Floershcim's.
Last year tho contract price was

$1.4.")* a ton. Tho increaso of wageswill not make the price a cent higher
than that this vear. Tho works uso in
a year about 10,000 tons. |

A MISSING ROY FOUND.
George llutlcr Locked In nn Onthonac,
and When round Is on the Verge of fitnr-
vntlnn.
It seems Btraugo that nn eight-year-

old boy should accitlcxitully bo locked
up and kept u prisoner until nearly
dead from starvation and exposure, and
that within a stone's throw of Ida pa¬
rents' door, but that is what happened
to Georgo Butlor, a colored boy of oight
years, whoso strango disappearance on
Monday evening was mentioned in yes¬terday's lXTKLLIOENCClt.
Georgo is tho adopted son of Alex

Butlor, who lives 011 Morrow street and
is tho janitor of tho Lincoln school
building. Monday evening ho was cent
to tho Fourteenth street spring as he
often waB in tho evening. Ho did not
return, and his parouto were much dis¬
tressed. Tho polico were notified and
an advertisement was inserted in tho
papers. Nothing was heard of him,however, until yesterday afternoon,
when a mombor of tho family of Georgo
MeMechon, tho next neighbor'of Mr.
Butlor, happened to go to an abandoned
outhouse in tho yard and open the door,
which was eocured by a spring lock.
Tho boy was found inside, epcechlessfrom exhaustion arid hunger.

IIo had gono into tho place Monday
evening and pulled tho door shut, ef¬
fectually imprisoning himself. Failing
to make anybodv hear, he had remain¬
ed thoro through two cold nights and
almost two days. Ho was haggard and
weak and it required a phvaicion's ser¬
vices to bring him round, i.ast eveningI10 was roported all right.
