Dealers say that the dressed birds will

not bring over fonrteen cents a pound

on that festal lay,

That which always comes to mind,
when turkey is spoken of, eranberry
sanee, may  take a notion to climb the
lwider of higher prices before that day
arrives.  The berries are now out of the
hands of the grovers, and in the firm
o r of the kind of men who will not
let them zo, unlese they zet a good pirice,
The growerssell when they want money ;
but those fellows can afford to hold on
to a rood thing, until it gets still better,
i there isany chance to raise the price
of cranberries this seazon, they  will
surely take advantage of it; the  erop,
however, is o large, that an exception-
ally heavy demand u-t ari !u»!‘ure
the cost of adish of sauveeis likely to
Le much enhanced.  Chestnuts und
oysters are so cheap that a very large
fowl can be stuffed ab o very moderate
cost.

There is plenty of fruit now being sold,
and :lptplca.pu::irs:md grapes are still held
at moderate prices.  Pears mounted a
little ligher the past weel, and as they
cannot be expected to Just over three
weeks at the utmost, the cost will most
likely keep on poing np, until the sup-
ply ceases entirely, Florida aranges are
coming in in quantities, but the quality
is not of the best, the fruit being pretty
sOr,

But even if fruit shonld become more
expensive, ¢prs o up beyvond reach, and
tho turkey gobble for higher prices, the
staplefood, andone thateverybody must
have—bread, will not likely advance,
The flonr markes is dull. Wlheat has
dropped from one dollar down to ninety-
live cents a bushel, and with the magni-
ficent erops all over the country, there
is small probability of the barrel of
flour becoming any dearer.
