Me, Springer's fertile brain has evolv-
ed a beautiful proposition. It is mani-
fest.to him that, -unless his own men
break, neither Mills nor Crisp will ever
riso above the 104 votes alluded to above,
Mr. Drvan, of Nebraskn, nssurcd Mr,
Sprinper te-duy that the latter’s wen
would not desert the Hpringer boom,
evensif o himeelf left it

e Illiveols candidate iz therefore
working out to-night a plan. o hoves
first to recall to himselt the six Illinois
voles that deserted him for Mills with
the understanding that hig'will also_ ob.

A DEADLOCK BURE,

To-night, after the various hoadquar-
ters have been eanvassed, and the views
of ull the interested parties contrasted,
there remnaing but ono conclusion, nud
that iy that it may bo days, rather than
hours, before tho Democrats will bo
able to select the presiding oflicer of the
houso of representatives for the con-
pgress which is to assemble to-morrow,
The foundation for this ceneral and
reusonnblo opinion is thot the jssue has
become so momentous, involving such
broml politieal consideration, that mere
sido igsuns and deals for minor oflices
are not to be pgrmitted to detormine
tho result, The struggle is not the birth
of the last few montha, The ground
work for it was lnid when Speaker Car-
lislo organized the house cight years
ago.

AN EXCLUSIVE CLIQUEL

In the beginning he surrounded him-
self with advisers and started on o line
of policy in legislation that was sus-
tained throughout the six years during
which he presided over the house, 1t
camo to be understood that n coterie oi
advisera who were looked upon as the
confidentinl nssociates of Speaker Car-
lislo resumed tho praetical direction of
legislation and  Democrats of  equal

The open flght was made upon Ran-
dall, with the result well known, AL
the same time “tarill reform” Demo-
eruts not o radieal as Carlizle, Morri-
son, Mills and MeMillan, found that the
freczing proeess had Leen applied to
them,

NOT RADICAL ENOUGH OX FREE TRADE.

Dewoerats like Crisp, of Georgia,
Ontes, of Alabamu, Hateh, of Missouri,
and Outhwaite, of Ohio, found that
their opinions were not particolarly
desired when Carlisle and  his {riends
were arranging alfuivs in the house,
and they discovered that they were
purticularly shut out when the saered
causo of “taritl’ reform” was being pro-
moted.  Crisp was put_in charge of the
election committee; Oates was given
the chairmanship of the judiciary com-
mittee; Ilatch the committeo on agri-
culture, and Outhwaite the Pacitie rail-
roads commitiee, These were all dmn-
portant positions, but the gentlemen
who had these gpecinltica designed to
them soon enmo to understand that
Srartil redorm™ was (o be huodied by
an exclusive body.

. IT WAS OPPRESSIVE

Carlisle placed Mills at the head of
the ways and means committee, and
gave pluces on it to McMillen, Breckin-
ridge, of Kontucky, Breekinridge, of
Arkansas, Wilson, .of Weet Virzinin,
and Bynum, of Indiana. Turner, of
Georgia, also had a pluce, and Willinm
L. Beott was provided for similarly when
he'established himself gz a *tarill re-
former” of the Carlisle-Mills-Cleveland
birand.  The combination soon becane
known about the honse ag the ways and
means eligue. It controlled evervthing
and shaped evervthing while Carlisle
was speslier, - This sort of a thing was
oppressive to the men who found them-
selves practienlly exeluded from partici-
pation, except to the extent of voting,
on the issne of taritf refori.

