the namo is deserved. Cieprgo Majorshas had great good luck with this ape-cial bank. Soino time after it openedho pulled out $700 one day, and the
Fame'day a drummer drew out $IH)0.Yesterday Majors went in and began toplay, and he seemed to have struck a
gloat streak of luck, llefore he quit liehad won nearly a thousand dollars oftho bank's money, and the only reasonho did not win more, was that there
was no more in tho bank. It is saidthat tiio linn which is operating it is
wealthy, and tho prediction was made
by knowing ones last night that thebank would be opened again to-day.Said a young man: "Those peoplearo foolihli it they don't quit right now.
They will be broken as sure astheystavhere."
"How do you account for this badluck?" ho was asked.
"It is not bad luck; it is lack of sense.There are not six people in Wheelingwho ever play faro who have over ten

or twenty dollars to lose. Suppose theydb lose, all tho bank can get is that teii
or twenty. If they win, though, they
may keep on winning till thero is notli-ing'to wiri. 'The bank puts up its bigpile against a few dollars. Where's
any business that wouldn't go to piecesif it was run on the same principle?"Another man told of a well known
Fairmont man who went into a faro
bank here with just twenty-live cents.
He put that quarter on the high card
and won. Ho kept on winning till the
bank refused to play any longer, and
left with nearly three hundred dollars
in his pocket. All the bank could pos¬sibly have won oli him was the little
old twenty-live.

Dr. A. X. Holmes testified to his having
been called in to treat Mrs. Barnaby and
Mrs. "Worrell. Ho learned that their
illness was caused from about two table-
spoon.-tul of liquid that each drank from
a bottle supposed to bo whisky, lie
was present at the autopsy and saw por¬
tions of the viscera placed in clean jars,sealed and turned over to Undertaker
Kogers, tho coroner having refused to
accept them, or even hold an inquest.

Dr. JJonestcel, the physician who was
in attendance upon Mrs. Barnaby at the
time she died, gave the most importanttestimony of the day. lie testified ii,
the most emphatic terms of the arson-
ical poisoning. The defense then asked
why ho had given a certificate that
death was caused from congestion oi
the lungs, lie replied that the con¬
gestion of the lungs was the immediate
cause of death, and it was the result oi
the poison, which would have caused
death had not the congestion set in. At
this point, and beforo his testimony
was concluded, court adjourned.

Tuppcr, minister of marine and fisher¬
ies, in an interview states that the gov¬
ernment lias arrived at no intimation
that the Newfoundland government has
placed duties on Canadian products.
The latter body obtained power enabling
them to do so from tho Legislature at
its latter session, and he expects theywill use the power.

lie does not contemplate that such
imposition would have the serious ef¬
fects some people thought. Newfound¬
land was too dependent on Canadian
ports and Canadian vessols for her in¬
tercourse with tho outside world for
any retaliatory act to bo long enforced
beforo being repealed, and thcro would
be an agitation against any such act,arising from tho pressure thai would bo
experienced by tho island consumers.
The Dominion government did not de¬
sire to bo harsh to Newfoundland, and
hoped for an amicablo adjustment of
the.difficulty.

Hon of that act, the imperial govern¬ment is happy to bo able to announcethat there is no longer anycause for maintaining in force the pro¬hibition promulgated on sanitary.-¦rounds, in the year 1883, of the impor¬tation of hog, pork and sausages of
American origin, provided that they:ire officially inspected according to tho
regulations of .March 25th, 1801, and
accompanied by tho required certificate.
As soon, therefore, as the government
<>l tho united States of America is able
ollicially to inform the imperial govern¬
ment when tho act of March 3rd. 1801,will actually take ellect in the manner
provided by the regulations of March
-5th, 1891, so that guarantee which
m contemplated by the afore¬
said act sliall appear conlinned,viz., that no meat dangerous to
the health shall bo exported, the im¬
perial government will take tho neces¬
sary preliminary measures to abolish
the German prohibition of importationwhich was promulgated May C, 1S83.
The imperial government, in makingthis declaration, bases its action uponthe supposition that after the abolition
of tho aforesaid German prohibition of
importation the President of the United
States of America will no longer have
any occasion for the exercise, as regards
the German empire, of tho discre¬
tionary powers conferred upon him bythe Fifty-first Congress. (t»ee section 3
of tho tariff act of October 1, 181)0; pub¬lic act Xo. 33 and section o of tho act
providing for tho inspection of
meat of August 30, 1890; also
public act Xo. 247).
To this note General Foster replied in

part as follows:
"It gives me great pleasure to an¬

nounce to you that the inspection of
meat, in accordance with the law of
.Uarch ;> last aud ot tho regulations oj
the25th of tiio same month, is now and
for some weeks past has. been in prac¬
tical operation, under the direction and
at the expense of the United States,
and that meat so inspected will be
ready for exportation to Germany on
or before the first day of next month.
It is also very gratify in«r tome to give
you the assurance, by direction of the
President, that tho contemplated action
of the imperial government in abolish¬
ing tho order of March 5, lSSU, prohib¬
iting the importation of hogs, pork and
sausages of American origin, will re¬
move the occasion for the exercise by
the President as against the German
empire by tho power conferred upon
him by section 5 of the meat inspection
law of tho Congress of the United States
of August 150,1S00.

SAYS KING HUMBERT IS THE ONE
Who Must Go If Anybody Does-He In
u Papal Envoy, and Ought to Know
.Ilo Says tho I*opo*n Health 1m Very
Good-Cuudldateg lor Cardinal*.

Nr.w Yokk, Dec. 11. . Monuignor
O'Bryne, ono of tho popo'u chamber¬
lains, and who was wont by his holiness
to settle an ecclesiastical dispute in
Canada ami to represent tho popo at
tho golden jubilee of Archbishop Ken-
rick, in St. Louis, last week, is stopping
hero.
Ho was very willing to talk when ap¬

proached by a reporter, and in answer
to a question regarding tho health of
tho pope, ho said: "Tho pope's health
is very good. Jio is able to walk about,
but the doctors do not allow him to do
so, as they are afraid ho might over¬
exert himself, lie is often carried when
ho might walk. There is nothing the
matter with him, but you know when a
man gels to be over eighty years old he
must take very good rare of himself.
"Will tho popo leave Koine?"
"Why certainly not. I!o never had

any intention of 'that. Tho popo has
never entertained tho idea tor an in¬
stant. Kinir Humbert is tho one that
must go. When Humbert goes then
the strained relations which have ex¬
isted between the Vatican and the
Italian government for wontv years
can readily be arranged by diplomacy.
But it never will bo until Humbert
goes.

"1 do not know who will bo nomi¬
nated for cardinals at the coming con¬
sistory. No, I don't think there will bo
another American raised to that honor
just now. Why is it that the people of
tho United States, who are bo intensely
republican, are always 'clamoring for
Royalty in the shape of princes of tho
church ? Cardinal Gibbons is very pop¬ular with all classes of the people, and
has idcntiilcd himself closely with your
country and its institution, and vet "they
now want him to be pope. The in Hi 11-
ment of their wish would be the worst
nossible thing thatcould happen to yon,because ho would havo to leave this
country."
