The story of the shocking crime isyet
fresh,” William Dunham was o notori-
ous character in - that- section for years,
In Newark a fow Yyears ago ho kept ong
of the worst dives in the place, and
after several men had been robbed and
beatén there ho got into trouble with
the police-and moved to Delleville in
company with a - notorious woman
known as “Didmond Kate,” but whose
real nume is Katharine lleinzer, She
lins two, brothers in this city, Conrad,
who lives at No. 520 Enst Twelith
street, and John, at No. 117 Buflolk
street.

THOVILE TEGAN OVER “DIAMOND KATE

Dunham's place became the favored
resort for all the tonghs of both Newark
and Passaie, and to accommodate their

trade he-furnished another place about
amile and & hulf” further up the same
rond. 1t was the duty of ‘“Diamond
Kate” to look after the business of this
eccond house, andto help tend bar at
the so called hotel. On the night of
the murder,. Dunham, who was noted
for his violent temper and hrutal ways,
was in an unusually angry mood, {or
beside being drunk lie was jeslous of
Kate, who Lind stayed at the other house
until almost 11 o’cfock.

1Te beran a tirade against her.  She
was at this time standing behind the
bar, serving drinks. She resented his
imputations “and appealed ‘to Patrick
Phelan,one of Dunham’s hostlers, to
vouch for the truth of her. explanation
of her'absence. Phelan, who had driven
herover from the other place, did so,
and Phelan called him a liar. The men
came to blows, and Dunham drew a re-
volver. The other inen 1n the room dis-
armed lnm, throwing the pistol behind
the bar, and foreed Dunham into the
kitehen, just back of the harroom., Two
of them stayed with them a while until
lio fell aslecp in a chair, with the back
of his hend almost touching the win-
dow. They had been back in the bar-

shot was heard, and, going into the
kitehen ngain, they fonud Dunliam
Iying dead on the floor, with a bullet in
hig hrain.

The ghot had been fired irom the out-
side, smashing the glass and entering
Dunham's head just back of the left car,
The window casing and glass were black-
ened by the powder, showing that the
sistol was within six‘inches of the win-

ow when fired. Doctors and the offi-
cials were summoned, and tho centire
party, including Kate, who now claims
to be Dunham'’s wife, and 'helan were
arrested. ;

All told the same story, however, that
at the time the shob was fired they were
all in_the bar-room.  This statement
liag been to some extent verified by the
finding of Dunham’s pistol, a thirty-two
caliber wenpon, behind the bar still
loaded, while the bullet found in Dun-
ham's brain was of thirty-eight ealiber.

That Dunham had scores of - encmies
is known. 1lis Lrutality, lack of con-
science and total disregard of the righls
of others made him universally hated
and feared. 1le always carried o re-
volver and always scemed anxious to
use it. He was constantly shooting at
stray cats, dogs or fowl, and it is snid
oceasionnlly blazed away nt Kate. As
he was generally: very diunk he seldom
hit anything, but obtained the reputa-
tion for being a desperado. 3

In &pito of Dunhmn's brutality the
woman, who is a rather prcll?' blonde,
seems to have loved “him, and enly on
rard ocensions she turtt upon ler tor-
mentor.  Oncee she stabbed him in’the
‘hand with an oyster knifo while he was
throttling her, and last weok she knock-
ed « pistol out of his hand and blacken-
od his eye whon le was™ going to shoot
her, Itwas only when her lifo was in
‘danger that she resented his brutality.
