WASiiiKtirox, D. C., Jan. 17..Nearly
one-third of the force at tho Washing¬
ton navy yard was employed to-day,
notwithstanding it was Sunday, in tho
work of completing tho six, eight and
ten-inch guns now in process of con¬
struction. This is tho first Sunday
work that has been dono for a long
time, and bears out tho general impres¬
sion that the President lielioves a con¬
flict with Chile tobo inevitable.
The intellgenco received at Washing¬

ton is to the effect that Chilo is pre¬
paring for war as rapidly as tlio United
States, and this fact will probably bo
touched upon in tho forthcoming mes¬
sage of the 1"resident to congress.
The officers of the Chilean navy who

have heretofore been successful in tor¬
pedo warfare believe that they can de¬
stroy bv means of torpedoes any fleet
that this government can send into
Chilean waters. They aru anxious for
an opportunity to do this, and their
counsel is all for war, consequentlyit is improbable that tlio Chileans
will attempt to mako anything like a
satisfactory reply to the United States,
and their present attitudo is one invit¬
ing attack.
President Montt would like to havo a

pcacciul settlement but be cannot bringit about in the face ot the opposition of
the officials, who surround him. The
message of tho President to Congressis awaited with anxious interest, thoughit mav not be transmitted until after'
the cabinet meeting on Tuesday next.

vcs.sel touching at that Chilean port bylocal authority. Arrangements had beenmade for all of them to sail to-day, but
this change of base on the part of theChilean minister of foroign affairs com¬
pels me to keep them", which crowdsme
very much. Shall I land them at Callao,Peru, or Molendo, Fern? No steamersfrom here go direct to neutral territory.This unexpected act of the Chileanminister of foreign affairs is due, ho
Hatos, in part to my saluting tlio Span¬ish minister when ho came on board todeliver two (2) refugees. 1 havo re¬
quested tho American minister to sayto the minister of foreign affairs that I
am responsible to my own governmentand not to that of Chilo insueh matters,and that I eonsidor his criticism offen¬sive, :md I will not accept it. His ac¬tion Ecern.s unworthy of the representa¬tive of a serious government.

t does nut aeoni to mo that we havo yetexhausted legitimate and proner moans
for effecting a peaceful settle-
ment of our uillieultie* with
Chile. Wo aro a natiou of
Go,U00,000 intelligent, wide-awake, well-
governed people, and we aro proposing
to go to war with a country whoso
wholo population does not number more
than 'J.7(K),000, which ia many thousands
of miles away from us, and which
ia in fact eo inferior to tho United
States that wur with it seems almost
like trespass upon our own dignity. It
seoma to mo that it would be Loth pru¬dent and proper to send a commission
to Ciiilo previous to a determination
to begin hostilities, with a viow of thus

liuslnuj.H U Very llucluvurri lit the llouso
of ilcprosontntivefl.Suunto Active.

Washington*, D, C., Jan. 17..Al¬
though the houso has not been ablo to
act upon any of tho hundreds of bills
that have been introduced by its mem¬
bers, the senate is now in tho full tide
of legislation. A dozen bills have al¬
ready passed that body and havo been
sent over to tho house. Among them
are several bills making appropriations
for public buildings, a class of meas¬
ures which representatives very much
wish to father. The work is to bo kept
up this week, and as there aro already
thirty-seven of these bills on tho senate
calendar within easy reach, tho mem¬
bers of the house will probably suffer
some loss of prestige in tho eyes of
their constituents through the activity
of the senate.
Thoro is little beyond these measures

as yet for the senate to act upon. To¬
morrow the Weil .ami La Abra claims
will bo discussed in connection with
the pending bills to investigate the alle¬
gations of fraud in their allowance.
Tho bill of reorganizing the aystorn of
printing and issuing public documents
may also bo provocative of debate.
Senator Kylo will talk about marriage
and divorce, and tho executive sessions
during tho week will probably develop
some partv feeling, as it is expectedthat the judicial nominations and the
Elmira postinastership will figure in
tho proceedings.After the introduction of bills to¬
morrow tho house of representatives
will take up the measure reported by
Mr. Richardson, of Tennessee, from the
joint committco on printing, entitled a
bill providing for tho public printingand binding and tho distribution of
public documents. It isorpectod that
at least halt of the sessions of the house
during tho week will bo consumed in
the consideration of this measure.
On Saturday. Messrs. McMillin and

