Whatever elso wo do, lot tis not mis-

tako tlio issuo. It is squuroly beforo us.
Mr. Cloveland is no iongor a possibility.
His selection as tlio Democratic stand-
ord-bcaror, if such a tiling were, under
tlio circumstances coneclvable, would
he, on tho part of tho national Demo¬
cracy, an act of deliborato suicide, llo
coaid not bo elected; and wo aro bo sure
of his own Rood senso as well as of his
dignity of character, that wo liavo no
idea that bo will allow his naino to go
beforo tho national Democratic conven¬
tion, To do so would bo to submit
himself to four months of wrangle,
ruinous to his party and most hurtful
to himself, dragging his great nnmo and
career through an embittered, and a
more or lees indeceut, controversy,
with certain defeat, in the evont of his
nomination by tho convention, at tho
polls. Wo shall need tho consolidation
of all oar forces to oloct a Democratic
President next November, and wo can
nftord to tako 110 man who has to fight
his way through a lino of hostile Demo¬
cratic camps beforo ho could got a placo
to light the liepublicans.
Tho Domocrats of tho Union should

meet the act of tho Now York Demo¬
crats in setting Mr. Cloveland aside
officially, as it woro, and advancing Mr
Hill to tho party leadership.for this is
the meaning 01 tho work done yoster-
uav at Albany.with nil possible con¬
sideration. Wo must treat it fairly. It
is not tho part of wisdom, nor is it just
or prudent, to fly into a passion about
it; to assail its authors and to abuso its
subject. They aro all Domocrats. It is
a legitimate movement. Many as may
be tho reasons for respecting thoso
Democrats who protest against it they
represent a minority, accoriling'to tho
record; and party discipline, indis-
1 >ensobio to results, cannot bo main-
tinned if tlio.will of tlio majority, ascer¬
tained by constitutional method's, is not
accepted as tho lav.-. Much as we owe
tlio mugwumps, so-called, and greatly
as we may desire and need thoir con¬
tinued alliance and co-operation, they
are not, and do not claim to be. Demo¬
crats, and wo cannot regard their
wishes as paramount, or look to thoir
opinions first and foromost in selecting
a national Democratic ticket.---Biforo
all elso our duty, as Democrats, is to
ourselves and to ono another.
