Theso filerssny thoy aro
poing to have some of that land, but
they cannot get it without a fight,
Four or five days will doterminoe the
case,

Tho now town has had ils nomo
changed from Sissoton to Effington,
After consultation the, Sisseton Land
company and tho people directly
around the town site unanimously de-
cided to name the place after Miss Efiie
Stauiler, the schoolmistress, who was
the first one to.reach it "Sho made the
journoy alone from Brown's-Valloy to
the northern-houndary=line, = riding
forty-five miles on April 14, and eleop-
ing that night in a tent.
