Good roads havo over been essential

to llio prosperity and wolfuro of civil¬
ized nations, 'ihoy form a primary olo-
monl in developing tlio natural re¬
sources o( u countryi and as ono o( the
chief factors that tend to promote tlio
intorosts of commorco, and cliicliy agri-culture, they should lie regarded as ono
of tlio most important departments ot
public improvement, There arc verylew, if any, living industries that are
not in Homo way, bonoflttud by good
roads, and howo IndustrioH aro entirely
dependent upon them. Especially is
this so of agriculture, tlio noblest and
moat important vocation of life. Agri-culturodiaa been pronounced tlio foun¬
dation ot civilization and commerce,and It is alsotlie indispojiaablo support¬
er of national lite. If tbon tlio success
oi agriculture is dependent upon our
public highways, the very exlstanco of
civilization itfiolt must also bo depend¬ent upon thorn. If this he tho case and
if our civilization is measured and regu¬lated bv tho quality and condition, of
our public highways, wo aro still capa¬ble of attaining a much higher standardof art and skill than wo now possess.The American puonlo have made vast
stride.! toward perfection in most oi tlio
arts and sciences, but in thin one par¬ticular department Ihoy aro 'shamefully
behind. Although tho art of road build¬
ing dates back from timo immemorial.
America lias utterly failed to demon¬
strate anv abilitv or skill in that direc¬
tion. As regards this condition oi
affairs tlio cause is simply thoughtless-,
ness, carclessncs?, or ignorance of tlio
subject. Tlio fault lies with the people
as well as the legislators, and appar¬ently, those people who ought to bo
moat interested and .benefitted givo tlio
subject tho least thought or consider¬
ation.

Tlio amount oi taxes gathered in some
districts oi tlio United States, it seems,.would in a very tow years bo sufficient
to place tho highways of those districts
on an equal footing with tlio highwayso( France. But these taxes, instead oi
being used for public Improvementsfor which they \yero intended, are ap¬
propriated tosome'other purpose, trom
which the taxpavor. receives no practi¬cal benetit, and the roads remam in.the
same condition as before.. Thus it is
mismanagement or lack of skill that
causes this condition of the public roads.
llow shall we obtain good roads? Tho

remedies that can be brought to bear
upon this much needed reform are
many, but all of them, in order to ac¬
complish their ends, require diligentand continuous work. Ono* and prob-
ably tho most effectual way oi bringingit to tho atteationb.' the people anil ex¬
citing their enthusiasm would be to
iiavo the newspapers become interested
and publish continually tlio valuo and
advantages ot. tfood roads and,, if
necessiirv, to keopJUgitating tho subject
to the public until'-the proper stops be
taken or the work really begun..Another effectual "\vay that will bring
about road improvement is to interest
ono or all tho political parties, have
thorn adopt it its part, oi their platform,
proclaim it in tlicir campaigns and
other parties will be quick to follow.
The partvin power would ther. legislate
in its favor, in order to piin strengthand the pood will of the people. There
aro other, methods that will assist in
this enterprise, tha ends of )v}llc|lcould be accomplished without difficul¬
ty ii undertaken properly, but the two
just mentioned seem tho most practical."Who should construct and have
charge of the public roads? No personbut educated, skilled and well equip¬ped engineers should be employed to
construct and take cHargo of tho publicroads; because to construct them prop¬erly as they are in the most parts of Eu¬
rope, it requires tho same skill and
abilitv that it docs tor a railroad or a
canal. Tho work must bo donq in a
systematic wav which is the cheapest.Where should the roads be built?
This question is tho most important. A
road should bo built on the shortest
possible lino between two .points, butstraightness must often be sacrificed ttoavoid natural barriers, and in order to
secure good gradients, which should be
no steeper than tto ris6 ono foot in
thirty, and some advocate ono in fortv,
which is often impossible.in a diversi¬
fied country. Tho old lines now in use
in many parts of the country must be
discarded. Especially those that wore
built bv our forefathers straight up the
side of one hill and down tho othor m
order 10 savo a few rods of tillable
ground.

.Tho most important part ot a roa<l is
its foundation. It should bo bard, firm
and dry. Tlio width should be at least
thirty 'feet, and roads of importance,where travel is extensive, should bo as
wido as sixty feet. The width of the
carriage wav may bo from fifteen to
tliirtv or fifty foot, deponding upon tlio
amount ot travel there is upon the road.
Tho middlo ot tlio road should bo ele¬
vated sufficiently to turn water; but tlio
fall from tho middle to eacli sido should
not excoed six inches in twenty feet.
* Oi the two great rival systems of road
buitdinsr, viz., Macadam and Telford,tlio latter seems tho most substantial.
Neithor of ttieso systems are yet well
known to tlio American building. It is
sufficient!to say that Macadam's prin¬ciple of road building was simply bro¬
ken stono consolidated to tho thickness
oi ten to twelve inches, wliilo Telford s
plan was to build a solid foundation of-
largo stono and cover with small bro¬
ken stone. Different material may bo
used, but tho best method of finding tlio
best-material and the best system of
building is to experiment with each and
await tlio results.
The next important subject is drain¬

age, for water is the most destructive
element that comes in contact with the
road. Ditches should bo dug on each
side of the road and at least 2$ feet
below the surface. Tho fall should be
at least 1 foot in 5 where tho road is
level. It is very di fiicult to drain a road
properly that is built on a dead level.
Iho next important step is, wlien the
people have obtained good roads, theyshould learn how to use them. Few
people know or consider tho injury that
is inilicted upon a road by the constant
uso of narrow tires, especially on heavyvehicles. Next to water nothing is
more injurious. >~o matter how firm
or hard a road may bo, heavj loads on
narrow wheels will in timo furrow it
out into miserable ruts. Tho width of
heavy road wngon tiros should bo 4Vor
5 inches, andMio width of tiros on other
vehicles should correspond with the
weight. Good public highways cannot
be kept in tine condition until tho nar¬
row tiro systom lias been abolished and
wider one's adopted by legislation.
