his truo charactor.
Ho is a very oaay talker and has a

moat koon appreciation of tho character-
latica of pooplo with whoin ho comet) in
contact, lie also tliwclosos apprisingfund of humor. *

My first exporionco with PrctddontHarrison in n newspaper way was priorto the Chicago convention which notni-natod Mr. Blaine. Tho Chicago Tribuneasked mo to writo u sketch of Mr. Har¬
rison's life, as ho was ono of tho candi¬dates then. I called at his houso,which ho then occupiod on Fourteenth
Btreot, and told him what I wanted. I
was anxious to havo from his own lipsthe material necossary to write a cor¬
rect biography of his life. The host
ovldonco possible of his simplicity of
charactor and lack of vanity was shownin tho way ho responded to this re¬
quest. Thoro was not tho slightoat as¬
sumption of mock mokesty. Ho com¬
plied with civility and told tho story ofhis life, in the privacy of his' librory,with the samo clearness, concisenessand lack of personal color as if ho had
beon tolling the storv of tho caroor of
Homo ono olso. In tho presentation of
tho saliont facts of his history ho
showed the clear, concise intolloct of a
lawyer who understands how to pre¬
sent tho osaeatlol foaturcs whilo elimi¬
nating tho details not necessary to the
completion of a picture.

1 had after that a number of occa-
siona to call upon Mr. Harrison when
ho was senator but had no special note¬
worthy oxperionco, although X had un¬
usual opportunities for forming an esti¬
mate of his character. lie is ono of tho
most honorablo and upright men I havo
over known in public life. His abilityis now. concedou by overyono. While
ho has the reputation of being n cold
man, ho i3 really one of tho moat
sympathetic and tender heartod.
Ho lias been obliged through circum¬

stances to lead a life of toil, and has had
few of tho rolaxing advantages which
come from ease and an ability to oscapofrom tho grind of daily work.
Ho is excessively independent and

has that strength of character which
sustains him roadiiy in going ahead
without tho advice of any ono, if nccoa-
sary,although ho is tho last man to take
any important action without full and
free consultation with all his associates.
He is a much better politician, in tho
highest sonso of the word, than any manin the cabinet.

,Last winter wlion I was in "Washing¬ton I could get to sec him as easily as I
could get to see qny member of Con¬
gress. But it was always with the un¬
derstanding that none oJ tho conversa¬
tion was to be used as comingjrom Him.
Some of tho bost pieces of news, some of
tho keenest observations which I used
in my letters I had from Mr. Harrison
himself. I could always obtain much
more interesting material from the
President than from Mr. Blaino, be¬
cause theNPresident seemed to have a
much bettor knowledge of tho generalsituation of politics, and what consti¬
tuted news than the brilliant secrotarv
of state, whose mind was wholly ab¬
sorbed in tho field of diplomacy.The President is often attacked when,if ho were permitted to reply his oppo¬nent would bo completely Knocked out.
This can be illustrated in no better waythan by giving a atc^y that the Presi¬
dent told in that talk of a certain public
man who, although a Republican, had
become practically an opponent of the
administration.
This ollieial sent one day to tho Pres¬

ident an applicant for ofiicu with a let¬
ter of tho mo3t cordial ondorsoment.
It was a letter written in such terms of
eulogy that tho President felt that if
the bearerjot in was worthy of tho en¬
comiums hoaped upon him nothing
short of a cabinet office would be his
due. IIo took the matter undor'consid-
eration in connection with an import¬
ant appointment. The next day the
high official, who was a leading momber
of Congress, called upon him, and in
tho course of tho call the President
said: "Do you really want this man
appointed?"
"Xot at all," was the reply, "he is tho

biggest scoundrel in tho state, and I
meant to have sent you a letter yester¬
day to pay no attention to my letter of
indorsement"
Several months after tho member of

Congress called upou the President for
the purposo of asking him to help sc-
cure his own re-election. The President
treated him with great civility, butgavehim no encouragement. It was with
difliculty that ho controlled himself so
as not to hand over to the momber of
Congress a letter which tho applican t
mentioned above had sent to tho
President that morning. Tho lottor
was l'roin tho member of Congress to
his constituent, explaining to him whylie had not recoive'd his appointment.
He said in his letter that Harrison was
a failure as President, had no real ap¬
preciation of working Republicans and
that it was impossible to obtain any¬
thing trom him. 1 think the President
must havo had great self-control to have
listened calmly to the pleadings of such
a lying hypocrite as this particular pub¬lic man in question. The story ia valu¬
able in illustrating tho ijoint that in
most of the stories against tho President
it ia possiblo that if tho President's sto¬
ry of the satno thing could bo known,
quite a different imnrossion would be
created.

HY PROF. MYKItS, OF, TIIK EXPERIMENT

STATION.

Shcop shearing time is at hand, and
tho attention of farmers ia callod to the
desirability of improving their flocks,
especially if thoy are raising shcop for
wool. In order to make this improvo-
mont, it ia desirable to cull from the.
Hock all sheep falling bolow a certain
grndo and weight of Ueeco adopted as a
standard by the farmer. Sheep showingtitno is the best season of the year for
dotormining which animals should be
disposed of, and which kept for breed¬
ing purposes. TJio flock can also be
roadily graded with roforenco to its
physical condition, and till animals in¬
dicating signs of weakness or of being
run doWit or diseased should be separa¬ted from tho larger flock, and receive
apodal attention from the farmor until
they can bo built up to normal condi¬
tion. The farmer, by dovoting spocial
caro to his llouk at this time, and mark¬
ing the animals falling below the stand¬
ard so that he may readily separato
them later, ii ho desires, can very soon
improve the quality and quantity oi
wool produced upon'hia farm, especiallyshould ho dispose of tho sheep tailingbolow tho propor standard, and secure
others of proper standard to tako their
place.
