EVENING SESSION.
It was Fall of InterenUuff Inoldpnts.CredentialsCommittee Roport.
MiN.vEAroi.u, MtJfN., June 0..(ConventionHall.) The first evening sessionof tho Republican Convention was

characterized by the samo lack of intereston the part of visitors and delegates
which has been remarked at the previoussessions. It was not until Ions
after the hour for opening the session
that the galleries began to fill with tho
expectant multitude. The evening was
warm and pleasant and tho conditions
in every way promiaed an agreeable and
interesting evening. Juat before the
hour of meeting tho report was circulatedthat the Harrison men wero dis-
eusainc the advlsaoilHy 01 lorclnp; a
ballot at the session.
The roporta of coramilteoa on credentialand resolutions were known to be

prepared ready for presentation and as
it was not expected there would be any
prolonged discussions over theso- re-

ports, tho proposition to forco a ballot
seemed porfectly feasible. Besides tho
Harrison pooplo foit that the mooting
of tho afternoon demonstrated thoir superiorityovor tho Blaine forces and
(here seemed a slight inclination to
foieo a test vote.
Harrison forcofe wore silont as to the

course they intended to pursuo and in
response to inquiries merely stated that
thoy did not know whether tho convon-
iion wouia reacu a unuuv LUnightor not. They intinwted, however,
that so much of the convention's time
hud been consumed bv tho commtMoeon
credentials that it might be found expedientand advisable to proceed with
the least possible delay in the selection
of the presidential ami vice pronideutial
candidates. In that event they insinuatedthat it might be deemed best to
dispense in a great measure with all
tlio long nominating and seconding
speeches which havo boon prepared,limiting these to n chiof nominating
speech and to seconding speeches of a
minute each and thon proceeding to
the great decisive ballot.

l'p to tho last moment the same uncertaintywas manifested as to the intentionsof the Blaine managers regardingthe presentation of Mr. Blaine.
Some thought it would be bottor not to
formally present him to tho convention,
«iiu aunougn mo cioquoni oX'Uovcrnor1'oraker had been dotnlled to this
duty, it was stated that lie and
Mr. 1'lntt were both inclined to the beliefthat it would bo wiser not to forrasliypresent Mr. Blaine to theconvonventionat all. In tho evont of this decisionbeing adopted, it was obvious
that if the Harrison pcoplo dociiicdto rostrict tlioir nominating and
seconding speeches, a ballot could
be reached within a couple of hours
after tho opening o( the session. lien
this condition of affairs became known,
the decjiest intorest was manifested by
both tho gnllorio* and the delegates as
to the uncertainty of the procoodinga,and every phaio of the soslion was
unlchod with breathless intorest.
Tho general opinion was that the

anticipated test of strength between

tho Blaine and Harrison factions
would be the intereatlng incidentof the evening. Tho majority
roport recommended that tho twelve
Harrison delegates In Alabama, Mississippiand Louisiana bo soated in placeof the same number of Blaine men
given pluco on tho temporary roll, andtho minority rocominonded tbat tho
twelve Blaine men on the temporaryroll be placed on tho permanent rolL
The report of the committee also

covored contests in Texas, Kentucky,Maryland, South Carolina, and the districtof Columbia, but thero was nopollIlealsignificance in those contests and
the- roport was unauimous on these
cases.
At 8 o'clock tho committee on credentials-finl«hndthnlr lnhora find flholp-

man Cogswell was instructed by a vote

rhat will TTIn-JMoglin Declaration of

True American i rlm lple*.
Mixxiapouh, Jnno 0..Tfio following
tho full text of tho platform as completedby tho committee on resolutions:
Tho representatives of tho Kepubllcinaof tho United States assembled In

mrieral convention on tho shores of tho
Sllssisslpi river, the ovorlnsting bond
}f an indestructible republic whoso
most glorious chapter of history is tho
record of tlio Uepublicon party, coujrutulatothese countrymen on tho
majestic march ol the nation under tho
banners inscribed with the principles
jf our platform of 1888, vindicated by

victory at the polls and prosperity in
our fields, workshops and mines, and
make the following declaration of principles:
We reaffirm tho American doctrins

of protection. We call attention to its
growth abroad. We maintain that the
prosperous condition of our country is
largely due to the wise revenue legislationof the Hepublicnn congress. We
believe that all articles which cannot be

f>roduced in the United States, except
uxuries, should be admitted free of
duty, and that on all imports comine
into competition with tho products of
American labor there should bo levied
(luiies equal to me uuiereuutj uabncuu

wages abroad and at home. Wo< assert
that the prices of manufactured articles
of gonoral consumption have boon reducedunder tho operations of the tariff
act of 1890.
We denounce the efforts of the Democraticmajority of tho house of representativesto destroy our tariff laws by

piecemeal as is manifested by their
attacks upon wool, lend and lead ores,
the chief products of a number of
states, und wo ask the people for their
judgment thoreon. He point to tho
success of the Republican policy of reciprocityuuder which our export trade
has vastly increased und now mid enlargedmarkets have been opened for
the products of our farms and workshops.We remind tho poonlb of the
bitter opposition of the Democratic
party to this practical business measure,and claim that executed by a Kopublicanadministration, our prevent
laws will oventually give us control of
tbe trade of tho world.
The American people from tradition
nd interest, favor bi-metallism and the
Republican party demands the uso of
both gold and silver as standard money,
with such restrictions nnd under such
provisions, to bo determined by legislation,ai will secure tho maintenance of
the party 01 values 01 mo in idcibii,
so that the purchasing and Jobut payingpower of the dollar, whether of
silver, cold or paper, ahull bo at all
times bo equal. The iutorosts of tho
producers of the country, its farmers
and its workingmen, deroaud that every
dollar, paper or coin, issued -by the
government, shall bo as good as any
Dthor.

lie rich or poor, native or foreign born,
white or black, this sovereign right
guaranteed by the constitution.
The free and honest popular ballot,

the neoplo as well us their just and

foundation of our Republican instituLions,and the party will, never relent
its efforts until the'intogrity of. the ballotand the parity of elections s|iall be

Wo donounce thocontlnnod inhuman

outrages perpetrated upon Amoricnu
citizens for political reasons in certain
southern states of the union.
We favor the oxtension of our foreign

commerce, tho restoration of far merchantmarine by home built ships and
tho creation of a navy for the protection
of our national Interests and tho honor
of our dag, the malntonance of the most
friendly relations with all foreign powers,entangling alliances with none, and
[ho protection of the rights of our flaharnren.
We reaffirm our approval of the Monroedoctrine and we believe in the

nchlovementof tho manifest destiny of
tho Bepublic in its broadest aenso.
AVo favor tho enactment of moro

stringent laws and regulations for the
roatriction of criminal, pauper and contractimmigration.
Wo favor offlclent legislation by Con?rcisto protoct tho life and limbs of employesof transportation coinpanios on-

jragod in carrying on inter-state commerce,and recommendation by ttic respectivestates that will protect employesengaged in state commerce, in
mining and manufacture.
Tho Republican party has always

been tho chnmpion of tho oppressedand recognized dignity of manhood, irrespectiveof faith, color or nationality;
it sympathizes with the cause of home
rule in Ireland, and protests against the
