One year ago Miss Kats Marsdian left
her quiet English homo to laborgamong
the leper outcasts of Siberin, amd sinco
the martyr's mission of Father Damien
awakened the world’a applanse |no in-
stance approaching his seli-sucriflce has
been recorded nnlass it be the present
one. During her visit to the scenes
where the sufferers aro enduring an ex-
intence much more terrible than death
gho has proved herself anangelof metey
in more ways than one.

Miss Marsden rocently refurned to
Bt. Petorsburg, intending to spend some
time hetween that city and Moscow in
arder to raise further funds for the re-
lief of the Biberian lepers. IHer fnme
had already preceded her, so that not
in Bt. Peterspurg alome, but in the
storied capital of. the ancient tsarsi—in
the palaces of nobles as in the hum-
blest quarters of those great citics, she
was con.utuut'nf mentioned in tones of

ove. In addition to so-
- liciting charitable aid in Bt. Petersburg
she nlso engnged in the organization ol
relief committees, so that the nrove-
ment for suceoring the lepers might be-
come a permanent one.
HER CAREER OF MERCY.

Now thatghe is about to visit us it is
especially interesting to trace hor his-
tory from the first moment when she
first entered upon her career of mercy.
The first acquaintance this lieroic lndy
made with human guffering In its most
aggravating form occured in 1807, when,
under the auspices of the Red Cross So-
ciety, she accompanicd tho Russian
army of the Danube, through the cam-

aign of Bulgarin. She wae then but
Enean years of age, yet was gifted with
the inspiration of dovotion that knows
no fear and can be stemmed by no ob-
stacles. The impression produced up-
on her mind by the terrors of war was

so intepse and lasting that she
formed the resolution ol dedicat-
ing herseli to the life of o

seculnr Bister of Charlty. Dut against
her wore arraved 'the uncompromising
objections of her parents, who refused
their consent and could not boe won
over 1o her views. They were people
in muel more thnn average good cir-
ciunstances, hee fathor being a pros-
eroun London lawyer. She ia a bril-
'rinnt llvinmmmpln of the oft repeaied
aseertion that most of what is best and
{ruest in English lifo is fonnd in the
ranks of tﬁa. upper middle claszes.
Miss Maraden's parents held the opin-
ion that after their daughter's cscape
whilo passing through the perils of war
time ehe should not tempt Providence
further. Therafore it was not until tho
doath of both her mother and father
that who lound it possiblo to carry out
ber ideas. ;
Heor first telp then was to South Afri-
ea aa nn emigsary ol the Hed Cross,
from whonco sho proceded to Asia
Minor, whero an epidomic of loprosy
wos raging.  Whilo tiere she discor-
ored, from information given her by tha
peoplo she met, thatin Iakutsk, Sibazia,
there grow an herb which, if applied
during the initinl stages of loprosy, wag
practically invincible in inthe thera-
pentic treatment of the digense,  She ne
once docided to visit Siberin, nndin
Novembar, 1600, she renchod Bt, Poters-
burg en route, gocuring there nn au-
dionce with the Oanr, upon whom she
croated such a favornble Impression
that o gavo her a l11.#.-:1-::-ml lotter to th
overnor of Inkutsk. .\ todious journoy
sy bofaro her; sho would have to trav-
o130 & distance of 10,000 verate. Part of
tho disisnes sould be accomplished by
railrond, part by steamer or small boat,
and thn reat—moro than 3,000 verate—
had te Lo travérsed in o taraatass, a de-
reription of native carringe, which in-

THE BERD AND THR LE'ERS
At Inkutsk Misa Maraden found not
only the herb, but o large number of
lopora as well, and concluded that her
{rue feld of activity lag at this place.
She aleo anlisted in haf canso tho nuns
of the nelghboring convent at Tomsk,
Tn consaltation with thoso charitable
wonien she formulated a-plan for the os-
‘tablishmeat of rogular Jepar colonisa,
whore the sufforers 'shonld recolve
antaal hospital treatment for the cure
of their malady, or at least be tended
‘with a degroo of careaiming at ita alle-
vintion.
Misa Marsden found her hands
ulrengthoned by the csar's letter, which

really invested her with n sort of auth-
ority, and enabled her to onfurced some
dogree of improvemont in the. state of
the sufforcrs,  Uhe devoted woman
astonished the officluls by her unshirink-
ing monoer of gning to work among.tho
lepers, enterlngwithout hesitation their
wants® with let own hands. These
lo{pnr! were not Russinns, but a species
bf Calmucks indigenowns to tho soll. A
thoir best these are not o very [avored
race, and it mny be easily imagined
that under the ravages of- the terrible
disense and tho . ncglect::ways, from
which they consoquontly ~suffared
in  other they were nnything
but  attractive - objects. of chari-
ty. Buch considerations. , however,
could not deter Miss Maraden nor the
good nuns of Touisk from the' prosect-
tion of their humanitarian labors, Cer-
tainly no woman ever before found her-
uolf confronted by o tnsk, voluntarily
sought, presenting so many dire’ difh-
cultics and hideous aspects.
ON TATH OF BRATIL 2.

On reaching Vellusk, in the province
of Takutek, this heroie lover of humnn-
ity came upon & very nest of'lopers
whoge condition was absolutely appall-
ing—in fact, it is aimost 1ncrediblo to
Amorlean readers. - Notwithstunding,
this is what Miss Marsden did actunlly
witness:—In the reglon of a wide ex-
tending bolt_of forest junglo aline of
quarantine was drawn within which a
number of lepers were confined, the
pemalty for any one of their nmnber
verfuring outside the defined limit
bairgg instant denth at the hands of the
goldrors who wera posted at varions
points to intercept any would be fugl-
tives. A& 1 have' mentioncd~aboéve,
Misa Dlarsden nstounded the ofticials
by her readiness to penetrats the pre-
geribad  territory, And what a sight
met her gaze when she did so, Shel-
tered—if .the word can bp used—Lby
miserable' huts , which, like thelc ten-
ants, nover received any repairs,-and
were conseguently in n state of sami-
ruin, were - huddled logether the vie-
tims of & ‘loathesome and incurablo
malndy. Utderly devoid of medieal nid
and unvigited by any ona from the out-
gide world; 9bliged "to crawl daily ton
given point within the line of quaran-
tine in ordertto receive the food hastily
daposited there by the callons relatives,
who inatantly retreated npon dlspuiinﬁ
of their burdem, and constantly expose
to the incleinencies of the weather—
these hopelesst creaturea were actunlly
the creators amd the denizens of a ter-
restial infernoy and  ghastlier than any
of which Danie ever drenmed! But
worse ontrage than all yet rempins to
be told. While examining a séttlement
contnining sixty-six lepers, ranging in
ago from sixlecn to sixty, Miss Mars-
den, to her astonishment, discovered
several healthy persons. She then for
the first timo learned that these were
relativos of the sufferers, who, -though
not themselvos afflicted, weracondomned

to o similar exilo. One instanco of this

was the case of a handsome healthy eisl
of eighteen ‘who Jiad!bupn ordered by
the Zemstro or Provisional Assambly of
her native distriet to join her leper
mother. Another cnse wis that of o
thbrou%hly well husboiid forced to re-
main with his leper wife. Somo of the
huts wera situited in-alinost inacces-
gible depthe of tha forests, randoriny it
nearly impossible of approach, and in
guch placea na these thie yicthns fre-
quently died of shoer staryation,
