the wife of the man insured.

The wife is not the only one who on-
gages in this sort of business. Ocea-
gionally the hugband will take a flyer of
that kind, but if he desires to bave his
wifa insured he encounters less difficul-
E in securing her consent to Bning

e nprlimlinn, and, thorefore is not
ed to resortito forgery. Chil-
vo the
lives of their parents insured without
theis knowledgo or consent,

First, is the easo with which it can
be pecomplished. :

Eacond, is tho desire of the agent to
gocure all the new business possible,
and thereby ewell his commission, and

THE IRON TROUBLE.

The Number of Mills and 3en Affeoted by
the Strilce.

There has beon some discussion re-
garding the real extent of the difficulty
between the Amalgamated Assoclation
and thejrom maaters,” Thefollowing is
o correct statement of the number of
mills controlled by lobor organizations
and the number of workmen on strike:

There arec 478 rolling mills and ate¢l
works, 80 forges and bloomeries, 50 wire
nail worke snd 05 cot nail factories, the
latter containing in the aggrogate 5,640
machines, These give employment to
upward of 80,000 men,and the annual
capacity, not including the nail works,
is placed at 20,428 464 not tons of finish-
ed iron and stecl, ingots, blooms and bil-
lots.  These rolling mills, steel works,
ete., are distributedamong twenty-slght
differont atates, the largest number, 211,
being located in Pennuylvania, while the
states of Maine, New Hampehire, Rhodo
Island, Georgia, Iowa and Wyoming
each have one,

Out of the 478 mills, abont 50 have
beon idlo for some months Sn.ut, loss
than 30 are non-union, from 40 to 0 are
controlled by independent Iabor or-
ganizations, and the balance, some 350
are under the immedinte supervision of
the Amnlg%mahd Assoclation’ of Iron
and Steal Workers. Thia organization
hay 201 separate lod which look
aftor the interests of thoso 350 mills, a
few of the lodges having more than one
manufactory to attepd to.
