A DESPERADO KILLED.

On* of tho Notorious Cooler Onng %Vho
Bar* Terrprlsed the People on tho Welt
Vlrclnla nnd PeDDsyUanla lloriler Get*
Hla Reword.

UiJioxTowfi, Pa., July 24..Jack Cooley,one ofthe notorlousjCooley gang was
shot Thursday sight while attempting
to break into Thoma3 Collier's milkhonso,near Faircliance,"and died from
the woundithis morning. Jack Cooley,
in company with his brother Frank and
Jack Ramsey, were trying to effect am
ontrance Into the milkhouse when the
accident occurred.
When Jack forced the door open, the

gun which Mr. Collier had placed insldo
as a trap for thievos was discharged,
and the load struck Cooley in the abdomen.The wonnded desperado was

picked up by his comrados and carried
to his father's home threo miles away.
But little is known of tho accldont or

of tho subsequent events at the Cooley
rosldonco. Mono but tho Cooley gang
and their noar relatives knew that Jack
had beon (hot Thoy did not think the
wound was fatal, and they hoped to
conceal the fact that he had boen shot
to avoid arrest. It was for tills reason
that it was not until 2 o'clock this
morning, two hours before tho outlaw
broatbea his last, that Dr. Holbert was
summoned. When ho arrived at tho

Old man Cooloy cnmo to Fairchanco
Saturday and secured a coffin. The
old man was nearly overcome with
grlof, and be wopt bitterly as ho related
to a few of his frionds the occurrence
that led te his son's death. Ho related
tbo story of tho accidont substantially
as follows:
"The boys wore nway from home

Thursday night, whero I did not then
know. Along about 2 o'clock Priday
morning they roturnod, bearing the
bleoding form of Jack. Tho poor follow
did not seem to roalizo that tho end was
so noar. I wanted to go for a doctor,
but he and Frank would not lot mo.

They said the wounds wore not fatal,
and to bring adoctor would bo to spread
the alarm and canso thoir arrest I
finally agroed not to go tor a doctor,
and wo spent all day yesterday doing
what wo could for tho poor boy. Shortlyboforo midnight Jack bocame unconscious,and I than went for Dr. IXolbert,
but when he arrived it was too lato.
Jack died about -i o'clock this morn ing."
The old maa then gave Frank's versionof the shooting. The three boys

were trying to get into Mr. Collier'smilkhouse.Jack oponod tho door and
tntn wm diicharirod. He uttered a

groan and foil back. The boys woro
torriflcd.
TnouonT omcnRS were lyino ih wait.

They thought they had falJon into tho
hands of tho horifT and his posse.
Without waiting to return tho flro or
see who had Area the shot, they pickod
up the wounded man aud boro him to
his homo.
Thomas Collier was soon this morning.Ho said ills miikhonso had boon

robbed sororal times and ho doterminod
to catch the thief. Ho plaeod the gun,
which was loaded with buckshot, in tho
milkhouso with tho muzilo pointing
toward tho door. Ho tlod a string to
the trigger so that whoever oponed tho
door would be shot
About 1 o'clock at night his wlfo

awoke him and said tho gun had been
discharged. He did not go down until
the morning, whon he found the ground
in front of the milkhouse covered with

blood. Ho alio found two large loaded
revolvers, which Indicates that tho
Cooloyi had flod precipitately.
Mr. Collier ii fearful of the reunite.

Ho li afraid the Cooloyi will have revengefob Sack's death. H« said to-day
ho would not beiurpriied if thoy would
waylay, hUn or burn hii huuso any
night
Jack Cooley was tho younger of tho

two doiperadooi, »nd wan tho most fearlon.Being always in the lead in evory
undertaking accoqnti for hia death.

Something About ttyo Gubernatorial
Timber.

