New Yoiik, July 23..The past woek

bos shown soma improvement, after
tbo dullness that bos characterized tbo
oxpired portion of the summer. Previouslyprofessionals and outsiders alike
had scon nothing to luterest them, and
thoy consequently gave full fling to
rural rocreatious. They soemed to take
the view tliat tboi e was i lack of maturedinducements to speculation, and
wero therefore disposed t o defor operationsuntil the harvests more fully rovealwhat is in store for the country
during the coming year. This course

was the more readily iollowod because
London hat Doen in ranch tho same
mood. In short, on all the world's'financialmarkets, there has been this
disposition to postponement, in tho
feeling that the situation, though not
without many hopeiul features, was
scarccly ripe for largo operations. Tho
last few days, howover, have witnessed
a change for tho better.

It is no light cause of assurance that
tho silver question seems to have fallen
into control of the conservative sentimentof the country. The vote of.the
bouse of representative*, controlled as
it was almost entirely by political considerations,wa9 plain evidence that
neither party dared to commit Itself to
.unrestricted free coinage; and behind
this fact lies the stronger protection
thc.t each of tho presidential candidates
is absolutely committed against tho free
coinage heresies ;Vhlch makes any furtherconcessions to the silvor faction in
tho highest degree unlikely for the next
five years, In view of this prospect, it
it seems unneccessary and unwise tbat
somoos tho banks should .raise any objectionto paying out gold certificates
to depositors desiring to export that
metal. If the gold is due to hurope, it
must go, and no contrivance of that
sort could prevent it. The banks may
liavo the right to reluse payment in
gold certificates, but they cannot refuse
payment in grecnoacits, wmcn are a
claim for gold that the government
aurely would not hesitate to honor.
There is such n thing as conservatism
without wisdom, and this attitude of a
few banks is a sample of it. A.t present,
wo liavo notroached the point at which
our stock of gold is in actual danger,
and it can serve no good purpose to exhibitsuch promaturo fears.
The shock to public confidence impartedby the outbreaks of operatives

at tho Carnegie works and the mines in
Idaho has boen repaired by the promptnesswith which the authority of the
liw has been asserted and the leaders
been hold responsible for their acts.
These too frequont occurrences of lawlessnessby misled operatives show,
however, the necessity of maintaining
the militia forco of the state, as well as
that of the Fedorat army, at aiiigh
'standard of efficiency.

Money, though eomowhat firmer, in
conscquonce of tho exports of gold, is
very easy, and promises .to remain so
for some time to come. Attention has
been called by the press to the wide
current difference between the depositsand loans of the banks, which is undoubtedlya legitimate, indication of futureease in money.
Taking the situation as a wholo, and

in spite of drawbacks, tho outlook is
AavtDlnlv (ftp a otl-rMiimf milrl.'nt Tllft
chief elements of improvement are the
check givon the silver mania, tho practicalcessation of gold exports and an

early adjournment of Congress. Even
should further shipments of gold bo
made, they need cause little concorn,
becauso larger offerings of produco bills
will soon bo forthcoming. Tho supply
of these hue lately beou diminished by
the anti-option bill, which influenced
foroign buying and thus stimulated
gold shipmenrs, instead of agricultural
products. London is also becoming
moro confident. European selling of our
stocks having practically ceased, and it
wojld not bo surprising if the socurity
movement should soon turn outwards
once more. Again, it is to bo romemberodthat adverse influences have boon
freoly discounted. Many stocks are
now selling considerably lower than a

fow months ago, while othors, which
have materially strengthened their position,havo failed thus far to score any
advanco. The boars are utterly unable
to dislodge stocks in any quantities:
hence recent stagnation. With low
prices, good earnings and easy monoy,
we bavo the best basis for higherprices.
Adverse influences are always present,
but tho immodiato future presents as
fow of thorn as could bo oxpected at any
noriod. Hexkt Clews.

Tho Wool Trailh.

Eraditrttt'i
Thore is a good business doing in

wool. Tho mills arc busy, and large
amounts lire going into consumption.
The markets are well Blocked, and tho
dally arrivals from the west are heavy.
Tho receipts from Montana are steadily
increasing. These wools, and in fact
nearly all tho western wools, aro showingup much hotter than was expected.
Prices are steady, and while tho tendencyis upward no change in'quotations
can bo made. Manufacturers ate givingtheir attontion almost oxcluslvoly
to domostic wools, a comparatively
light trado being reported in foreign
grades. Fleeces ehow considerable
activity, as in fact all wools from Ohio
and Michigan. The heavy rains
in Michigan at tho timo whon shearing
was going on injured to some extent a

large part of theso Wools. Largo sales
Of Texas wools continuo to bo reported.
Territories are being looked over vory
carefully, and large amounts have been
taken in by the manufacturers. Pulled
wools aro rather quiet It is said that
21,000 bales were taken at the London
saios for this country. This amount
was much largor than dealers expected
It is much in oxcoss of that taken at tho
procoding sales. Only about 6,000 balos
will come on the markot. Tho romaindorwill ro direct to manufacturers.
Buyers say that the wool was poor in
quality, and will bo difficult for dealers
to iell at a profit little has been dono
in carpet wools.

