;_The secretary thon procoedodto givo
an historical acconut of American currencyirom tho time ol the colonios to
tiie present day, and mado tlio followingallusion to the papor rnoncv of tho
continental period:

"Ithiis become more or loss fashion-
able in SOJUO quarters iwwjj w uutiuuuuu

congress (or its action daring the war
in borrowing inonoy honestly to maintaintlio government, instead of paying
tlio nation's debts in groonbacks. lixpnricacowith tbo continontal curroncy
uiiows the lolly of tlio coarse those poop!owould liavo approved und tlio wisdomof wlmt was actually done. Tho
continental congress was not to blamo
for what it did. It had no authority
from the colonies to levy taxes, and its
only resource was to rosort to the issuo
01 paper money. Tho cost of tho KovoIntiouarywar fell on patriotic pooplo
who rocoived tho currency. The Tories,
who wore tlio copporheads of those
timed, refused tho continental money
and wore tho only ones who oscaped
ruin.1'
JIo next rcviowod tlio condition oftho

circulation prior to 1800, and described
at considerable length tho panics of
1814,1&17 and 1857, and disastrous resultsthat followod each.
"The derangement of tho paper currency,"lie said, "was the important factorin cach of tho three revolutions.

Tho troublo was always procedod by n
period of great prosperity. Tho pooplo
wero growing rich. They dosirod to
L'row rich faster. To this ond tlioy sub-
utituted for the legitimate enterprise
wild speculation in whioli they wore
aided, and indeed, often led, by audi of
tho banks as wero untrauimelod by restraininglaws.
"Had the banks confined their issues

of papor money to the proper needs of
of trade and industry, the panic in each
cum would doubtless have boen loss intenseand the recovery from depression
more rapid."
He gavo an interesting account of the

war circulation and tho means used by
tho government to raise money to carry
on tho contest. Continuing he said:
"The system of issuing bank notos was
radically changed by tho bank act of
Judo 3.1804. Tho notes issued by stato
banks wero not uniform in valuo, even
at homo, while vory few banks wore so

widely known as to give currency at par
to their notes at any considerable distancefrom the place of issue. A travelerpassing from one state to another,
or even botwoon distant points in tho
flaino state, was compelled to providehimself with coin if ho would
avoid the vexation and loss incident to
his condition. An extensive and profitablebusiness, known as noto shavintr,
gretv out of this state of tho currency,
and the loss usually fell on those least
ablotobear it. But bad as was this
Pnnditinn if moa trnrsa in iimna of

panic. Then the auaoenslon of spoeio
payments by the banks still further impairmlthe value oi all bank notos andIn many instances completely destroyedit Thoro is no doubt that the variablo
values of bunk circulation before the
war increased the cost of living and diminishedthe wages of all clsssos, andthat uono wore benefited thereby but
the banks of issue and those whoso occupationwas noto shaving. Tbero was
another feature of tho state bunk circulationthnt was productivo of loss and
inconvonienco. Each bank had its own
plates engraved in a hlxh or low styleof art, according to tho means or capricoof tho bank officials. Hundreds
of dollars, good, bad and indifferent,
wero therefore in existence, and only
export could distinguish countorieits
from Rennine notes. This increased
the tendency of tbo notos to remain
within a narrow circle and at tho sumotlmo added to tho opportunities of profitor fraud in thoir circulation. The ratoot exchange on Now York upon thebest Ohio paper was about throoporcent.

"Since tho establishment of the nationalbanking system there lias boon
no troublo such as marked tho era of
state banks. Tho notos of our Ohio nationalbauks aro good in overv atato intho Union and tho notes of tho nationalbanks of other states aro equally as goodin Ohio. Tho business of noto shavins
is unknown and tho counterfoitor isgreatly deterred in doing his work. The
suspension or failure of a national bankhas absolutely no effect on Its notes bocausetho Unitod States }>onds depositedin Washington aro ainplo securityfor thoir redemption at par."In concluding his addross. Mr. Fosteraid' "To molt seems perfectly dearthat if this country is to havo any kindof paper money issuod by the banks,tho national bank system is infinitelypreferable to that of banks of issuo undorstato authority. In the nationalbank system we have ono restrainingpower which has shown that in nearlythirty years of their existence not nsingle dollar has boen lost to the public.Under state authority, wo would havoiorty-fivo different svstoms of banks ofissue, reviving, partially at least, theold system, entailing more or loss lossupon tho people ana a circulation largelyconfined to the state of issue. Tho
money shavers would again havo occupationand large lossos would cortainlyfail upon the people.
