tion ot nne gloves since we juciwiniey
tariff went into effect has been 200.000
dozens for the paat year. Without such
information, we positively know that
our own production of gloves of this
class has virtually doubled within two
years."Mr. Littouer says hesupported Clevelandin 1884, and attain in 1888, but cannotremain in the Democratic party, as
