TWENTY-TWO DEATHS REPORTED

During the Voyage and tho Vessel
is Now In Quurantl.no.

GREAT MNVETY IN NEW YORK

But Prompt Measures Taken to Stay
the Mavch of the Dread Destroyer.
Health Oficers Greatly Worrlod.

. HRecklessness of the Captain of the

New Yong, August 3L, —The Asiatic
cholora reached the port of New York
on board the sleamship Moravia to-day.
Twenty-two deaths oceurrod during the
ton days she wos on the ocean. Two
putients, both adults, are rocovering
from the disease on board shore, Al
though she arrived last night, the
Morayia was not sent from tha upper
tolower quaranting with the vellow
flag tlying until almost noon to-day,

Sho is now there, and with her pas.
geneers will not be released from the
oves of the liealth authoritiea until
every known means is employed in
stamping out tho drended plague. Dr.
Jenking is hopeful that he will be able
to keep the cholera away from the city
of New York, To-night he is a very
much worried man,

Tie has.ordered tho transfer of the
Moravin'a pussengors to Hoffman island
antl will not only make n personal ex-
amination of tho digense a3 it {s nboard
the ship, but he will also confer with
the health authoritiea of this city and
congider ways and means to keep it
from entering the city. More vesscls
will arrive from Hamburg this week.

It is probablo that further deaths will
be reported.  The situation is sprious,
Unless all immigration from infectad
ports is stopped, it is not belioved that
thig country is safe, and it is belioved
now that this step will be taken.

EXTRA PRECAUTIONS
President Wilson of the health board,
to-day remarked that lhe waa not sur-
prised that the cholera had arrived and

that the city officinls woro. prepared to
fightit, The island to which the pa-
tients will be sent has not yet been
made publie, although agreed-upen by
tho health board, As to the danger of
the infection of the Croton water, he
gaid that the nuisances aloug the water
shed had been abated as much aa possi-
ble, and the only thing that could be
done now was to’ remove the houses
along the banks of the river, but as
there were 24,000 of them he did not
thing the scheme practicable.

The board to-day izsued a eircular to
all railways, ferries, steambont offices,
fnctories, cte,, where a large number of
peoplo are, ordering that adjoining
waiting rooms or in the lactories thero
should be set aside an air tight room.
These will bo temporary places of isoln-
tion, ehould eases of cholera suddenly
develop, Closets, ete, aro to be in-
apected daily. The board has also fitted
up o "dust prooi” room, where bactero-
logieal examinations will be made. Tt
is Ssr'(powd cholera discharge will bo
cuwivated until the presence or absence
of the germs is mado positive. All dis-
charges sent by the inspectora to the
board will be examined in this room.

The ealoon passengers of tho steam-
ship Tentonic have been discharged
from quarantine,  Transfer boats
brought them to the city.

LATER—ASIATIC CHOLERA.

There is now mo doubt that the
twenty-lwo persons who died on the
steamship Moravia, which arrived hero
Tuaesduy night from Hamburg, died
from the drended disense, Asiatic chol-
eri. The health oflicer of thae port of
New York, Dr. Jenkins, practically
made thut admission to-night when he
roturned to quorantine, after having
spent the nfternoon on board the
plaguc-stricken vessel.

THE MORAVIA'S ARRIVAL.

Namos of the Cholara Vietilms—3Most of
Thom Children—A Grave Situntion.

Quaraxrixg, New York, August 31,—
The German steamship Moravia, which
arrived at 10 o'clock last night from

Hamburg, had twenty-two deaths on
bourd during tho passage. Tho ship's
surgoon called the disense cholerine,
but that is only another name for the
dreaded Asintic' cholern, Dr. Jenkina
saill the results wero gorious, and he
waa fearful that more doaths would
follow.

On August 18 the Moravia gnilel. On
the following day the cholora broke ont,
and the first death ook place within
twenty-four Hours, Tho divoase spread
rapidly among thoe ship's 250 steorago
passengors. Thero wero no cabin pas-
songers. The children puffercd most,
and by August 20 the number of deaths
had renched the total of tweunty-two.
Of these, two were adnlts and twenty
children. They suffered much pain,
and their denths wera those whic{: are
peculiar to cholera. The death list wos
madeup of thirteon natives of Poland,
threo natives of Hesse, one native of
Austria and five of Prussin.  Thoy were
all buried nt seq.

