New York did not regard him &s a
Democrat, but as n mugwump, is com-
ing to Weat Virginia to stump the state
for the Democracy. * Bourke 1a a gopd
talker; that is, he make s good speech.
That is why Tammany chose him. for
ity dpokesmun ut Chil:a[l;’o to denounce
Grover Cleveland, and domond on be-
balf of the New York Democrats that
the Stufled Prophet be shelvad, But
he is a demagogue, He mnde his favor-
its campaign speach in New York the
other duy. It is presumably the sume
apeech, or very much like tho same,
that be will deliver among the moun-
taing and valleys of West Virginin.® A
few dayd after this speech along came
Congressmun Muson, of Illinois, end
smushed it into smithoreons.

The real secret of it 1a that the
item they most complain of they dare
not mention; that is the ltem ol sixty
odd million of dollurs additionul appro-
priation for the widows of Union nol-
diers.

The most important of all to Mr.
Cockran appears to be what is known
aa tho “Elections Bill."” He eays: "It
isan attempt to creste aiederal control
of elections, and further, the United
States judges are to appoint in euch
state a general supervisor of election,
ani that supervisor has complete con-
trol over tho electionin every district in
the state.” 'Take, for instance, South
Carolina. The juduwes of clection ap-
pointed through the state ofiictra for
stato elections are so managed. that not
a singly Republican judge or Republi-
can clerk is allowed to be on the inside
where the bellot ia cast sod counted.
The bill called the force bill does not
allow the federal supervisor to inter-
fere or to touch the stute returns.in re-
gard to the election of congressmen or

-anybody elee, but simply providee that

supervisors of both partics shall be
grusuﬂt when the ballots are castand
elp count them.,
