AT THEIR OLD HOME IN KANSAS.
Five of tho Bandits Shot Dead by

Kansas City, Mo., Oct. G..A apccial
to tho Star from Coffovville, Kan., says:
Bob and Grant Dalton, Tom II. Eddy
and an unknown member of the Dalton
Kan# lio dead in this city. Emmet Daltonid mortally wounded; City MarshalC. Connelly, Gcorgo Cabino and
Charles Brown, a shoemaker, are dead;
Cashier Thomas G. Myers, of tho First
Rational Bank, and Lucius Baldwin, a

clork in Heed Bros', store, are fatally
wounded, and T. A. Reynolds and Lewis
Peitz arc slightly injured, all resulting
from an attempt of tho Dalton gang to
rob the banks of C. M. Coudon & Co.
and the First Rational Bank iu this
city this morning at 9:45 o'clock. Uno
man escaped, but will bo caught boforo
evening. The six mombera of tho gang
came into town on horsobaclc, and leavingthoir animala in an alloy walked
rapidly across tho Hqiiare, four entering
Condon's and two going to tho First
Rational Bank.
At Condon <fc Co.'a bank they were

told by Cashier Ball that tho tirno lock
would not he open until 10 o'clock, so

holding their Winchesters in thoir
hands told Ball and Toller Charloa Carpenterthat they would wait, taking the
money iu tho drawer. Bob and Erumot
Dalton were tho two who viaitod tho
First National. Ilore worn Cashior
Ayres, his aon Bert, and Teller NV. H.
Mopiiord. They were forced to give up
all tho monoy in the snfo, which waa
hastily shoved into bags. The Daltous
then forced tho threo out of the front
door, and followed right after them.
The alarm had in the moantitno been
given and aa they camo out Georgo
Cubine and Express Agent Cox shot at
ono of tho robbers, badlv wounding
i-:_ 'ft. .1.1 . A.I !..
mm. xiiu (uuuura tutuiucu »ud mv,

killing Cubino, and tho robbors in
Condon & Co.'s bank thon began Hhootinpout of tho window, hitting Ayros
and Brown. Both robbers ran back
through the bank whore they wero mot
by Baldwin and they killed him. The
citizens being thoroughly aroused by
this time were nftor them hot and heavy
and Rticccoded in killing the four men
named and mortally wounding Kminet,
who lies in a room hero. If he don't
dio soon from his injuries he will be
lynched. Tho man who got away is
supposed to bo Allio Ogee.

This is tho old home ot tho Daltons,
and it is poculiorly appropriate that
tho world should bo rid of the gang by
our citizons. Great oxcitement prevailsand it the other is found ho will
bo summarily dealt with. Tho largo
rowards for their capture dead or alivo,
if the citizen's wishes are respected,will
go to the families of tho murdered citizons.Cashier Ayros may recover. All
mo money was recovorou nnu mmuu
over to tli'o bank9.

It hud boon rumored n month ago
that the Dalton cane was contemplating
nn imincdiato raid upon tho banks of
tho city. Arrangements were mado to
givothera a warm reception, and for
over a week a patrol was maintained
night and day lo give warning of the
gang's approach. Tho raid did not tako
place, ana then came tho report from
kerning, X. M., that tho United States
ollicers had had a battlo with the band
in that territory, and that throe of the
bandits had boon killed. This ruport
was believed hero to have boon circulatedby tho Daltona themselves, the intentionbeing to divert attention
from their real intentions and to lull
the people of tho town into a sonao
of security. The people, however, wero
not bo easily deceived, and when the reportof the "disaster to the gang in New
.Mexico was deniod, vigilance was renewed.Still the expected raid was not
made. Finally the patrol was withdrawnlast Saturday, although every
strangor was carefully scrutinized as
soon as ho appoared on the streets. It
was 0 o'clock this morning when tho
Dalton Kan? rode into town. They came
in in two suuadsof threoeach,and passingthrough unfrequentod streets all
rendezvoused in tho alley in tho rear of
tho First National bank. They quickly
tiod their horses and without losing a
moment's timo proceeded to tho attuck
upon the banks.

Robert Dalton, tho notorious loader
of the gam:, and Emmett, his brother,
wont to the First National bank, tho
other four under tho leadership of
"Texas Jack," or John Moore, going to
tho private bank of C. M. Congdon &Co.

