We have passed throu«b a eeason of
pageantry. iho autumnal skies na\o
bee if gracious to our festivals and the
people have had an amiable, innocent
timo of poinp. Four hundred yeara
since Columbus revealed the existence
of America to mankind. And in return
wo give mankind a confederation of nationsstretching almost from pole to

pole. To have given Now York, Philadelphia,Chicago and Bio Janeiro was

much, even to a world which had known
Nineveh and Babylon. But we have
contributed what is more to bo prized,
a moral and political sentiment which,
never so potent as now, will be potent
to the end of time.
There was much that was flattering

in this week of Columbian festivity.
The lesson would be ill taught if soon
forgotten, or imperfectly applied. What
we learned above all was belief in ourselvesand in the moral forces, which
have made tho American Republic tho
rarest of the gifts of Columbus to civilization.
We have been told in eloquence ami

song, in burning words from many
pons, of peace and prosperity to tho
ilopublic of what Columbus would say
if ho were to return. A union which
Jiad resisted war, stronger oven oecauso
of the throb and tension of war; an intornationalpolicy of peace based upon
respect for American rights and sovereignty;a financial system which had
made the American dollar the symbol
of commercial integrity in every money
market of the world: an administration
which had won loyalty and confidence
nt home, respect and confidence
abroad. And as Columbus studied tho
splendid outlook ho could only sco that
these fulfillments were the developmentof Republican policy.tho fruits
of Republican rule.

had the republic of 181)2 been tho expressionof Democratic and not Republicanadministration.

power and flushed with the truculent
ascendency of Jackson. There would
liavo been the ulterior consequences of
that annexation fever which brought
tho over to bo regretted war with Mexico.Tho necessities of slavery would
have compelled the annexation of Cuba,
as comtemplatod by Buchahanan and
other diplomatists in the Ostond manifesto.
Tho "rights of the south to tho territories"would have covered the commonwealthbeyond tho Mississippi

with tho blight of slavery, and the resourcesof a great government would
havo been degraded to the enforcement
of decrees like the Fugitive Slave law.
Our finances would havo been inspired£y the Jncksonian principles,

which, warring upon time honored,
necessary and accepted financial institutions,^precipitatedthe panic of 1837.
Wo should have as money what .representedtho capacity of state printing

presses, and* under tho ominous name
of "shinplaster," roduced American
crodit to tho level of Turkey or .Spain.
The wildcat would havo taken tho place
of the eagle as tho legond on the Americandollar, and our securities would bo
about holding their own with those of
the Argentine ropublic.
