C., Oct. 23..The
United .Statos census bureau lias issued
conius bulletin No. 252, giving the
Itatistics of manufactures in the city ol
Wheeling, \V. Va., for the year onded
May 31,1890, prepared under the directionof Mr. Frank K. Williams, special
agent in charge .of the statistics of
manufactures: The bulletin itates that
the statements contained in this bulletinare preliminary and subject to

modification for final report, therefore
lair criticism^and suggestions are invited,with a view to such revision and
correction as may appear noceasary.
The bulletin then proceeds:
In comparing results of tlio current

inquiry with the returns of 18S0 it will
bo observed tftat tne item 01 "otiscci3aneousexpenses" it given for 1890 only.
No previous consus inquiry has embracedtho cost incurred by manufacturingoperations other than wages paid
and materials used. Differences in
method of inquiry, as explained in this
treport, and tbo inclusion in the Eleventh
census of certain industries omitted in
the Tenth cenaua account in part for tho
'increases shown.
The following classes of industry were

omitted in the census report of 1880:
druggists' preparations, not including
prescriptions; illuminatiug gas; mil-
linery," custom work; women's dressmaking,custom work.
The totals stated for 1890, in Table 1,

are increased as follows by tho inclusionof tho industries referred to:

A striking feature of these returns is

thd satisfactory increase in tbe number
of establiijhments reported. Still moro
gratifying is the increase during tho
decade in tho amount of wages paid.
The wage* have increased not only
actually but relatively, the average
wajres per hand increasing from $398 in
1880 to $454 in 1890, or 14.07 per cent.
Thatlha percentage of increaso in

ameasuri!, to the tact that in many industriesrelatively inoro women were

employed in 189U and less mon than in
1880. After milking allowances for
those changes we have a decided relativeincrease in the amount paid in
wagee botween 1880 and 1890.
Attention is called to the presentationof labor and wage statistics. The

"average wages" paid to all classes employedhas always proved a stumbling
block in consus reports. It is believed
the clevonth census, In obtaining data
to show the classiScation of labor employed,the average term of employment,the various rates of wages per
week, and the average number of men,
women and childron, respectively, employedat each rate in the various
classes, has taken a step in advance,
which will be shown in detail in final
reports, and appreciated by studonts of
those data.
The statements presented include

only establishments'which reported a

product of $500 or more in value during
the census year. A comparative table
of totals of all industries under general

HUNDREDS OF LIVES LOST.

A Terrible Storm.-cc«»rnl Vlli»f Floodedand Muiij People Drowned.

iLosoox, Oct. 23..The latest advices
from Cugliari givo an appalling accountof the terrible storm and Hood in
Sardinia on Thursday and Friday last
.a calamity in which hundreds of
lives were lost and hundreds of thousandsof dollars worth of property was
destroyed. The storm broke out in all
its fury Thursday as night came on.
The rivor Xannura and other streams

in this section overflowed tbeir banks
inundating an area of fifteen square
kilometres. Among the villages invaded
by tlio waters were Asiomi, Elmos,
Samatz, San Sperato and'Brazzali, with
a total of six thousand souls.
Scores of dwellings^ and barns wore

demolished by the raging flood and
hundreds of people who had sought
refuge on the roofs of buildings woro
drownod.
One hundred bodies havo bean recoveredat San Sperato alone. Tho total

death roll will reach several hundred
souls. An iuunonso number of cattle
and othy lire stock perished
