BIG BETS
Made on the Elsotion—linrrison Money
Gons Negging With No Takers,

New Youk, Nov. 2—Seveaty thonsand
dollars wos offered in the Btock Ex-
change that Harrison and Reid would
be elected. Only $20,000 wWas covered,
und 50,000 went begging for takera.

There is no shrowder lot of men in
the conntry than the brokers who trade
upon the Stock Exchange. They are n
class of men who study every aituation
and analyze to the closest detail every-
thing on which they are willing to ven-
ture their money, whether for invest-
ment or speculation. There never is
any botting on the Presidental election
on the floor of the exchange nntil the
registration is completed in New York
state, und an intelligent judgment of
the chances of the opposing Presidenti-
al candidates can be made,

The Harrison men began yesterday to
show how they regarded the registra-
tion in this state. Wagers came id
thick and fast, until thero was an argre-
gate of 370,000 offered. The Cleveland
fanction stood up to the rack for a short
while, but were overpowered by the
large namounts which ecame pouring in
for Harrison, 'The small bets were all
taken.

The betting was even on the general
result, The Cleveland inen took siz
$500 bets shorlly after the opening of
the Exchange. M, B. Mendham had
£10,000 to wager for some, friendaat
evens, Several Cleveland men made a
combination and took this wager. This
excitad the Harrison men A betof
£5,000 on Harrison and two of 1,000
were also taken. By noon one wager of
£30,000 and two of élo.DUO were offered.
The Cleveland men had their fill by
that time, and declined totake any por-
tion of the $50,000. Then information
wad telegraphed to the Bostom Stock
Exchange that £20,000, or any portion
thereof, was roady to bo placed on Har-
rison. No response wns received. The
same offer of $20,000 was telezraphed to
the Philu_.lal?hin Stock Exchange,
Therawas no Cleveland enthusiast there
either who cared to take even $1,000 ot
the protiered amount.

A report was circulated that a syndi-
eate in New Orleans was willing to bet
£10,000 that Cleveland would be elécted.
Inatrice a telegram was winding its
way to New Orleans informing the syn-
dicate that it could be accommodated
on the New York stock exchange. A
reply was received after.the close of the
exchange [rom the agent of the syndi-
cate that the offer woulld be accepted.
The avent, however, wants 2} per cent
for placing the monev. That would
make the bet practically £10,000 to
$0,750 that Harrison will win, £

-The Dabomeviana fled, leay-
ing many dend behind them.

LAKE STEAMER LOST

With All Hands—she Carried & Crew of
Bevanieen Men.

Creveraxp, Nov, 2.—The steamer
Gilcher lelt' Buflalo last Wednesday
with a cargo of conl bound for Milwan-
‘kee. She pased the straits  Fridav
afternoon at 2:20 o'clock. The steel
steamer Frontenue pused the same

aint an hour later, went to Escanaba,
oaded & cargo of ore and carried with
her & load of ore at Ashtabuln yesterds
morning, ‘The Gilcher was due at Mil-
wankee Saturday afternoon and her
owners have heard nothing from her
since she passed Mackinaw. Although
the gale of last Friday and Saturday was
very severe, it is hard to believe that a
monster steamer® like the Gilcher

Joaded as she was woulil bo Iost in it

She carried 113,820 bushels of wheat
from Chicago to Buffalo. The Gilcher
was commanded by Capt. L. H, Weeks,
a man of the highest standiog in marine
circles, and reputed for fearlesinoss,
skill and good judegment,

Up to noon to-day no trip sheet nor
anything else could be discovered
which would tend to show the names
of the seventeen members of the crow.
There were no visitors aboard, The
crew of the schooner probably num-
bered from eight to twelye men, and]
the total loes of lifo will prove almost
as heavy as that of the Western Ie-
sorve. After unlonding her coal at Mil-
waukee the Gileher had been chartered
10 load ore at Escanaba for Ashtabula,
after which shie was to have loaded soft
coal at Toledo for Lake Superior. Cap-
tain Weeks lived at Vermillion, Ohio,
and leaves o family. The monte was
Capt. Ed Porter, of Lorain, Ohio, who
formerly suniled the schoomer Three
Brothers and later the Thomas P, Shel-
don. Ho leaves a wile and onp son,
Porter himself was about fifty-soven
years of age.

CHicaso, Nov. 2—A theory issug-
preatei here that the missing Cleveland
steamer, Gilcher, and the unknown
gchooner were wrecked at the Manitou
in collision, and that both boats receiv-
od mortal damages, A possible clue to
tha time when the Gilcher probably
foundered is contained in a piece of
cabin partition, which CuEmin Jenks,
of the steamer White, picked up. On

the piece is written “Jamos Riley (or |-

Rider.)"

It is impossible to make out whether
the goine is Riley or Rider. Nine
n'c]or.i' Friday night was about the
time the Gilcher would have been oft
the Manitou's, and the inseription on
fhe wreckaze was perhaps mnade by
some member of the crew before she
went down,

J. C. Gilehriat, one of the principal
owners of the Gilcher, said to-day he
was unable to find any clue to the
steamer.  He valued the boat at $200,
000 and had an insurance on her of
E180,000.
