
ANOTHER BIG SCANDAL

THE WIFE OF LIEUT. LEADER
Bnos 3rnjop Smyth's Wife lor Slander

J'or AccuNin^ Her of Su*ulin~ a DiamondBrooch.Tho Plaint iirProves
to Jlo a Very Urlglit mid Snappy
Witness aml a Match for tho DistinguishedCroMR-Examlncr.

London, Nov. 2..Tho trial of tho suit
for.damages for slander brought l>y Mrs.
leader, wife of Liooteuont Leader,
against Mrs. James Gibbons Smyth,
wife of Major General Smyth, waa roHumedto-day bcioro Justice Uav and a

jury. Tho proceedings yesterday
caused increased interest in tho case,
and this morning tiio court room was

more crowded than it has yet been. A

majority of tho audionco to-day wore

ladies. A numbtor of military officers
wero present.
When tho court adjourned yesterday

Mrs. Leader was on tho stand being
cross examined by Sir Edward Clark,
counsel for Mrs. Smyth.
This morning Mrs. Loader again took

tho Btaud and Sir Edward Clark rosummedcross-examination. Mrs. Leader
appeared to bo much moro composed
than alio" was whiSo testifying and
provod to bo an excellent witness. Sir
Edward plied liis questions thick and
not hia *flnrm to confnsn Mm.
Leader mot with little aucccaa. For
two hours she undorweut hor ordeal at
tho hpnda oi one of tho moat nkilHul
crpss-exaininora in England, and alio
often scored tho distinguished lawyer.
She produced a titter in tho court when,
in response to a qucetiou as to whether
Mrs. .Smyth had not on several occasionsloaned her tho broach, which*
was tho cnuso of all .tho trouble, sho
ropliod: "Sho loaned mo a paste necklackonce, not a diamond ono."

£ir Edward tried to show that the
ladies knew nil about each other's
jowolry and asked a groat number of
questions leadm# in thia direction.
Mrs. Leader replied that jBhe knew
nothing whatever about Mrs. Smyth's
i'ewolry, adding "it i$ quito possiblosho
;new ali about mino aa she seemed to
bo singularly observant." During the
cross-cxamlaation Sir Edward often
ravorted 'to Mrs. Loader's relations with
Captain French, who Mrs. Loader declaresgave hor tho brooch, and she
sold it to tho jewelor Dibbin which

from her. Sir Edward harped upon a

phraao used by Mrs. Loader that she
had frequently mot liiin (Captain
French) ail over tho place.
Lieutenant Leader was the next witness.His testimony throughout confirmedthe evidence jrivon by his wife.

Horbert Robinson, who had been Mrs.
Loader's servant while she was in
Egypt, gavo important ovidonco for his
former mistress, confirming Mrs. Leader'satatoment that she had tho brooch
in Egypt. He testified that every week
while ho was in Mrs. Leador's employ
he had cleaned tho brtfoch in question.
Mrs. Porter, wife of Captain Porter, of
the Indian service, testified that in
June, 1891, Mrs. Leader had loaned her
a brooch similar to tho one she sold at
Dibbins. Mrs. Leador's lady's maid
and several other witnesses testified
that they had often seen Mrs. Leader
