Manrisssong, W. Va.,, Nov. 11.—The
lights of Democracy huave already map-
ped ont s plan for the next legislature
that will, in their judzment, fix for all
time _to come the state n  the
Demotratic column.

Thers are now aboul lwenty-five
counties in the control of Hepublican
commissionars who appoint the three
clection commissioners at each pre-
cinet. Under the new order we are to
have an election board appointed by
the governor, composed of three tried
and true Democrats, whoare to appoint
for each voting precinctin the state two
Domocrats and one Republican com-
missioner to hold and conduct the
election.

CONGRESSIONAL DELHEGATION,
The OMeinl Eeturns Not Yet In—What
the Estimates Now Rhiow,

The result in the First congressional
district will not be definitely known
until the officigl raturns are canvassed.
The delay in getting the reports from
Braxton and certain districts in Wetzel
counties, where gains were expected
{for Dovener, is a reminder of the ex-
perience of 1888 when delays were con-
venient and aided tho Democracy to
show & plurality for Pendloton on the
faco of the returns when everybody
knew that Mr. Atkinson had n legiti-
mate plurality. =~ There is reason to be-
lieve that in Wetzel Captain Dovener
received a better vote than the returns
ehow. However, the figures which aro
at hand are given bolow and may be
taken for what thoy are worlh until
the official returns are in.

PATHETIC CORRESPONDENCE.

Mre. Maybrick's Mother Makes Pltifal
Appeals to Hard Hoarted British Of-
clinls,

Lowpox, Nov. 11.—An interesting and
pathetic corrospondence written Octo-
ber 15, to which the representative of
the Associated Press had access, dis-
closes what unceasing, though still un-
availing efforls, the Baroness DaRoques
is making to suceur her daughter in
prison. The appeals alternately to the
prison authorities, to the home sacro-
tary, to Sir Oharles Russell as attorney
genernl, to Lord Roseberry as foreign
minjster, pleads to each for release on
legal grounds and faillng in these tries
to draw from the official bressts what
sentiment of pity muy be found there-
in. Finnlly she makes gn appenl to the
powsriul journalistie intloence of Mr.
Stead, who is probably awaiting his
biest opportunity Lo practically intervene
on behall of mother and daughter by
increaging the azitation in favor of re-
ledse,
Mrs, Maybrick was seriously ill, and
uppenls to the attorney general to en-
able her to send a phvaician to “report
on her condition and try to relieve her
sufforings,” She meutions that she
had selected Dr, Herbert Tibbity, who
had agreed to visit her daughter in
prison; but at the last moment Mr,
Pemherton, the legal advieer of the
home office, rulpsechlix sanction. Next
she appealed to Sir Charles ltussell and
then to Mr, Stead writing him that her
nighta are consumed in J-Innniug and
daylight brings despair. The baroness
next appealed to Lord Roseberry ns fol-
lows:

My Loww: | min addressing you as un
Américan and as the mother of Mrs,
Maybrick, an Ameriean born woman of
American parents, whose marriage in
England made her lor atime a subject
of the queon.

Enough has been
told about the misery and misfortune
for you to know all about her, and I am
sire you feel that there have been cruel
mistakes on-the part oi England and
that she, being & woman, almost a girl;
a voung mother, with nq relation but
myself, in the misery of an unfair de-
tention: in fniling Liealth, whieh is fast
bringing Ler the moat awful of deathd
by rnpid decline, that it s indeed an
act of mercy and a debt of honor that
vou, a8 Enpland’s hend of the depart-
ment of forcign aflnirs, nasist ns with
your influence for her release. I think
the question of innocence and guilt is
no longer nndecided ; that the world, in
fnct, findsshe is innocent. At the sumo
timo political feeling is weaving a net
about the case and 1 wonld entraat to
cut these thrends, ever 80 unimporiant
and frail,

Give me back my child, Lol motake
her quietly awny from England. Let
her wrongs and her sufferings die in
silonce for the dignity of a greal na-
tion, it need be, but save her life to
me. - The time is now near when the
law can be satisfied, the term cxpired
for alleged attempt nat poisoning. 1
wish to send my physician to report on
her ease and to try and alleviate hor in-
tense sulfering. But 1 need influsnce
to do this, and I entreat vou to assist
me, Respectiully,

