CHFUSTMAS CAKES.

Reclpo* For Itlch Holiday MyraoN.A
lflno 1'luiu Cako.

Ilarp&n Bazar.
Many rich cakes improve with age,

and it has always been tho custom with
tho best Southern housekeepers to
mako their Christmas cakes several
weeks in advance of tho holidays. Tho
following recipea are among the best
used:
Christmas Plum Cake..Cream ono

pound of butter and ono pound of eu-

gar together; add the beaten yolks of
oiguieeu enpi, one gui vi muuicsua, uuu

pound|Jof sifted flour, six table-spoonlulsof coarao flour, and ono wino-glass
of brandy, beat all together for five
minutes. Add three pounds of seeded
raisins, ono pound of driod currants,
half a pound each of almonds and sliced
citron, well floured, two ounces of gratedcocoanut, ono tablospoonful each of
ground allspice, maco and cloves, and
two grated nutmegs; lastly, add the
beaten whites of thoeggs." Mix well,
pour in ono largo or two small cake
moulds, and bako in a moderate oven
for six hours; ornament when cold with
fancy sugar plums and a wreath of
holly.
Christmas Black Cako.Cream three

pounds oi brown 6URiir and three
pounds of butter togother; sift in three
pounds of tlonr; beat twenty-eight eggs
separately and add, with five pounds of
seedod raisins, four pounds of dried
currants, ono pouud of sliced citron,
ono ounce each of cinnamon and nutmeg,half an ounco of mace, cloves and
allspice, with a glass oi blacuberry
wino. Mix and boat well. Turn into a

very largo cake mold and bako for six
hours. This cako will keep foryoars.
Christmas Fruit Cako(a Creole recipe)

.Take a pound of butter, a pound of

of sifted Hour, a pound and a half of
raising, half a pound of currants, half a

pound of citron, half a pound each of
candiod cherries, orango and lemon
peel, one crated nutmeg, half a tablespoonfuleach of ground cinnamonland
mace; a teaspoonfui each of ground
cloves and ginger, two tablespoonfula
ot ruui, and tho juico of two lemons.
Seod tho raisins; wnau anjl dry the currants;slice tho citron, orange, nod
lemon peel thin; heat the butter to a

cream; add tho sugar; boat tho eggs untilvery light, and add. tbem totbo butterand sugar, then gradually stft fn tho
Hour. Mix all tho fruit together and
flour well. Mix thospicos in tho batter;
add tho fruit; mix thoroughly; add the
rum and lemon juico; beat again. Line
a large cake pan with greased paper,
turn in tho batter, and bako in a very
slow oven for four hours. When dono
iemovo carefully from tho pan; lot cool.
Ice and ornftmont tho top with c#ndied
cherries, strawberries, or other small
candied fruit.
Now Year's Cake.Cream one and a

half pounds oi butter ana one anu n

half pounds of powderod su^ar; boat
well together. Boat fifteen eggs, and
add, with a pound and a half of sifted
flour and throe teaspoonfuls of baking
powdor; grato two lemons in half a teacupof molasses, and add the batter,
with two pounds of nuely chopped almonds,two pounds of, seeded raisins
and ono pound of sliced ciUon. Turn
in a cako me'd, and bako two hours in
n moderate oven.
Holiday Cako.Blanch three-quarters

of a pound of sholled ahnonds and slice
in hnlvos; chop half a pound of citron;
mix thorn together and roll in sifted
flour; add to six well-bontou eggs and
three-quartors of a pound of BUgar; mix
woll and sift in a pound of flour. Butterlong shallow cake pans, put tho battorin them, and bake in a quick oven.
When done, take out, roll in sugar and
finely pounded almonds. Put away in
a tight tin box, and theso cakos will
koop for a year.
White FruitCake..Cream one pound

of butter and ono pound of powdored
sugar together; add tho beaten yoiks of
sixteen eges, and a pound of sifted flour
with two teaspoonfuls of baking-powder.Slico three pounds of citron, blanch
ono pound of almonds, and grato ono

cocoanut; add to tho battor, with tho
stillly boaten whites of the eggs. Lino a
cako pan with greased paper, turn in
tho mixture,and set in a moderate oven.
Bako slowly for two hours; when cold,
ice with cocoanut frosting. If kept in a
close tin box, this cake will koep two or
three wooks.

THE SILVER CONFERENCE.
Poiftibljr i* l'aiiur# Will Y«t bo Averted.

J rnnco'd ITnovrtnlti Attitude.

Bm'Bsr.i.", Dec. 7..An important sectionof the international monetary conferenceholds that Do Rothschild's withdrawalof his plan for a solution of the
silver question does not debar the furtherdiscussion of his proposals by tbo
conferencc, tho committee to which it
was referred having presented it for the
consideration of tho conference, thus
taking it out of the hands of Mr. Do
liothschild.

To-day M. Sainctelette, a Belgian delegatewho supports tho Do Rothschild
plan with the Morit« Levy amendment J
substituting silver for small gold coins, jwill lir»l(l n nnnfnrnncn with Sir Frft- t

mantle, one of tiie British delegates and
deputy master of the British mint, and
lienor Toca, a Spanish delegate, on tho
question of putting tho amended lioths- 1

child plan to a voto of the conference t
Both fienor Toca and M. Sainctoletto
bold that a failuro of tho conference can f
yet bo averted by a majority of tho del- ,

egates recommending either tho Levy
project or tho amonded UeKothschild. (
Tho scheme proposed by V. F. Teitjehn, <

tho Danish delegate, is treated with indillerencc.It uiay bo dropped without
discussion by tho conference. The pro- .

poBals advancod by Sir C. ilouldsworth,
though applauded by tho pronounced
bi-melallist delegate yosterday, is not

""

considered by all his "colleagues worth
wasting time ovor in discussion. His
plan will probably bo referred to a committeeto-morrow and will not bo heard
of again. The uncertain attitude of tho
French delegates is influencing the I
otlior representatives whoso countries
belong to tho Latin union.

It has boon a causo of complaint that
other members who are desirous of
frank opposition to co-operation in the
DeKothschild plan communicated these
proposals to tho French dologates beforethey were eubmittod to the conferenceand were led to belicvo that the
French delegates would support tho
r*lnn lfml ilinv holinvnri othorwiflo
they would have reconsidered the questionof presenting the plan. It ia the
opinion of many of the delegates that f
the French government does not desire v

the conference to decide anything.
An interview has been published

here with M. Leon Say, tho well known
French financier. M. Kay declared that
ho thought tho attitude of both English
and American delegates was a deplorableone, especially that of tiie Americanswho appeared to bo without any
definite proposals. M. Hay could not
understand why tho British as practical
business men wantod tho assistance ot jFranco in a matter which was their own '

concern. In regard to tho Do Kothschildproposals Al. Say declared that he
thought they solved nothing, and ho
added that ho thought tho deliveroncoa
of theconforenco would end in nothing.
M. Say's remarks dofino tho action of

tho French delegates, who criticize ti
everything said in tho conference or in v

committees, but who suggest nothing.
The opinions among the delegates have
bocomo sharper and more clearly dofined,tho partisans of tho single and
double standards providing more irreconcilableaa tho discussion dovelops.

plenary conference. M. Montefiorb S

to Belgium, will give a banquet in
honor of tho delegates to-morrow. Tho
grand municipal reception at tho Hotel
DoVillo has been lixed for December 10.
This will wind up tho fetes in honor oi
tho delegates until aftor Christmas.
