for an alleged breach of contract, were
boseiged by s larger crowd than usnal,
and many were unable to securs admit-
tance. The case has been on trinl for
three days and has been replste with
senaational charges and countercharges.
Brietly the cage may be stated ns fol-
lows: ¥. 8. Gray was cmployed as buosi-
ness manager of the Mail and Expres
under a flve'years’ contract. At the
end of threo yéars Gruy was dismissed
Ly Col. Shepard, pmong other things
for “incomputibility,” Gray's suit ia
for two years salary, or about $20,000.

(ol, Shepard charged that the incom-

atlibility consiated in violent Inngunge
in tho office and general conduct incom-
patible with his wishes.

Mr. Gray charged that the real reason
for his dismissal was that he refused to
bribe Commissioner McClave In order
to secnrs for the Mail and Ezpress clec-
tion ndvertising. Both sides make
charges of drunkenness against ench
other, and the teatimony hng been such
gs to” attract large and interested au-
diences in search of now developments,
When the proceedings commenced to
day Mr. Parsons opened for Col. Shep-
ard. He dwelt upon the evidence which
wont to show that during business
hours, Mr. Gray often resorted to the
Astar Honse nod ran the gamut of
drinks from beer to champagne. He:
criticized Mr. Gray for his broach of
hospitality in ncae}qtingtllu invitation
ot Col, Bhppard to his house, ond now
uttering for circulation throughout the
jand the foul charge that his host was a
drankard.

He argued that if the interpretation

ut by Gray on the $5,000 check sent to

im by Col. Bhepard for “commiesions
was sincerely put,;then Gray's action
at the time amounted to 8 condonation
of crime. He maintained also that
Gray’s coming to Col. Shepard and
demanding$35,000,although now months
after he cloimed as due Lim only $18,-
000, stamped him a8 an infamous black-
ma{ler.

Col. Ingersoll, for the plaintifl, argued
to show that Col. Shepard's generosity
to Gray amonnted to no more than got-
ting his services for what he conld.
Thon he maintained thot the contract
Uol. Bhepard intended to make with
Gray was one in which Col, Shepard
alone was to be judge and jury when it
came lo a question of abrogation,

“The discharge of Gray,” assorted
the colonal, urlmlyj coming to tho
hoart of his subject, “grow out of that
advertising scheme. When a man is
found ont in & crimne byanother hie hales
that other man. Let a man suggest to
another what Is criminal, and if that
other does not fall in ond work with
him an inaamﬂmbiﬁry goon arisos.”

Hia counsel moved for
an allowance and it was grantod by
Judge Parker who awarded the Colonal
b por cent allowance npon the amonut
claimed by Gray, $14,604. Lawyer Dit-
tenhoefor moved for anew trial on the
ground that the vordict was against the
