stock exchange moves steadily on,withoutany changes of moment from the
features noted in our advices of last
weok. The renewal of oxports of gold
liaa naturally put eomo check upon
buoyant tendencies; but ratborin the
way of a caution than as a surprise; for
the movement baa not been entirely
unexpected. Moroovor, the position.of
our foreign trado balance U not expectedto call for any considerable outflowof gold; tho more so as tbo London
buying of our securities bolps to

liquidate any advene balance which
might otherwise call for remittances of
specie. London seems to be takon by
surprise at the unexpocted emphatic
expression of public opinion in this
country against the continued commitmentof our govornment to tho accumulationof Bilver. The plain affirmations
of our delogatos to the Brussels conferencein favor of that conservative pol-
icy have also materially strengthened
tho improssion thus prodnced. Tho resulthas beon a steady stream of London
orders for our most conservative invest-
monts; and although tbeso purchases
have shown a preferonco for gold-bearingbonds, yet the facts show a return
of confidence whore It hail boon severely
shaken through oar past threatened silverlegislation.
Tho proceedings of the silver confor-

ence do not appear to promiso any irnmodiatodefinite result. Tho discussions,however, liavo unquestionably
had the valuablo effect of awakoning
Europe to tho seriousness of the dangers
connected with tho silver problem: of
arousing public opinion inEngfand to i
tho necessity of that country doing
somothing rdully substantial towards
restoring the status of the white motal;
of convincing tho European govern- j
ments that they must make large, post-
tive and permanent engagements if '

they wish to escape the threatened
dangers; and of satisfying tho athor |
govornmonts that it Is ueeloss to hope
that they may shift upon the United
States any inoquitablo sharo of respon- <
sibilittes that a real remedy must imposeupon all the great commercial 1
powers. On all these vital points, tho j
several governments represented in tho
conlorence have now reached a distinct
understanding. This is a large gain
towards a settlement; as it dispels all <
falso hopes and all ideas of any ua- <

tion selling unfair advantages or

exemptions through diplomatic maneuvers.The treatment of tho question
having reached this stage of clarification,it soems probable that tho conferencemay adjourn for a few months.
During that period, political influences
may bring England into a more practicalattitude, and direct diplomatic oxchangesbetween the sevoral govornmcntamay mature understandings that
will enablo tho conference, irlion it
reassembles, to reach a definite conclu- j
sion. Whether that conclusion may bo
some really feasible scheme of bi-met- <

allium, or some maro temporizing
compromise that will command no ;

abiding confidcnce, oran abandonment
of tho problem as hopeless,.these are
chances which the event alone can do- ,

termine; but in any case, the tempora-
rv adjournment of the conference will
afford time for more maturo consideration,and will, to that extent, favor a
moro settled feeling for the next few
months..
In any case, tho United States now

occupy a much more assuring attitude
before the world than they aid before
the assembling of tho coniorence. It is
now manifest that, under no circum- |
stances, will our government commit
itself to any position that could invali-
date our ability to maintain payments
in irold or its sure equivalent This at-
tituJn la so far an 'answer to tho distrustthat has caused an immense returnof our securities from Europe withintho last two years, that wo may reasonablycount upon tho London market
affording a steadier sqpport to Now
York from this forward. And this, be
it noted, iB an important factor bearing
upon tho futuro movements of gold betweenthis country and Europo.

for observing tho effect of the eloction
upon tho industrial and commercial
feoling of tho country, and it can hardlybo said to have iliscovored therein
anything calculated to excite serious
approhension, olther as respects the
