Inatoad of carrying on thoi
contests in a legal manner thoy liavi
organizod u second houso which tlioj
claim in tho leyul body, and tho i'opu
li«t povornor of tho state, who in com

mamJor-in-chie/ of the militia, has hi

recognized thorn. Thoy rofusod to sub
mil their caao to tlio courts because tin
judges aro Republican*. Thoy will no

rouognizo tho civil authorities, profor
riiijf, with tljo aid of tho governor, ti
gain their ond by military i'orco.
