And the Awtmosphere I8 Growing
Moré Democeatic—A Groat Crowd
Assembles 1o Seo the Next President
antl Wite and Baby—Another All
Night Hession ot Oongress—Doth
Hounes Closing wp Businesy—Other
Washington News,

Wasmseroy, D, (., March 2.—The
gallerigs of the senata were crowded
with visitors all day but there was very
little in the proceedings that could in-
terest them. The post office appropria-
tlon bill wus taken up,

The bill way pussed and Mr, Cullom
mado u statement a8 to the amount ap-
propristed, showing the department to
be practically gell supporting.

The Indiun approprintion bill was
then taken up.

Mr, Hill gavo natice that if the ITud-
gon river bridgo bill was crowded out by
appropristion bills he would ask for an
evening scasior to congider it

Tha consideration of tho Indian bill
woa then resumed, :

Tho bill was passed and Mr, Ialo im-
mediately moved to proceed to the con-
sideration of the deficiency bill,

* Mr, Hill, who desired to have the
Hudgon river bridge bl taken ur. ob-
jueted to tho presont consideration of
tho deficiency bill, but after some sharp
talk between Messrs, 1101, lulo and
Harely, Mr. Hill withdraw his objection.

T'he senato then procesded to the con-

The sundry civil appropriation bill
consumed the time of the house to-
day. Thero wana o fight over tha Now

York Custom hause provision and over
the “World's Columbian Exposition”
amendment, Thera was pgreat con-
fusion, the epeaker baing obliged over
and over again to appeal to wembors
to preserve order and direct the ocou-
punts ol the galleries to do so.

But roquest and direction were
equally unavailing, There was n cons
stant din and fow members who were
romoved more than a couple of feet
{rom the dieputants could scarcely hear
a word of what way utterod,

The bill to preseribe the number of
district attorneys and marshals in the
judicial district of Alnbama was passed
over the President’s veto—178 to 54.
