An inquirer wants to know whether
there fe any tin plato madein the United
Btates and when the manufacture be-
gan. The tin' plate industry of this
country was ealled into being by the
McKinloy tarifl actof October 1, 1800,
Attor tho pnssage of that measure man-
ufacturcra began to got ready to make
tin plate, making encouraging progress
in the early months of 1801,

A specinl treasury reportshows what
was accomplished in the first fiseal year
after tho passage of the act, that being
the fiscal yenr ending June 20, 15802, The
roturna by quarters show the almost
marvelons progress of the industry:
