duction of $105,104,500 42, three-fourths
of which had been actunlly paid during
tho year, the remasinder congisting of
itema of muatured debt which had not
been presented,

The rednetion on October 31, 1807,
had been to £2,661,700,100 10; on Octo-
ber 81, 1868, the debt was $2,656,308,~
00042, This year the apparent reduc-
tlon was only $06,971,100 77, but the
actunl reduction was §15,308,747 bl
The statement of Oclober 31, 1870
showed the total debu to be £2,428,051,-
540 48,

During the year which ended October
31, 1808, says the Ledger, the last of the
short period obligations ceased to bear
interest, and the unggregute still out-
standing not presonted was $0,768,-

been redeemed or converted Into 5-20
bonds. Between the above date and
July 1, 1870, there was no change in the
form of the debt, but the reduction by
purchases of bonds and redemptions of
3 per cent certificates amounted to $133,-
836,350, The bonds were purchased at
thelr market valuo in currency, and tho
currency wai in part obtained by sell-
ing the gurplos gold in the treasury.
