Lovmsvinee, Kv., May 11.—By to-mor-
row morning the army of Republicans
which has been enjoying true Ken-
tucky hospitality in this city for the
last three or four duys will have disap-
peared. The convention of the Natlonul
Itepublican Loaguo adjourned to-day to
moet egain on the sccond Wednesday
of next May In Denver. il

At its sevsion to-day Williain M.
Tracy, of Epringfleld, IiL, was clectod
president for the ensuing yearon the
firgt ballot, His only opponents in the
conteat were the Hon, M, H. DaYonnyg,
editor of tho Fan Francisco Chronicle,
and Gonoeral Danicl Hustings of Penn-
sylvania, W, L Squire, of Toledo,

., who has beon here since last Sunday
making o fight for tho presidoucy, with-
drow from tho contest this morning,
much to the surprise of the delegates
outside his own state,  Inwithdrawing,
Yo snid he wished to throw his strength
to Mr. DoYoung, Thoro hus boen a
groat donl of ndverse criticiam mado
upou the Republican leaders ol national
reputation for lgnoring the conveution.

t was aonnonncod befors  the
convention met that General Ruseoll
A. Alger, J. Sloat Fassett, Thomas
B, Reed, John C. Bpooner, Governor
Willlam MeKinley, John M. Thuorston,
Levi I, Morton and a dozen others of
equal prominence would attend and
uﬂdwua the convention, and lend their
couneil in conductinr it, But not one
of tham eame, nnd their seeming neglect
has causod somo of the leaders of the
convention to make unkind remarks
towards the bofore mentioned leaders.

The conveniion was called to order
at 10:30, by President Olarkson. The
dolegations woro all present, Dr, Hay-
woad, of this city, led in prayer.

The commities on credontiuls made
its report, Tho rules ndopted to goy-
orn the convention wure thoss of the
Fifty-flrat congress, over which Thomus
1. Reod presided.

The committes on resolutions made
itg report which was received and read.
Tt touched on ulmost every question of
ruhliu interest now before the country,
neluding resolutions of respect to the
memory of the late James G. Blaine,

THE RESOLUTIONE.

Tho report of the commities on reso-
Jutions waa as followa:

“We, the reprosentatives of the Re-
publiean clubs of the United States, in
uational convention asseubled, re-aflirm
our devotion to tho priociples of the
Republiean party as enunciated by tho
LRepubliean national convontion of 1802,

“Wo point with pride to tho pussage
of agoneral low for the snfety of lifo
and limb of railway employes upon tho
recommendntion of President Harrison
by a Ropublican Uongress, and in con-
formity with tho platform of tho Repub-
lican national convention.

“Wo declara our falth in genuine
secrot ballot laws, fortified by efficient
apte for the suppression of corrupt
practices in elogtions.

“Wo demand tho enforcomoent of ox-
isting laws by the duly congtituted ofli-
cersof tho law and demand the ubolition
of the system of privato armod forees
rapresonted by the Fiokerton and like
agonces.

“Wo domand tho suppression of ull
public gambling, whather in food pro-
ducts or by meana of lottery tickots.

“Wa lieartily urge an amendment to
tho constitution making the Yresident
inellgible to a socond tor.

“We rocommond to the favorable
consideration of the Republican eluba
of the Unitod States o o matter of edu-
oation, she question of granting to the
people of the stato and nation the rlght
to vote nt all eluctions on the snmo
terma and conditions of male cltizens,

"“The foroign polley of Benjomin Llar
rison and Jumos G, Blaino desarvos and
receives the commondation of all Amori-
cans who bolieve in proserving tho
riuhits and dignity of the United Btates
and in extending the wcope of ity in-
floenco, In necordance with that policy
we reallim onr delprmination to ens
courage tho onforcoment of the Monroo
doctrine, not only as it applies to
North and South Amorlea, but also to
thoso lslands in the Atlantie und Paclile
which aro, or may become, nocossary to
tho protoction of our const lino nnd our
trude, Whon tho Amorlean flag covora
Amorican Interogts nnd Amarican honor
it must nover be withdrawn.

