Now thut the gates of the World's
Fuir havo been opaned ond the exhibi-
tlon unanimounsly deglared to bp the
groatest evor heid, takipg Into con-
glderation the number and excellence
of the various displaya and the archi.
tectural merit of the buildings, the di-
rectors aro confronted with tho ver
sorious problem of how to make bot
onids meet,

How serious o problom this iy may
Lo shown by o plain statement of faot.
Over $43,350,000 hns been expended in
the construction of the 200 or more
buildings within the limits of Juckeon
Park, Of this nimouut the national and
state governments have spent over
$12,000,000. 4

Theso recoipts nmount to nbout
$18,700,000, leaving 14,500,000 of the
£49,000,000 recerved from othoer sources.

The $14,050,000 which will have to be
necounted for under nny elredmstances
ineludes the following anmounts: Bix
per cent debonture bonds, duo January
1, next year, $4,004,500; loan from the
cily of Chicngo, secured by bonds,

$5,000,000; on slock subscriptions,
£6,508,700, the oxact nmount being
S14,048,200,

Not counting the interest on, eoy, in
round numbars $15,000,000, the amennt
which must romain in tho treasury at
the end of the fair, aftor ull expenses
aro paid, ig cithor $15,000,000, or $17,-
00,000 if the fair is kept open on Bun-
daye.

The directory has figured all along
that the operating expensos would bo
puid by the receipts from tho concos-
slons which have beon granted, Inall
cases where concessions  liave been
granted the exposition hes insisted on
receiving from the concossionalres from
10 to 76 per cent of the gross recoipta.
The department of concesslony refusos
to glve out any Ogures, but it is esti-
mated that about 250 concessions have
beon granted.

Bomo of them aro very valuable and
others will not bring much money, but,
toking the fair oﬂluh.tlu at their own os-
