These “‘ex-
perts' are opposed by an array of other
equally able “experts” who claim that
the juroris mentally sound, The queer
partof the businessia that the “experta”
who muke onth that the furor is (in.
sane do not know the man und say they
form thoir opinlons from what they are
told by others,

Thoe situation suggesta to the public
mind that the “export” testimony is
outrageously fraudulent on one side or
the other, and that this circumstance
only serves to emphasizo what has
grown to be an apparent fact, that
“experl” testimony is being abused,
It figures in every murder trial now-
adpys, and hoth sides of a case have no
difliculty in securing all the ‘“expert!
ayvldence they want, no matter how Ir-
reconcllable the reapective “expert”
views are,
