their part.Prof, llouck followed in a pleasant
talk, giving an uecoun^of the first institutehe ever attondod, and contrasting
what was then to what is now. lie
urged all teachers to bo freo to take
part in all the exorcises, lie spoke also
looliugly of the groat work iu which
they are engaged; also of the teaching
of patriotism in tho schools.love of
country, lovo ol state, lovo of home.

lie continued his remarks by taking
ut> tho aubioct of primary arithmetic
and spelling. Ho took tho position that
there might bo an oxciiso for not becominggood arithmeticians, but there

The afternoon was opened by flinging
"Old Coronation" with u vim.
The subject of "School Journals" was

discussed by Prof. Crugo, who urged on

all the teachers to subscribe for an educationaljournal. If they could aflord
but ono, lot that one bo tho Wed Virginia-School Journal; then take ua many
more as can be afl'ordod. Tho teacher,
to keep abreast ol the times, must take
ono or more journals. What would bo
thought of a lawyer who would take no

law journals, or of a physician who
would not read works on medicine? A
few others spoke in tho same strain. A
lively song was sung by Prof, llouck,
assisted by tho members of the institute,after which Prof. Crago spokoon
"Primary Arithmetic," explaining
mothods of teaching, without the text
Iwok*, beginners in arithmetic.

Prof, lluuck followed on the same
subject, speaking particularly of the
dilliculties encountered iu teaching
numeration.
A short rocoBe was onjoved by all,

after which i'rof. liuuclc took up the
subject of reading, starting out with
tho assertion that the most important
subject to come before tho instituto was
that of reading.
iu many schools reading is the most

dreaded exorcise iu tho school room,
when it should bo tho most pleasant
ouo in every way. Heading is not
taught as it should be, or the exercise
would bo enjoyed by all. There is no

higher accomplishment than to boa
good reader. Teachers should all rememberthis, aud should teach with
this in view.
After roil call the institute adjourned

to moot Tuesday morning at II o'clock.
There are forty-nine dilforont schools

in tho county, and tho enrollment on

yesterday, the first day, was good.
