Washington, D. 0., August lfl..Tho
flexible rules of tho senate are proving
of great nervlcu just now by permitting
every gentleman who bus aa inclination
to give utterance to hie financial views
ut nuy time, and to any extent he may
choose. Whiio Wenator Voorhoos did not

succeed in gutting tho uppor chamber
to onter to-day, as was hoped, upon tho
active consideration o( his bill swelling
tlie volume of national bunlc curroncy
to tho par valuo of tholr United States
bonds 011 deposit, the greater portion of
tho day was devotod to financial dlacussiou

of imo or moro of the various propositions
or resolutions pending.

Mr. Voorliooa.ohniruian ofthefinance
committee, said ho had been appealed
to by several aouutors who roquirod
mere time not to call up the bill to-day,
but tin gave notice that he would do so

Mr. Sherman stated tho objections

which eccurrod to bis mlud against the
amendment, The very moment tho
treasury notes *vero paid out in those
bund", which wore not now duo and tho
interest 011 which was no harden to tho
government, the notes, ho said, would
be presented to tho government and
payment iu coin doinandod. That
would ho an uubusinoss-like propositionami would complicate tho situation.Tho President of tho Vuitod

1SD0, were nresentod for redemption in
gold, and that caused the first falling

nttoinptod to secure absolute stability
in tho dollar. Tho most dishonest dollarovor proposed is that chlld.fli.avarlooand ignorance colled the"gold dollar,for it would constantly riso iu value
and chcat tho dobtor.