FACTIONAL PEELING,

It bred a feeling that would have re-
sulted in an open revolt had the Demo-
crats clected a majority of the members
of tie Filty-first Congress. Cuwrlisle
would have again been a eandidate for
speaker, and nothing could have pre-
vented o strong fight being made aguinst
him. As it was, the Republieans or-
ganized the house, and Mr. Carlisio re-
ceived the empty honor of a renomina-
tion by his party when it would have
been foolish for those who did not en-
dorge him to oppoze him. The whirli-
iz of politi vo the present house to
the Demoerats,  In the meantime Car-
lisle hat been elected to the senato
and Mr, Mlls enme up ng the natural
suceessor of Carlisle wnd elaimed the
honor on the platiorm of “the logic of
the situation,” whatever that may
mean, L

o even denied the propriety of any
other Democrat opposing lim, Toa
new wember who approachoed - him for

thedirst time during the present can- | &

voss o said: “The meanest thing 1
know about the Domocratic party is
that it is making no fight for this
place.”
WILAT MILLS'S ELECTION WOULD MEAN,
As the representative of the old ways
and means “junta”  the prominent

Dewoerats who had been suppressed
for gix years knew that Mills's election
meant a continuation of the supremacy
of the clique. Mills, they knew, wonlil
be more intoleruble than Calisle, nnd
their own interests, ns well as their gelf
respect, demanded that they provent, if
possible, his election. It was for this
reason that they rallied abont Crisp. It
tells plainly \\'h{; the fight is so bitler
aud is likely to be long drawn out.

Wasmyarox, D, C., Dee, 6.—~The cau-
cus yesterduy wausted no thme whatever
in unnecessary speech-making or pre-
liminary ekirmighlng, but procecded
immediately to business, n(Ilcr Judge
Holman had ealled for order and re-
quested all porsons not having the right
to participate in a Domocratic cancus to
retire from the hall. 1t was somewhat
ol n surprige to those nnacquainted with
the programme agreed upon to know
that it had been decided to dispense
with the usual specches putting the can-
didates in nomination, but it was well
this precoution way taken, otherwise it
might nave been necessary to encroach
upan tho Sabbath day.

Thero wers o' features or incedonts
connected with the lirst calling of the
roll except that o fecblo chicer went up
whenever the aeting clork catled the
nuine of 0 member who had beon absent
from Congresa for u term or iwo, or
when the names of the five candidates
were reached,  There was less than the
usual amount of fun-making, ns the feel-
ing had somehow got abroad that the
contest was to bo s determined and
somewhat protracted one.

There wos o little ekirmish at the
outset over the question of whether
gecret or open ballots should b teken,
but as soon as it wns found that a con-
test over this unimportant point was
itminent the friends of the gecret vot-
ing withdrew, and the opeu zoll call
proceeded,

caunens, on motion of Mr, O'Neill, of
Massachusotts, adjourned till 10 o'clock
Monday, Tho motion wns rarrjed
unanimonsly, these in favor of fighting
it heing in"a hopeless minority and
offering no opposition.

" " REED RENOMINATED

Dy the LRepublienans—Yils Enthuslastic e
lropﬁ?n.

Waanaros, I, ¢, Dee, 6,—The Re-
publican members of the house met
last evening in the room of the commi-
tee of the judiciary, They had far less
trouble than the Demoerats in selecting
a speakership candidate, There was
but a gmnall attendance, but it was an
enthusinstic one when ex-Speaker Reed
entered the chamber, 1lis colleagues
groated him with  every moanifostation
of admiration and heartiness.

When o guorum was present the
cancus was called to order by Mr, [en-
derson, of llineis,Mr. D alzell, of Penn-
evlvania, acling ag secretary, Nomi-
nations for the spoakership were imme-
dately in order, and Mr. Burrows, of
Michigan, in presenting the name of
Mr, Reed, said in substance:

Although the Repnblican majority of
the house of representatives was re-
varsed by the election of 1800, it is
gratifying to know that the Republican
party of the country shows no sigas of
retreat. from the advanced position
which it took and  maintained during
the last Congress, and T venture to pre-
iliet that the tiwe is near at hand \\'|1inu
the worle of the Fiity-first Congress
will meet theindorsement and the ap-
proval of the American people.