Catchings, members of the houso rules
committee, held their first conference
with tho speaker on the subject of a
permanent code of rules for tho house
during the Fifty-second Congress. They
hope to be able to report to the house
early in the week in order that thoy
may be taken up beforo its close, but
past experience of the time necessary to
accomplish congressional work of such
a delicato nature as the framing of a set
of rules would indicato that unexpected
delays may defer the report longer than
is anticipated. liesides the illness of
tho speaker militates against rapid
work. The rules oi the Fiftieth Con¬
gress havo been referred to the commit-
too, and will with some modifications
constitute the rules of this Congress.Tho senate resolution making an ap¬
propriation to defray the cost of trans¬
portation oi American food contribu¬
tions to tho famine sufferers of Uussia
is still pending in the house, and is in a

position to be called up on a motion to
reconsider tho vote by which the house
emasculated the resolution by striking
out the appropriation.

the World 8 Fair.
A 'meeting of the committee was held

in this city to-day, at which were pres¬
ent J. W. St. Clair, of West Virginia,chairman;'G. W. Allen, of New \vork;II. P. Siiialloy, of Vermont; J. W.
Woodsidc, of Pennsylvania; F. W.
Breed, of Massachusetts; W. Jlitcliic,of Ohio;"A. A. Wilson, of the District
of Columbia; P. H. Lannon, of Ohio; J.
T. Harris, of Virginia, and II. P. Iiueker,of North Dakota, and it was resolved to
issuo an address to the public definingtlio positions of the two oodles.
The address says: At the last Sep¬tember meeting of tlio national com¬

mission a communication was received
from tho Hon. W. T. liaker. presidentof the World's Columbian Exposition,requesting the- national commission to
endorse a request that it proposed to
mako to tlio Fifty-secohd Congress for.tho loan of $5,000,000, to be expended as
before stated. From a careful budgetof 'tho expense of the preparation of
.tho grand buildings so to be dedicated,
it was scon that about $17,000,000 wouldbe actually necessary to defray that
expense. Tin? $10,000,000 contemplatedand provided for-in, tho; act of
Congress to be raised by said corpora¬tion being inadequate, it was thoughtby the Kationa] Commission that it
would be but Ikir that tho,Governmentof -tho jJJnilcd States, under whoso
auspices and in whoso name tho World's
Fair was to be inaugurated and con-J

ducted, should coino to tho relief of tho
Illinoia corporation and lend it the sum
of So,000,000, tho Government having
performed a like fcorvico and shown n
liko mark of patriotism in tlio intcro3t
of tho Philadelphia Centennial in 1870,
by Ionding tho nocessary funds to carry
out the purposoH of tho Government in
holding that Exposition.Since tho adjournnumtof tho Septem¬ber pension of tho national commission,
tho dircctora of said corporation, it id
stated, abamloncd tho idea of askingCongress to make the loan referred to
and has detormined to ask Congress for

Ex-Mayor Kyan is the acknowledgedIlill leader in this section. It has been

New Yoiu:, Jan. 17.."Jack tho
Slasher," that mysterious individual
who, since December -J, has roamed
about tho lower section of tho city at
night cutting the throats of drunken
men with his ready razor, has been cap¬
tured.
Tho prisoner is llenry G. Dowd, an