To the Editor oj the InUllujentt
Sir:.West Virginia Republicans certainlyliavc just cause for pride for past

success and tho bright hopoa now

spread out beforo them. Figures dp
not often lip, and If it be true that they
never lie and the samo gain is made
this year which wo have boon making
since 1870, tho Democrats mny well feel
bine over what will bappon at the comingelection.
Beginning with Tildeu and Hayos in

1876, we find that Tildon received 50,495votes and Hayes -m,0JG, thus giving
Tildon a majority of 14,441) and about J
57} par cant al tho entire rote, and
Hayos receiving about 42jj per ccnt of
the oniiro voto. In 1880 Garfield received46,243 votoB, Hancock57,301, and.
Weaver B,070, thus giving Hancock a

plurality o£ 11,148 and a majority of 2,009ovar all. llancock had 60.9 per cent
of the entire vote, a falling oQ of 6.4
per cent Garfield liad 41.3 per cent of
the ontiro voto and n falling off of 1,3
per cent, but at tho latno time a gain of
4,197 over tlmt ot 1876, wliilo tho Democratsgained during tho <<amo period
890. In 1884 Blntno received 63,090
votes, Clevoland 07,317, Butler 810, and
St. John 939. Cleveland had a majority
of 2,472 over all and a plurality of 4,221
over Blaine. Olovoland had 60.9 per
cont of the oniiro vote, just the same
that Hancock had in 1S80, By tho way,
tiiis is illustrative of Democratic policy.
It believes in keoping id tho old ami
beaten path, neither advancing; nor receding.The latter is not strictly correct,for it believes in recodinc. In
1884 Blalno had 47.7 per cent of the entirevote, a gain'of 6.4 per cent of that
of 1880, and in votes a sain of 10,853.
In 1888 Cleveland had 79,004, Harrison77,791, Stroeter 1,004 and Fisk 609.

Cleveland had a majority of 140 ovar
all and a plurality of 1,873"over Harri-
son.

tho entire vote, b falling off of .80 por
cont. Harrison had 48.9 per cent, a
gain of 1.2 per cent.
Now, taking 18S4 as a basis anil

counting up the gain of 1888 over that
year, we find that tho por cent of gain
was 17. Counting tho gain for 1892 at
tho same rato wo have 189,250 as the
number of voteB to be cast this fall.
8upposo the Democrats loso .80 por
cont, thoy will bavo 40.18 per cont of
the entire voto. If tho Republicans
inako thoir gain of 1.2 por cent thoy
will havo 60.1 per cont of tho entire
vote. Counting tho entiro number of
votes at 189,250, the Republicans' will
havo 94,142 and the Dcmocrata 93,073,
thus giving the Republicans a pluralityof 1,009. While this plurality is
small it is much bottor than if it were
given to the Democrats.
Now let ns take a short notice of tho

men who are spoken of for govornor.
The ono most prominently spokon of is
Elklns, but since his letter toChairman
Dawson wo cannot hopo to see him nominated.Kikins is tho Blaine of West
Virginia, ne nas reiuseu mat which, u
accepted, wonld have inado blm the one
to have broken tho solid sonth. But
hanptly, Elklna is not the only big Republicanin West Virginia. Wo have
Thompson and Atkinson, and Mason,
and Morria, and Guthrie and a host ot
othora.
One of these men will surely bo nominatedat Huntington and, it matters

not who it may be, ho will receivo the
undivided support of the Ropublican
party.
In justice to tho farming element of

the state, wo owe the nomination to
Thompson. It is said if ho is nominated
tho minors of tho stato will not support
him. Is this trae?' If it is, do not
nominate him. Hut lot's see: Capt.
Thompson has always been the friend
of labor and ho Is to-day ono of the
most dovotod friends tho labor cause
has During the lato difficulty at RaymondCity his enemies tried to identify
him ns an enomv of- the laborers, but
in truth he was a disinterested spectator.lie recognized tho rights of the
mlnori but at the same tirao what right
had he to go thoro and light Marmot?
At heart ha was the miner's friond and
ho did just as any honorable man would
have done, simply attended to his own
affairs and lot the minors and operators
do tho same.
Wo can judgo of his strongth by takinghia vote at home two years ago. In

ono precinct in which ono° of the Democraticcandidates receivod 202 majorityThompson received 50 majority and
tie was tho only Republican who roceivoda majority at that precinct.