sorpent Iifi .,The first letter is from
Tarpon Springs, Fla.; tho second from
Woodstock, Md. Says the first letter:
I am inclined to aide with Dr. Ellzcy in
tho statement that rattlesnakes do not
spit or eject their venom. I have had
some experience with rattlera, had been
bitten by a five-footer, have killed a
few, have soon more that others have
killed, -'have pinioned them nnder a

heavy billet of wood and then teased
them with a long stick; and I have
nover seen one spit, have never soon
one dripping poisonous saliva from its
fangs;in fact I have nover seen one
with its mouth opon when in coil. Tho
opening of the mouth is dene at the
time and in a part of the act of striking,and is done too quick for the ordinaryeye to see.
And men again i naveuissecteu noma

half dozon or tuo[o, and havo invariably
found the fangs and .poison sac oncloaed
in a alight mombrane. In cases whore
the snake bad been teased until it
would strike at sticks or any other object,this membrane was broken; but in
two instances where the snake was shot
and the back was broken, the membranewai.found intact. All of which
goes to show that the snake must strike
something to rupture this mombrane
before the poison can bo ejected.

1 have seen one rattler with a half§rownrabbit in his mouth. The rnbltwas alive, and when the snake was
shot and in ita writhings the rabbit
slipped from ita mouth and ran away
unhurt
Once again I saw a rattler catch a

mother quail. The bird had a brood of
newly hatched chicks, and in her efforts
to lead tho snako away from her young
aho ventured too noar and was caught.
Tho snake was killed In the act of swallowingthe blrd.i The quail when releasedwas apparently stupifled, but
aftor some time came to Its senses
enough to stagger off, and the next day
was discharging the dutie9 of a mother
in good sbape. Both of these snakes I
dessectod very carefully; and in both I
found tho membrane inclosing the
fangs and poison saca unbrokon, which
proves, I think, that the ratllor does
not use his poisonous fanga to procure
food, but simply for dofonso, and that
ho can not spit or throw his venom un-
Ill no uas Deen in a. HcnwmaKu iuag
enough to get his artillery in condition.
One writer in the Century not long ago

told of u rattler spitting a full toaspoonfulof venom, which "struck the writer
oh the forehead. Now I would not
disputo that statement for the world,
but I don't bolievo thero is & full teaspoonfulof vonom at onetime in any
six of the Urgent rattlers to be found in
Florida.
Now let us hoar some one else tell

their experience, it is all interesting
and wo may get down to bottom facts
after a while.

Bays the second letter: Co snakes
spit venom? I think not, Professor
Cope to the contrary notwithstanding.
Does the rattlesnako, in coil, Awaiting
an opportunity to strike, hold bis
monta open and fangs erect, dripping
poisonous saliva, which by forcible expirationof air from the lungs is spat
out at his enemy? I think not, unless
on vory rare occasions. I have seen
rattlers in coil, and seen them strike
from coil very often, but nevor saw one
holding its month open, with erect
fangs, dripping poisonous saliva. That
which I have considered most remarkabloin this reptile Is tho lightning-like
suddenness and celerity of its stroke.
Xiio lliWB art? BOpianju, HUD «auga
erected and the stroke delivered with
such celerity as to« render it difficultfor the eye to follow the
movement or to take in what has happened.This Boddenness and celerity
of the stroke seems to me to be a very
dangerous characteristic. It is bo unexpectedin a reptile so slow and apparentlytorpid in its goneral movements.It Is certain that not a few
porsons have lost their lives by striking
at a rattler in coil with too short a

woapdn, the snake dodging the blow
with astonishing quickness, and at tho
game Instant striking back at the assailantwith deadly effect. I have never
seen the rattlesnake eject its venom,
but I have seen the copperhead do it
repeatedly, but not by spitting or expectoratingit. The ejection takes
place when tho snake strikes ineffectuallyat an object beyond its
reach, and is literally a wholly involuntrything. The venom may be
thrown as#much as two or three feet as
the resnlt'of tho ineffectual stroke. I
do not undertake to say what Professor
Cope states has not happened, but I do
sny it does not happen, as a rule, with
either tho common mountain species or