At tho present time thereare three
cnses of measles and twe women are re-
covering from ghyght attacks of the dis-
cnse. The entire stecrage comes from
the infected district and to-night Dr.
Jenkins i excecdingly unxious and
worried over the outlook.

» INEXCUSADLE RECKLESSNESS,

The Moravia arrived last night at 10
o'clock and etrange to any, notwith-
standing her terrible record of denths
for tha voyage, her captain possoed
through Sandy Hook up the lower bay
and through the fleet of steamships
which were anchored off’ the boarding
station. Sho did mot ston there, but
moved up several hundred feot north
of the fleot, within abont eight miles of
the battery, and there dropped her an-
chor.

No word was sont ashore all night,
nor did any of the quarentine officers
beoard her. It waa early this' mornin
when they started on their usual roun
to board the vessel anchored in the
stream. The Moravia wnas tho last one
which physicians Tallmadge and San-
born drew up alongside, It was thoen
ufter 10 o'clock, and it was known that
the Moravin was from an infected port.

Shortly uiter 11 o'clock the little tug
boat which does service for Dr. Jen-
king's atafl lefo the Moravin's side and
gteamed for the big Teutonle. In the
meantime a yellow whitehall boat,
rowed by two men, left the Moravin's
gide and pulled for the beach. When
sho reached the littlo wharl Ironting
the station, Willinm Seguin, an attache,
hurriedly left hor and delivered v sealed
envelopeto Dr. Jenking, who opencd it
and betenyed no indications that there
was anything wrong. When the tug,
with Dr. Tallmadge aboard, came ashore
there was n conforenee with the health
officer. At that time, after leaving Dr.
Jenking, Dr. Tallmndge, who locked
very ‘much perturbed, asseried that
thers was nothing wrong with the Mo-
ravin and that every ouva on board way
enjoyinggood health. e left the quar-
anting wharf and the tug's whistle
seemed to put'an extra spurt of steam
in the ellort to get alongeide the plague
stricken craft,

OFF FOI QUARANTINE.

Apparently acting upon orders_from
Dr, Tallmadge, which had been given
on his first trip, there were signs of ac-
tivity aboard and the immigrants, as if
expecting to be landed, could be seen
hurrying up and down the deck, look-
ing in the direction of the Staten Island
ghore and occasionally waving hats or
handkerchiefs,

Within five minutes afterthe Moravia
was boarded for the second time she
had hoisted her anchor, got up steam
and turned her bow in the direction of
the ocean. She made & long detour
around the fleet, hugging the Long
Island shore and passing out of the nar-
rows for the lower _bay shortly before
noon.

A phase of the case of the Moravia
which deserves investigation and which
should be looked into with llloroug]lit-
ness, is the nction of the captain of the
Moravin in continuing the voyage to
this country under theconditions which
were on his ship. If the disease broke
out on the day following his departure
from Hamburg why did he not notify
those connected with the guarantine
department and turn back instend of
bringing the disease to n new country?

The representatives of the Associated
Press received o message from New
York at quarantine stating that it was
reported that Dr, Jenkins pronounced
the cases nboard the Moaravia Agiatic
cholern,

Dr, Jenkins was interviewed and de-
elared that he was not prepared at pres-
cut to pronounce an opinion,

ETRICT MEASURES,

The Moravia is now anchored in
Gravesend bay between Fort Hamilton
and Morton's Point, about 200 yards
enst of tho main channel, Bho is out
of the way of possing vessele. She
will be indefinitely detained, Tho pos-
sengers and crew, even to the cabin
boy, will be landed on Hoffman Island.
Every rag of clothing will be disin-
fected and every person bathed. When
tho ship is cleaned she will be disin-
fected and the pnesengers put aboard
and detained there for an indefinite
time, being obliged to land on the
islund daily for inspection and baths,

DUTY FIRST

With FPresldont Harrison—He Dronks An

unrantine regulations at present en-
orced does not prevent theintroduetion
of cholern has been abundantly proved,
and many persons claim that the only
efloctual way to keep thoe disenseat bay
is to absolutely prohibit all intercourse
with the iniected ports abroad. Of
course thia would entnil an immense
money loss and considerable suflering,
but it is claimed that on oceasions like
the present tho question of financial
loss s of little consequence, and that
the question of preserving the lives of
the poople of Great Britain is of para-
mount IIl'l[lDrlﬂllC(!.