In the meantime tho alarm had alreadybeon given. The Dalton bovs
wore born and bred in this vicinity, and
wore well known to nearly every man.
Woman flnd i»h!M in tntvn In thftir
progress through tho town they had
boon recognized. City Marshal Connellywas quickly notified of their arrival,and almost before the bandit* had
entered tho bank ho was collecting a

poKse to capturo them if possible, to
kill thorn if nccossary. llo ran first to
tho livorystable ofJim Speara.udead shot
with a Winchester aud a valuable man
in any fight. Then ho summoned
tioor;:o Cubino, n merchant, Charles
Brown, a shoemaker, John Cox, expross
agent, and other citizens, who could bo
conveniently reached. Stationing them
auout thosquaro which both of tho banks
faced, he hustenod to augment his pofseby summoning other citizens for Impromptupolice duty.While tho marshal was collecting his
forces the bandits, all ignorant of tho
trap that was boing laid for thorn, were
proceeding doliboratelv with thoir
work of robbing tho banks. Texas
Jack's band had entered Congdon'flbank, and with their Winchester* levoled
at Cashier Ball and TellerCarpenter had
ordered thoin to throw up thoir hands.
Then Texan Jack searched them for
Coupons, while the other three dospor-

Allocs kept tliom covored with tbeir
rilloa. Finding them to be unarmed,
Cashier Ball was ordered to open the
safe. The cashier explained that tbe
sale's door was controlled by a time
lock, and that it could not by any means
Bhort of dynamite be opened bofore its
time was up, which would be 10 o'clock,
or in about twenty minutes.

"We'll wait," said the leador, and ho
sat down at tho cashior'H desk.
"How about tho money drawers?" he

asked suddenly, and jumping up he
walkod around to tho cages of the payingand receiving tellers, and taking
tho monoy, amounting iu all to loss
than 'r300, dumpod it into a flour sack
with which ho was suppliod and again
sat down whilo tho timo locks slowly
licked off tho seconds and tho hands of
tho clock tardily moved towards tho
hour of ton.
Bob and Emmett Dalton, in tho meanwhile,were having better luck at tho

first National bank. When thoy enteredthe bank they found within, CashierAvers, his son Albert Ayere and the
toller W. II. Shepherd. None of thorn
were armod, and with lovelled rovolvers
the brother bandits easily intimidated
Ibcm. Albort Avers ana teueronopliordwero kopt under tho muzzlos of
Emmctt Dalton's revolvers while Bob
Datton forced Cashier Ayers to strip tbo
tho safe vault and cash drawers of all
tho money contained in thein and

Elaco it in a sack which they had
rought along for that purpose.
Fearing to lonvo thein behind, lost

thov should give tho alarm before tho
bandits should be able to escapo, tho
iJesperadoo! marched the officers of the
bank ont of the door with tho intontion
of keeping thoin under guard while
they inado their escape. Tbo party
made its uppearanco at the doer of the
hank just as liveryman Spears and his
companions of tho sheriff's posse took
their positions in tho square. When
tho Datton brothers saw the armod
men in tho square they approciatod
thoir peril on the instant and leaving
the bank officers on the steps of the
bank building, ran for their horsei. As
soon as they reached tho sidewalk,
Spears' rifio quickly came to position.
An instant later it spoke, and Hob
Datton, tho notorious loador of tbo
notorious gang, fell in his tracks, dead.
Thoro was not n quiver of a musclo
aitor he fell. The bullet had struck
him in the right temple and ploughed
through his brain and passed out just
above the loft eye.
Emmctt Datton had the start of bis

brother, and before Spears could draw
bead oil him he had dodged behind a
corner of the bank and was making
unio in mo uirecuon 01 uio aney wuoro
tho bandits had tied thoir horse?.
The shot which dropped Bob Salton

aroused "Texas Jack's band in Congdon'sbank, who wero patiently waiting
for the timo lock of tho s&fotobe sprung
with the hour of ton. Running to the
windows of the bank, they saw thoir
leader prostrate on the ground. Raisingtheir riflc9 to thoir shouldors thoy
liredono volloy ont of the windows.
Two men fell at tho volley. Cashier
Aycrs full on the steps of his bank,
shot through the groin. Shoemaker
Brown, of the attacking party iu the
square, was shot through the body. He
was quickly removed to his Bhop, but
died just as ho was carried within.
Tho firing attractod tho attention of

Murshal Connelly, who wa9 collecting
nioro men for his posse, and with the
few which ho had already gathered ho
ran hurriedly to the scene of the conflict.After tiring thoir volley from
tho windows of the bank, the bandits
appreciating that their only safety laid
iu flight7 attempted to escape. They
ran from the door of the bank, firing as

they fled. The marshal's posse In the
square, without organization of any
kind, fired at the fleeing bandits, oacn
man for himself. Spear's trusty Win-
cho9ter spoko twico more in quick successionbefore the others of the poise
could take si in, and Joseph Evans and
"lexas Jack" foil dead, born shot
through the head, making throe dead
bandits to his credit. In tho general
fusillade, Grat Dalton, one of the two
surviving members of Toxas Jack'i
squad, was shot. Marshal Connolly and
George Cubine wore mortally shot and
diedou tho Held. Allie Ogee, the only
surviving member of the band, succeededin escaping to tho alley, nhero
the horses wore tied, and mounting the
swiftest horse of tho lot, fled south in
the direction of the Indian Territory.
Emmet Dalton, who had escaped from