To this appeal Roseberry replied
through his sccretary “that he has my
latter, and eannot Interfera in n matter
the consideration of which rests exclu-
gively with the home secretary.” The
rest of the correspondence shows that
the buroness is in constant receipt of
the friendliest and most compassionate
lettors from Miss Dodge and Mrs. Blaine.
A part of what appears in the corres-
pondence is that it is renarted that Mr.
Pemberton, who really controls the
case, resents outside pressure and es-
peeiully foreign pressure, and has de-
clared that no United States interfor-
ence, no newspaper pressuroe shall in-
ence him.

The congolida-
tionis afinansial movement of great im-
portance, for it brings together one of
tho larperat apgregations of cag[ui that
ean bo fonnd anywhore centred in simi-
lar business, "The new company will
roally be one of the great organizations
iu the country, controlling asit will,
over 31,000,000 of cash working eapltal,
in addition to the plants represented by
stocks and bands.

Thae capital in the Chieago Packing &
Provision Company is 400,000 pounds
starling, and ol the International Pack-
ing & Provision Company 80,000 pounds,
In addition the two companits haye a
little over £2,000,000.0f bonds out-
standing. It is sougestad by those
familinr with the packing business and
more or less canversant with the plans
of the ruling spirita in these two or-
ganizations that there is contemplated
n great extension in the husi Poo-
ple counected with the Hammond
company admit that there Isa possi-
bility of that company coming within
the contrul of the consolidated com-
pany.

Oomes Back at Brother Platt in
Oharacteristio Btyle.

MR PLATT, HE RAN THE MACHINE

And Did 1t ' Well, But Ho Ehould Not
Blame the Collision on ‘the Man
Who was Limited to Making
Speeches—3ly, Depow Acvouuts for
the Londslide—The Conntry Wants
a Chaneo at Free Teado mud He
Hopes It Will Gee 1t

New Yong, Nov. 11,—Chauncey M.
Depew was asked this morning what
he thought of a atatement wmade lust
night by ex-Senator Thomas C, Platt,
attributing the defeat of the Republi-
ean party in New York county tohim
(Depew.) Inreply thedoctor eaid:

“Brother Platt objected to me taking
an active managing part in the cam-
peign. lle said: ‘Erother Depew, you
aré a good orator and are good enough
to make speeches f[or the party, but yon
must not do any managing.”

“Brother Platt thinks I am an ama-
teur when it comes to politics.  On the
otlier hond, he belioves, and go do I,
that he himzelf is an_oxport and expe-
rienced politiclan. It was, therefore,
agreed that Brother Platt shonld mun-
nge tho campaign. He was allotted
the task of running the machine and 1
was put ofl at speech-makiog.

“Now, Brother Platt is a shrewd and
competent engineer, sod ran the ma-
chine as well as it could be done. ie
did'all the work in the city aud in the
state, and did it betler, perhaps, than
un{ ono could have done it. Ent, then,
us he was mannging and conducting the
machine, I don't 1iink he can lay the
blame for the collision on me.

“We just ran into alandslide—ihat
wasg it, plainand simple. Brother Dlatt
waog ut the throttle, and wide-uwako,
too, but ho could not avart an accident.
The engine =imply plunged iuto the
obstruction and we nlr know the resnlt.

“Enarly in the fight Brother Platt in-
sisted upon my confiving mysell to
orations instend of engineering actively
in the machinery department. He pre-
ferred to do this himeslf, ns he had
bad more experience, go [ went forth as
# speaker, Between us we evolved
tho end.

*The resuit could not bo attributed
to any one person or pariy of persons.
Now York alone did not effect the re-
gult, - It was the whole country. The
people wanted n change of policy . more
than of candidates and they will have
it. They want to try Irea trade becanse
they think they will get clothing
cheaper. They will have every oppor-
tunity to try it, [ hopa.