YW direot attentlon to tho fact that
tho Domocratic party, boing for the
firet time 1n ovor thirty yonrs in power,
in Dboth logislative ~ and  oxocutive
branches, it aliould givo the pooploa fair
trial of the policles advoentod In ita nne
thonnl platforin of admit thab it galned
suprominey by eross misroprosontation
and: hypoerisy.'

New York camo next, placing William
Lynn, of Penngylvania, in nominatlon,
Deluﬁ'uto Cnmlg ell, of Now York, nomi-
nated M. I Do Younyg, editor of the
San Franclsco Chronicle,

Wisconsin, Minnesota nnd several
other states fell (n line for the Illinois
condidate, until Ohio was renchiod, Then,
much to tho surpries of the dulegates,
WAL H1ulrcn. who has been making a
glron liht for the presidoncy, aruse.
Mo enld he was of the belief that the
president shonld bo o mon of national
roputation, and he therefore withdrew
In faver of Mr, Da Young,

Jeremiah Foster, of Pennsylyania, a
colored delegate, came to the platform
for that stnte and nominated Goneral
Daniel Hastings, of Pennsylvanin

The new president was escorted to
the chair and epoke in part as follows:

UGunTLEMEN oF TiE Cosvextron:—I
thank you for tho honor you bave con-
ferred upon the young Ropublicans of
1llinois, in electing me president of the
natioual l{al']lulllicun league.

pond the largest delegation of any etate
to the firat great Hepublican conyention
ever held on the soil which gave him to
the world.

The Nicaragua Revolutionists are
Finally Succeasful,

OFFICIAL INFORMATION RECEIVED

By This Government and by the Nica-
rugnan Minlster—Prompt Action
Tuken Ly the Administration at
Wuililugton to FProtect the Intorests
of the United Btates—No Informa.
tion Recelved Yet From Ministor
Baker—Rovolutionists lu I
of the Nloaragua Canal—American
War Vessols Despatobod to the
Bouvne,

Wasmixaroy, D, O, May 10,—Cable
adylces recelyed at the state depart-
went are to tho ellect that the revolu-
tion in Nicaraguu is o success and that
the reyolutionists are practically in
control of the government, Dr, Guze-
man, the Nicaragun minister hus re-
coived eimilar ndyices, 8o it {s undor-
gtood, He had o long conferenca with

Secretary Gresham: at the swte de-
partment to-day ood thoy exchanged
information, The despaich received by
Hecrotary Greshom wag went frow San
Juan Dol Sur, a port on the wost
coast of Nicaragun, by Mr, Newell, who
ia consul at the capital of the country.
Ho states In his message that no com-
munication Ia to be bad with the cable
oflice, and 1t Ia presumed from this that
he was ablir.:fd to send his dispateh to
San Juan Del Sur by mail or wessenger
in order that it might reach the stute
department quickly,

The revolutionists commenced April
98, headed by Ex-Fresidont Zavallu,
The revolutionists hold Grenada, Muna-
gun, Rivara, Contules, Matagapa ond
San Juan Del Norte, They are well
armed and even have a good supply of
gatling guns, The governmnont forces
number 2,000, poorly organized and led,
while the rovolutionistsa number fromn
3,000 to 5,000, commanded by prominent
gonerals, The government forco made
three unsuccosstil attacks on Managun,
Martial law has been doclared nnd o de-
cree has been {ssued for o forced loan of

600,000,

1t | learnod from another authentic
gource that the revolutionists are in

ossoselon of the Nicaragua canal andd
t wus on this information, and that
contained in the dispatch from Mr,
Nowall, that Secretary Gresham applied
to Soorotary Ierbert for another vessel
to bo sent to Nicaragna. The Atlantn,
at New York, hns already been ordered
to proceed to Groytown on the oast
coast, but as thie revolutionary move-
ment s nearer the west coast, it was
deemed bost to dispatch a voseel to that
part of the country. Accordingly
ordora were sent by telegraph to the
ecommande: of the Alliunce at Ban
Francisco, directing him to proceed at
onga with ‘his yessel to a point on tho
wost const, The Alliancs will probably
mako her headquarters at San Juan
Del Bar.