That Congress revised the fariff in
the interest of protection to Ameriean
industries and labor, Itweregsed the
cnrrunci,' by the full volume of our sil-
ver without the coinage of the depre-
ciated dollur, It pave full measnre to
the survivors of the war for the union
of the country. It prosecuted the work
of rehabilitating the navy and strength-
ened the const defences. It entered
upon the work of building up the mer-
chant marine, It passed o measore
which, had it been enacted into law,
wonld have given to every voter of the
republie tho opportunity of casting his
bullot and baving that Dallot honestly
connted, .

1 hazard nothing in saying that the
legislation of the Vifty-first Congress
hias Licen excelled by no Congress since
thi close of the war, There was no in-
strument more potent in accomplishing
these great results than the spealer o
tite hounse, Drushing away: senseloss
vrecedents of o hundred years—hby
whieh  fuctious mujority resisted and
sometimes tontrolled the legislation of
Congross—with matehless ability and

in the control of the -government, it
may fairly be assumed that the 52nd
congress will take aprofinent place in
the hictory of legislative assemblios,

In view of the conflicting majoritica
in the two branehes it is not probable
that when it has concluded italabors it
will have added to the statutes many
new measures of national importanes,
but beyond doubt many flery lattles
will be waged upon the leading issucs
between the two great partics. |

Thongh this condition of affairs has
not existed in reeent yeurs, it wig not
£0 rare in the stormy years between the
Mexiean and civil wirs, when the con-
flict over the slavery question drew
linea without and within partics tensp
and close. Thus in the Twenty-gixth
Congress the speaker was not elected
fm: cleven days, a chairman meantime
being appointed to administer the rules
of the house. In the Thirty-first Con-
#ress nearly a month elapsed before the
speaker was selected, and this period
of practieal interregnum was prolonged
to two months in the Thirty-fourth and
Thirty-sixth Congrosses.

A FREE SILVER DILL

Caunot P'ass Coilgress Overthe Prostdeut’s
Veto This Yenr,

New Yonk, Dec. 6.—A morning Ho-
publican paper states that on the re-
sponsibility of the Itepublican United
states Senato it is able to announce
that o bill providing for the iree and un-
limited coinage of silver eaunot passthe
52nd congress over the vote of President
Hurricon, The paper affirms that it bigs
maide a poll of the entire Congress and
the result announced above is based on
raplies in writing from 280 members of
the United States senate and house of
representatives whieh mect toanorrow,
The poll has occupied several weeks
time. A summary, sets lorth the reanlt
of the eanvass said to have been made,

Summary: Repabliean senators, 48:

Seventy-Thres Miners Perlsh by o Yire
Damp Expleslon in Fraunce,

Lantg, Dee. 6.—The report of o ter-
rible mining disaster comes from St
Etienne, in the department of Loire,
andd the center of oneof the richest coul
fichls in Fravee, An explosion of fire
damp oceurred at noon to-day in one of
tlo numerous coal pits in that region
and many of the workers were unable
to eseape from the mine,  According to
advices go far received soventy-thirco
men perished,

Later dispulehies give the following
detuils:  The explosion oceurred in the
P'uits de La Manufscture belonging to
the St. Eticnne Colllery company,  Tin-
mediately after the explosion” dense
volumes of evil smelling smoke Issued
fram the mouths of this and a connect-
ing pit,and in a short time relitives
and Iriends of the imprisoned workmen
gathered about the entrances of the pit
amd prepared for the work ot resene,

When the first attempt was made to
resene the imprisoned men the resenors
wers driven back by the foul fumesthat
poured from the shalt, and for nearly
an hour nothing coulld be done to ald
the unfortunate minersin the pit. In
order to disperse the smoke the bucket
was luwurmr and drawn up again rap-
idly a number of times, and at length
the shaft was sulliciently cleared to
ennble the rescuers to ‘deseend in the
enge und begin the work of explora-
tion,

They succeeded in  resening eight
The seeond party of
reseners, however, found that it waos
utterly impossible to reach the other jm-
]I'r]suncnl men and there is hardly a
doubt  that all of the latter have sue-
cumbed to the poisonous gusses that (il
the chambers of the mine.

The work of  resene will Do resumed
to-night when it is hoped the gases will
lave dispersed. '