Englishman,born in Liveryool,and who
came to this country when a boy. Dowd
was arrested between 'J and 3 o'clock
this morning, llo has been confronted
by John Clark, of Elizabeth, N. J.,
whoso throat was cut on tho Dtli instant,
and positively identified by him as his
assailant. Dowd then confessed, ad¬
mitting also that he murdered John
Carson, tho Baltimore lawyer, who was
found on the street last Thursday morn¬
ing with his throat cut from car to car.
Then he retracted this and doggedlyrefused to talk. Tito prisoner is now in
a cell at police headquarters.
Tho attention of the police was called

to tho operations of the "Slasher" when
John Heflin had his throat cut on De¬
cember LMJ. Thou followed tho cases of
Louis Lawson, John Clark, George Wil¬
liams and Edward Christiansen. All of
these wore under liko circumstances.
Then came the Carson murder last
week. Inspector Byrnes was thorough¬
ly aroused.
Twenty of his most experienced de¬

tectives were put on to watch the down
town section. Policeman Mastorson
was standing in plain clothing on tho
corner of Chambers and lioosevelt
streets shortly after 2 o'clock this morn¬
ing when he saw a strange man ap¬
proach him from tho opposite side of
tho street. In a few minute3 tho po¬liceman saw a drunken man approach¬
ing.. The mau he was watching saw the
drunken man at the same time and
walked toward him. Near James street
tho policeman saw the stranger raise
iiis arm, grab the drunken mau by the
neck, and in a moment after saw the
drunken man sink to the sidewalk with¬
out a word. Tho stranger darted awaywith the policeman in hot pursuit. The
latter was joined by other officers and
the fellow was run down. In tho man's
hand was a razor covered with blood.
The wounded man, whose name is Wil¬
liam Miller, was in a semi-conscious
condition.

In Byrnes' privato room the man con¬
fessed "to some of his crimes. lie said
tho impulso to kill under certain cir¬
cumstances was uncontrollable, lie
said lie wanted to kill all the Germans.
A Germanhad once ravished his mother
in her Brooklyn home. The face of the
ravisher still haunted him and wherever
ho saw a man who looked like the one
he was pursuing he tried to kill him. *

"Why did you kill Carson?" asked
Inspector Byrnes. "He was not a Ger¬
man."
"I could not help it," was the reply.Then said he, quickly, "Oh, I did not do

it at all."

Sho confessed to "her
lover, and on Thursday Garcia shot the
priest. Immediately afterward he sur¬
rendered himself to the village authori-.
tics and was locked up in jail. -

All tho religious fanatics of tho town
wero aroused by tho shooting of the
priest. They refused to believe tho
story and demanded that Garcia be
turned over to them for summarypunishment for murdering the priest.On Friday night a mob surrounded
tho jail for "tho purpose of securing Gar¬
cia and wrecking vengeanco upon him.
The ollicer at tho jail refused to sur¬
render his prisoner, whereupon the
mob attacked tho jail and literally tore
the ollicer in pieces. Garcia escapedduring the riot and is now in hiding.Thirty nersons in the mob have been
arrested. They are in jail awaitingtrial.

Torriblo Fight on a NowYork Con¬

trol Pasoonffor Train.

WHAT THREE INTOXICATED MEN DID.
Thoy Attack a Railroad Dctectivo
Who Finally QuIcUj TIiom-Thoy Ro-
tiro to tlio Buffet Cur and Begin
F/glitiiig Among Themselves, SIa*h-
ing Each Other with Knives.The
Passengers Panic Stricken, But tho
Plucky OUlcers Again Sulnlacs tho
JUnglcader and* Bind* Him wltb
tho Bell Cord.'The Rowdy Slakes
Another Futile Attack.