A large proportion of the people, not
anly in England, but clsawhere, believe
that the appronching nutumn with its
cool weather and frosts will check if
not eradicate tho disesso should it be-
come epidemic, but a high nuthority
was pointed out that this bolief ia er-
roneous. Drof. J. 0. Afllick, M. D,
madical examiner at tho University of
Edinburgh, has declared in an article
on cholera written by him that in gen-
eral high temperature fovors the devel-
opment of the digense, but that some of
the most severa epidemics known have
raged with the greatest fury in winter.
This being the case, it will bo seen that
thero can be no relaxation of the ?ll:ll‘-
antine and sanitary regulations for a
considerable time to come.

TUE DISEASE AT DOVER.

The disease lias now appeared at
Dover, one of the chiel ports of commu-
nieation between England and the con-
tinent, and which hna continaed intor-
courso by steamboats with Calais and
Boulogne, France, Three persone have
been attacked with a choleric disorder
at Dover, and ono of them has died. 1t
ia not positively nsserted that tho dis-
ense is Asintic cholera, but the presump-
tion is that it is

There is deep indignation felt at the
henlth anthorities for permitting thoe

negengers to land on Monday Inst
rom tho steamer Peregrino, from Ham-
burg. ‘These passengers were earcfully
examined and ag no symptoms of chol-
ora were shown they were allowed to
go ashore, with the result that they
have introduced the disenso into one of
the most densely populated guarters of
Tondon, The dungerous character of
tho disease nnd the inefliciency of an
examination te show whether or not
puople from infected norts carry the in-
fection with them is shown in this ense.

Theso dispatches announced yester-
day that two cnswea of the disense ap-
peared yesterday in the city road, the
sufferars being passengers from the
Teregrino. This morning one of the
patients, a German, died, and now his
wife and ehild have been seized with
the discase.”

iawuene, August 81.—Evening—
Thero is no questioning the fact that
tho present cholern epidemic is the
worat that hns ever visited this city, and
every hour thesituation becomes worse.
The people are dying off like sheep and
the plague is spreading. 1t was thought
yesterday that the epidemic was nbat-
ing in virulence, the nomber of new
cases and deaths reported for Monduy
being far below those of the duy pre-
eeding. Unfortunately this was not
the case. It wasonly a temporary halt
in tho onward march of the plaguo and
now it is again marching forward, mow-
ing down its victims by the scora. A
foarful feeling of apprehension hangs
over the whole city, and the beliel that
the doctors are helpless to fight the
gcourge grows in strength.

The people feel that thoy are helpless
in the face of the terrible visitation
that has come on them and muny of
them have given up hopes of oacn?imz
the digense, This is in itseli a calam-
ity, for courage is ono of the eszential
factors in fighting the epldemic. The
representative of ‘the Associnted Pross
liere has seen in the military drill shed
the bodies of 400 victims awaiting burial.
Owing ta red tape it is impossible to
bury all the dead under the usual rozu-
lations, for tho lnw requires the pro-
duction of the papera of identification
before the body is coneigned to the
grave. Undor ordinary circumstancos
theso papers are casily procurable, hut
now, when whoels familiea have been
carried off by the scourge, the greatest
difficulty is experienced in gotting the
papers.  Unless the [rightful mortality
abates it will be nocessary to shortly set
nside the lnw and bary the vietims ns
hastily a8 possitle. Already it is be-
lMaved that the infection hns been spread
by the dead.

Bitter imprecations are heaped upon
the nuthoritics for their pig-headedness
in lettinﬁthu victims lie unburled to
goattor the contaglon among the living
while they hunt for papers to show tho
age, occupation, ete., of the dead per-
gons, A relgn of terror provails and
every person who can possibly do so is
flocing the eity. An excoption must be
made, however, to thie assortion. Those
whose duty e¢alls them to attend the
suflerers, physicians -and those who
have volunteered their gervices, are do-
ing a work that requires the extreme of
herolam. Among tho liospitals, every-
where where they can help, they take
their lives in their hands withont hope
of famo or reward and do their utmost
to alleviate the awfnl sufferings of the
pliene stricken vietimes,

Thi ordinary form of burinl will soon
have ta be abandoned and trenclies
filled with quick lime will Lave to be
resorted to, In many parts of the city
tho shops of grocers, bakers and buteh-
ers have been a!cseti by tha police, the
owners and their men being stricken
down whilo attending to business,

The Prussian minigiry of war bins or-
dered the parrison Lazaretto nt Altans
to supply the Hamburg hospitals with
five hinndred bods.

A Hundrod nnd Fifty 1housand Have Died
of the Chulorn.

Novgorad, and has quite ceased at Koz
lofl.