from tho First National Bank, had
already roaolied tho alley in safoty, but
lie had same trouble in getting mounted
and Allio Ogee had already inado hie
Auoinn lif.rVn'M Kmmott trot fairlv started.
b'erernl oi tho pogso anticipating that
horses would bo roquired were already
mounted and quickly pursued the escapingbandits. Kmuiett Dalton's horse
was no match for tho fresher animals
of his pursuers. As his pursuers closed
on him, ho turned suddenly in his snddloand firod nnon his would-be captors.
The latter answered with a volley, and
ICmmott toppled from his horse hard
hit. Ho was brought back to town and
died late this afternoon, llo mado an
ante inortom statement, confessing to
tho various crimes committed by the
gang of which ho .was ,a member.
AIIio Ogee had about ton minutes start
of his pursuers, and wni mounted on
a swift horso. At five o'clock this
evening he had not been captured.
After the battla was over, search was

made for tho money which the bandits
had secured from the two banks. It was
found in tho sacks where it had been

found under the body of Bob Dalton,
who had fallen dead upon it while he
was escaping from tho Fir*t National
bank. The other was found tightly
clenched in Toxan Jack's hand. Tho
money was returned to its rightful
owners.
Tho bodies of those of tho attacking

party who wcro killed were removed to
their respective homes while tho bodies
of tho dead bandits were allowod to remainwhero they had fallen until the
arrival of tho coroner from Independence,who ordered them removed to tho
court house. Thero he hold an inquest,
tho jury roturning a verdict In accordancewith the facts. Tho inquost over
the bodies of tho dead citisena will bo

squuro.thoy woro viewed by hundreds
ol the people of this mid surrounding

tlio prophesy that the I'niton's would
"dio with their boots on," thn peonliar
fato which had decreed tlmt they should
die by tho hands of thoirold friends in
tho vicinitv of thoir place of birth, and
the excellont marksmanship of liverymanSpoors, who with three shot* sunt
death to iu many bandits.

KACE ON THE SOUND
Between Two Ltue faohati-Tba Pro.

pnller Dutancos the Hide Wheeler.
New Yohk, Oct 5..A light rarely

witnessed on the waters of Long Island
Sound was seen this morning in a race

between two of tho mammoth steamboatsthat come to this city. The race

was betweon tho Puritan, of the Fall
Kiverline, and the Richard Peck, of
the New Haven line. It was a test betweendifferent systems of marine
machinery and to determine tho relativequalities of tho compound beam enKinothat goes with the side wheeler,
and tho modern triplo oxpansion enginethat drives tho twin scrow pro*
poller.
Tho Puritan is a sido whuolor, ono of

tho largest Heating palaces, and tho
Richard Peck is tho first screw steamboatto go in service on tho sound. The
race was between a point near Stratford
Shoals to Fort Scuylor, a distance of
fifty-six miles. The Peck left New
Haven at midnight. At half past two
o'clock this morning when off Stratford
light Captain Peck saw tho lights of the
Puritan astern. The Peck waited until
tho I'uritnn was aionggitlV&nd then
crowded on all steam. Tho Puritan
gave a long whistle to show that she
understood tho race was on, and her
paddlo wheols bogan to cliarn the wator.
Tho conditions for a raco wero excellent.Tho water was smooth and there
was alight windfrom tho northwost The
Peck on her ordinary runs averages
twenty miles an hour and tho Puritan
about tho same, but this morning, with
all stoam on at 8 o'clock, both boats
urnrn running WiHltV.thmo milfifl an

hour.
Tho Puritan was crowded to her utmost,but ahe could not pull away from

tho Peck, Sido by sido the two boata
went on piling up tho miles. At
length, howovor, to theaurpriao of CaptainSimmons and thoae on tho Puritan.the Pock began to forgo ahead. (She
did not go rapidly, but atcadily tho distancebotween the two boata "increased
until in tho groy of the early morning
the big whito hull of the Puritan was a

mile astorn. At Bandy Point, where
tho raco was to end, the Peck passed a
milo and a half ahead of the Tnrltan.

Crespo's force number about 10,000
men.
On Monday, Soptember 26, General

Crespo started his forces for Caracas.
A portion of his advance guard arrivedat La Victoria on the 26th.
Crespo is advancing his forcos upon
Caracas by different routes.
At Las'Peques the revolutionists will

flghfrtheir decisive battle. Las Pequei
is tho best fortified place the governmenttroops hold and General Pulido is
there with 6,000 soldiers. It will be
necessary for Crespo to take this point
before he can enter Caracas. Once he
is in possession of Las Peques, his entranceinto Caracas will be.an easy
matter. On tho 28th there was a battle
between the revolutionists and governmenttroops at a place called Macuto,
which is just outside of La Guayra, in
which the revolutionists woro defeated.
Rnnh hiHa hnd nhoilt 800 men. The

revolutionist troops were approaching
tho town of La Guayra when the governmenttroops opened fire upon them
from the mountain aide, and from tho
atlvantago from their position succeededin putting the revolutlonisU to
flight.

The captain
ronerni was unarmed, and seeing that
he had a dangerous man to deal with,

and fired, tho bullet lodging in the captaingeneral's side. Tho woutd-bo assassinthen dashed Into the court yard,
whero he was overpowered by sevoral
ofBcors. Tho captain general s wound
Is not dangerous.