No approhension ia felt in official cir-
cles that the new rulera of Niearagus
will fail to protect American interests.
I'hoy will naturally seek to obtain early
recognition from the Uniled Btatss.,
and this considerntion, asido from In-
ternationnl obligations, it is believed,
will prompt thom to protect tho lives
snd property of citizens of this citizens
of this country nnd nlgo to observg with
good faith all contracts and concodslons
of the firmer government,

Valuablo stors housos belonging to
the Nicaragun Canal Company are lo-
eated at boih ends of the canal and a
number of ships are, according to an-
other dlspatch received, under thé con-
trol of the forces of ox-President Zavalla,
It isdeemed impractivable to send n
force of United Biates marines to guard
the canal for its full length, but some
such netion would probably hal\ro beun
tuken had not the rovolutionists ob-
tained control of the ennal befora their
ultimate victory became nssured. The
likelthood of sovere flzhting between
the opposing forces along tho bunks of
tho eannl, with chances of groat dn.m-
agoe being done to property  belonging
to the cana! compony, would have
canusod this government to mako some
digplay of an American foree from one
end of the canal to the other.

Thera are those among tha daily
callors at the white house who wonld
not be surprised to witneas s radical
change in the next yoar or two in the
mothod of distributing ho foderal
patronage, Driefly stated, the chauge
would mean the curtailment, if not tho
comffala abollshment, of active oand
persistent efforts by congregamen in
the distribution of patronage. Thp ne-
ceatity for a ¢hange {n the present aye-
tom 18 said to lie in the fact that of lnte
years the work of congress s u legisla.
tive body is serionsly interfered with
by the uttention which they must give
to tho tusk of pressing their eonatitu-
ents’ demands [or patronage in the
various departments. Another reason
put forward for the change is the alle-
gution that, in many states, eligibility
for election to congress has como to be
ganged by a man's ability to get ap-
pointwenta for his constituents and to
awny power with tho administration.

1t ia said that Mr, Cleveland has been
keenly impressed with this situation,
which las beon brought vividly to his
attontion during the pust two months,
and that in such leisure moments as ho
has been permitted to enjoy lie has
tuken it under serious consideration.

Bald to Have nmulun Dolars in
* Wall Streot.
* Nuw Yong, May 11,—An ox-treasury
official said to-day: “The trouble with
Becrotary Carligle Is that ho éntortaing
guch & strong prejudico against Wall
street that ho cannot deal with the
prosont financial orisis fairly, Ho is

airaid that he will be nccusod of sur-
mndnrinﬁ to the evil influence of Wall
gtreet, Now VWall streat may be a very
bad place, and the Wall atreet financiers
may be very wicked men, but, just the
same, it is the center of the financinl
intereats of tho country. E\‘ur{tlﬂug of
o financial eharacter, fromn Malno to
California, le reflected in Wall street.

“Mr, Clevoland should nos at lopst,”
the oflielnl added, “sharo Mr. Carligle's
projudico azaingt the financial men of
the clty. During the lost Congress he
lins elearod oyer 1,000,000 by being let
into deals in Wall street. That is a con.
sorvativo eatimato of hig proflts, It ia
in kesping with his treatment of Whit-
nay and othera for him to go back on
the men who helped him In Wall
streat.”

Ex-Senator Wallace, of Pannsylvanin,
ia reglsterod at the Gilsey housd. *1
cnn #es no indication,” he’ said, *‘that
the Democrats of Pennaylyanin intend
making any serions offort to wreat the
atute from the Republieans.