Poeoiikkemib, X. Y. Jan. 17..Tlioro
was n desporato on train No. 0, on
thn Now ^ or I. Central and Hudson rail¬
road, to-night, tho whole train being in
a state of panic. It left Albany at 5 p.
ni. Just as it was leaving tho city throo
intoxicated men named Win. lieardon,
Albert Burnzcn and John Van Nouis,
who aiu ouiployod by P. C. Ardto, of
Albany, in breaking up old onginos,
boilers, etc., rushed on board throwing
llieir chisels, crowbars, and slodges on
tho platform of tho bullet car. They
were very rude and boisterous and im-
mediately took charge of the car.
Chief JJotectivo Humphrey was on tho
train and said to thorn, "Why don't ycu
behave yourselves'.'"
Burnzen grabbed lluaiphroy and on-

doavored to push him off tho car. Hum-
phroy said, "look out, I'm an officer."
At tins Heardon advanced on Hum¬

phrey, and Humphrey drowliis revolver
to use it asaclub. Van Nouis reached for
one of his big chisels, but Humphreysucceeded in getting lieardon on tho
car, threw him down, and held him on
n Boat, whilosomo of tho passengers and
brakemeu held tho others back, and
Kearuon cot quiet. Mr. Humphrey had
lus wife and child on the train in a rear
car, and wont back to eco them. Whilo
ho was talking with his wife Conductor
McCarnck, of tho train, entered
tuo car and said to tho chief: "They
aro fighting with knives in tho buffet
ear. This was at Hudson. Chiof
Humphrey went to tho buffet car and
found two of tho toughs on tho floor.
Heardon was on top of Burnzen, both
lunging at each other with knives. Tho
passengers shouted at Humphrey, say-
mr.. wnnt 10 ki" you, loot
out. \l hen Heardon saw Humphrey
lie started for him with uplifted knife
exclaiming, "I will kill you." Hum¬
phrey clutched with him" and threw
him on his back, and dragged him
through tho buffet car into the bag¬
gage car, and, with assistance, managed
t0 "e ">c desperado with a bell cord.
By this time the whole train was in

an uproar. Women turned palo with
excitement and men rushed forward
.rom every car. Chief Humphrey had
just seated himself alongside of his
wife for tho second time when tho con¬
ductor and several passengers again
fame into the car in a' hurry, exclaim-
ing, lieardon lias a knife and is com¬
ing to kill you, having cut himself
loose and driven eight or ten mon
out of the baggage car. Chief
Humphrey hurried to thn front of
the coach and |a\v Jteaardon coming
running through the car with coat and
oil, with blood streaming from liis face
and an uplifted knifo in his hand. Tho
conductor shut the car door and held it.
Mr. Humphrey pyiled out his revolvor.
opened the car door and seized lioanion
and took his knife away from him, tho
conductor assisting. Hnmphrov
dragged his man through tho bullet cur
again and took him into the bagga^o car
and tied him with tho bell cord, and
remained with him until the train
reached Poughkeopsie, when .Chief
llumphroy had all threo of the men
locked up.

Coi.L'.Mr.L-s, Jaii, 17..John JIcBride,

commissioner of tho Bureau of Labor
Statistics, has tiled his report Jor the
year IS'Jl with the governor. During
the year tho freo employment offices
had 34,751 applications from persons
seeking to obtain omploymont, and of
tins number 21,495 were males and
12,104 lemales.
Tho total number of employes wanted

by employers was 23,20s, and of this
number U,685 were inale3 and 13 513
were females. Tho total number of par¬
sons who secured employment through
tlio oflices was 15,525, and of this num¬
ber 0,007 were males and 8,558 wcro
females. The amount of "holp wantod"
was 07.52 per cent of the "situations
wanted. Xlio "positions secured" was
OO.I) per cent of the "held wanted,"while tlio "positions secured" was 52.2
per cent of tlio "situations wanted."
Twenty-one thousand fivo hundred

and ninety-three employes of coal
mines produced U,022,137{ tons of coal
having a value on board cars at tho
mines of £0,95-5,200.47,
The report gives the relations of cap¬

ital and labor in 1,070 miscellaneous in¬
dustrial establishments, showing that
tho capital investment was $143,803,911,
wlulo he material used cost $121,830-
fi witn'-S^S!?0 0I\ ilr0llucl« amounted
to /3l, and ^53,540,79-i was paid
in salaries and wages to 105,333 em¬
ployes, who avoraged 291 days with an
average of 0.7 hours per day during tho
year.
